MBMC imposes hefty fines for
spitting, not wearing masks

punishments and hefty
monetary fines on litter
mongers and those found to
be roaming in public places
without wearing face masks.
As per orders promulgated
on Monday by the municipal
commissioner, a person
caught spitting in a public
place for the first time will
be fined Rs 1,000 and Rs
2,000 caught the next time.
Similarly, anybody caught
without a face mask in
public will be slapped with a
fine of Rs 500 for the first
time and double the amount
for the second time.
Shopkeepers will also attract
a fine of Rs 2,000 if they
were found defying physical
distancing norms for the first
time and double the amount
if caught for the second time.

The state government should
pay more attention to contain
the spread of Covid-19 in Mira-
Bhayandar, as the twin-cities
has been witnessing an
alarming surge in the number of
positive cases amid frightening
death toll figures, said Devendra
Fadnavis, the leader of the
opposition in the legislative
assembly on Monday.

Fadnavis was on a visit to the
twin-cities to take an overall
review of health infrastructure
and arrangement by the local
administration to combat the
pandemic.

The Navi Mumbai Municipal Cor-
poration (NMMC) has set up a four-
member Special Audit Committee
to look into complaints of over-
charging by private hospitals. The
committee, consisting of additional
commissioner, account officers and
health officers will submit its report
within 72 hours after receiving a
complaint.

The number of COVID-19 cas-
es in Maharashtra's Thane
district has gone up to 42,420
after 1,878 more people tested
positive for the disease, offi-
cials said on Monday.

Thane city accounts for
over 25 per cent of the total
cases in the district, as per an
analysis of the data.

On Sunday, 1,878 people
tested positive for coron-
avirus, taking the count of
cases to 42,420, the district ad-
ministration said in a med-
ical bulletin.

Out of the fresh -cases,
Kalyan-Dombivali reported
the maximum 482 cases, fol-
lowed by Thane city-373,
Mira Bhayandar-303, Ulhas-
nagar-251 and Navi Mumbai-

191. The remaining cases
were reported from other
civic limits in the district.

Besides, 47 patients suc-
cumbed to the disease in the
district on Sunday, raising
the toll to 1,268. Out of the 47
deaths, 16 were reported
from Thane city, as per the
medical bulletin.

So far, Thane city has re-
ported 10,731 coronavirus
cases, Kalyan Dombivali-
9,086, Navi Mumbai-7,793
Mira Bhayandar-4,314, Ul-
hasnagar-2,810, Bhiwandi
Nizampur-2,319, Ambernath-
2,200, Badlapur-973, and
Thane rural-2,194.

Thane city has till now also
reported the maximum 402
deaths, followed by Navi
Mumbai-244, Mira Bhayan-
dar-162 and Kalyan Dom-

bivali-140. The remaining fa-

He said, "A lockdown will
be enforced in Aurangabad
between July 10 and 18. It will
be a strict lockdown." Choud-
hari said, "A demand was
raised by common public for
lockdown but the decision
was taken unanimously after
ameeting with various stake-
holders like industries,
traders and others along with
administration officials.

"Industries shall remain
closed in this period. But the
administration will decide a
strategy to ensure continu-
ous operation of the pharma-
ceutical industry and some
other units during the lock-
down period."

Asked about the lockdown,
municipal commissioner
Astik Kumar Pandey said,
"Only milk outlets will be al-
lowed to remain open during
this period...rest every estab-
lishment will be shut.

"Petrol pumps will operate for
limited hours to provide fuel to
government and emergency
services vehicles." The number
of COVID-19 cases in Au-
rangabad district have reached
6,380, while the death toll stood
at 310, an official said.
