Sri Lanka seeks $1.5 bn more from India

Colombo, 28 March

Sri Lanka has sought an
additional credit line of $1.5 bil-
lion from India to import essen-
tials, the island nation’s central
bank governor said on Monday,
amid its worst economic crisis
in decades.

The country of 22 million
people is struggling to pay for
essential imports after a 70 per
cent drop in foreign exchange
reserves in two years led to a
currency devaluation and
efforts to seek help from global
lenders. Fuel is in short supply,
food prices are rocketing and
protests have broken out as Sri
Lanka's government prepares

for talks with the International
Monetary Fund amid concerns
over the country's ability to pay
back foreign debt.

The new line is on top of the
$1 billion support extended by
India to help pay for critical
imports when Sri Lankan
Finance  Minister  Basil
Rajapaksa travelled to New
Delhi earlier this month.
“There is a very close discus-
sion continuing for an
additional support of $1.5 bil-
lion (with India) by way of oil
support as well as other essen-
tial goods support of credit
terms,” Ajith Nivard Cabraal
told an online event.

New Delhi has indicated it
would meet the request for the

new line, to be used for import-
ing essential items such asrice,
wheat flour, pulses, sugar and
medicines, one source briefed
on the matter said. India’s for-
eign ministry did not respond
to a request for comment.

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar with Sri Lankan President
Gotabaya Rajapaksa, during a meeting on Monday

India’s support for the
roiled Sri Lankan economy
comes after previous adminis-
trations led by the powerful
Rajapaksa family drew the
island nation closer to China
during the past decade, leading

to unease in New Delhi.

In Colombo for talks,
Indian Foreign Minister
Subrahmanyam Jaishankar
met the finance minister and
his brother, President
Gotabaya Rajapaksa, on
Monday. “Reviewed various
dimensions of our close neigh-
bourly relationship,” Jaish-
ankar said in a tweet after
meeting the president.

High inflation to compel RBI to
signal neutral policy stance: S&P

New Delhi, 28 March

The Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) would be compelled to
signal a neutral policy stance
in the Monetary Policy
Committee’s review meeting in
April as average consumer
inflation is likely to stay firm at
54 per centin FY23, S&P Global
Ratings said in a note.

The RBI will likely raise the
repo rate by at least 50-75 basis
points through fiscal year 2023,
and by another 50 basis points

in fiscal 2024, S&P said.
Separately, Moody’s
Analytics said if the US Federal
Reserve accelerates its path to
policy normalisation, the RBI
may have little choice but to
commence policy tightening as
inflation remains elevated.
The rise in inflation will
make RBI signal a neutral
stance in its April review meet-
ing, followed by a normalisa-
tion of the policy-rate corridor
(the gap between the repo and
reverse repo rate). This will
involve an increase of the

reverse-repo rate, S&P said.

High inflation will dampen
private consumption — the
largest component of demand
— and the last to recover from
the pandemic, it agency said.
“The government may end up
using fiscal policy more aggres-
sively than it laid out in its
budget for fiscal 2023. This will
help those most affected by the
pandemic until investment-led
growth lifts the labor market,
and private consumption
demand becomes self-sustain-
ing,” S&P said.

India’s retail inflation rate
or CPI came in at an eight-
month high in February —
remaining above the RBI’s
upper targeted limit of 6 per
cent for the second straight
month — at 6.07 per cent.

After exports from Asia-
Pacific region have continued
torise on the back of accelerat-
ing global trade, exports from
the region may see some dis-
ruption due to obstruction at
some manufacturing units fol-
lowing rising Covid cases in
China, the Moody’s report said.

For FY23, SBI
eyes 310K-cr
loan book via
co-lending

Mumbai, 28 March

State Bank of India (SBI) is
looking to build a retail loan
book 0f%10,000 crore for per-
sonal, micro, small and
medium enterprise and agri-
culture sectors in FY23. It
would be done through a co-
lending partnership with
finance and housing finance
companies (HFCs).

At present, SBI has 14
such tie-ups, which is set to
expand to 25 in FY23. CS
Setty, managing director of
retail and digital banking at
SBI, said in the current finan-
cial year, the bank firmed up
a policy and internal set up
for a co-lending model. And,
FY23 will be the first full fina-
ncial year to grow activity.

The bank is roping in an
IT vendor for building a digi-
tal interface platform for co-
lending. This is to manage
risks, accounting, reconcili-
ation, minimise physical
interface and  reduce
defaults. The platform is
expected to be functional in
Q1 of FY23. The co-lending
arrangement will be used to
scale up priority sector lend-
ing portfolios comprising agri
and micro loans, and afford-
able housing.

Last week, it signed a co-
lending agreement with five
housing finance firms,
including PNB Housing Fin-
ance and Shriram Housing
Finance to give loans for
affordable homes. The
bank’s total housing loan
portfolio is about 5.5 trillion,
and out of it, the affordable
housing book in February
was 2.82 trillion. The two
entities will jointly service
housing loan customers,
according to the 20:80 co-

lending model of the RBI.

Stellar jury picks the best of India Inc

Jindal, who won the award in 2017 and
joined the meeting from London, was
of the opinion that a company’s consis-
tent performance during the pandemic
year should be kept in mind in selecting
the winners.

Outstanding achievements like
those of Parekh and Cipla can hardly go
unnoticed, when a distinguished jury
comprising the heads of India’s two
leading conglomerates, two leading pri-
vate equity funds, two global marquee
management consultancy organisa-
tions, and two top legal eagles meet to
decide the winners of the awards for
corporate excellence for the financial
year ended March 2021 — one of the
worst periods for companies across the
world due to the pandemic and several
lockdowns induced by it.

As the nation was hit by the pan-
demic, like the rest of Corporate India,
Infosys changed its business model
overnight and asked its employees to
work from home, keeping in mind the
safety of the workforce.

India’s second-largest IT services
provider reported revenues of $13.56 bil-
lion in 2020-21. In rupee terms, they
came to more than 1 trillion in 2020-
21, a year-on-year growth rate of 10.7 per
cent, while net profit grew faster — by
16.6 per cent — year-on-year to 319,351
crore. As Infosys has seen a sharp turn-
around in performance and beaten
peers like Tata Consultancy Services in
growth, its market valuation, now over
%7.88 trillion, has clocked a compound
annual growth rate (CAGR) of about 40
per cent over the past three years. Over
ayear’s period, the same is up about 48
per cent.

Under Parekh, who became CEO
and MD in FY18 amid turbulent times,
Infosys has pivoted its growth strategy
on three pillars —the agile digital busi-
ness, energising the core, and reskilling

and localisation. In all these areas, it has
progressed well. Since his appointment,
Parekh has not looked back as Infosys
bagged new orders of billions of dollars
and gained the confidence of its inves-
tors, clients, employees, its board, and
other stakeholders.

“The deliberations on CEO of the
Year were quite evolved and there were
quite a few candidates. Salil came out
as the consensual choice due to very,
very strong perform-
ance since he took the QI
reins. And as we all
know, he took over as
Infosys CEO at a very
tricky time,” Nayar
said.

Mumbai-head-
quartered Cipla is the
third-largest pharma-
ceutical company in
India, the third-largest
over-the-counter
(OTC) player in South
Africa, the eighth largest by prescription
inthe US, and the second-largest Indian
exporter to the emerging markets.

Established in 1935, Cipla’s revenues
for 2020-21 grew 11.8 per cent to 19,160
crore, while profit after tax (PAT)
jumped 55.5 per cent to 32,405 crore.
Between FY18 and FY21, Cipla’s reve-
nues clocked a CAGR of 8.1 per cent,
and PAT grew by 19.5 per cent annually.

The company, which has seen a gen-
erational change in its leadership, draws
40 per cent of its revenues from India
and 21 per cent from the US market. The
South Africa region, emerging markets,
and Europe contribute 18 per cent, 10
per cent, and 5 per cent, respectively.

On selecting Cipla as the Company
of the Year, Shroff said the performance
had been outstanding and there were
several other interesting aspects as well
in view of the contribution to the health

pany sustain its lead in the feminine
hygiene industry. “The jury selected
P&G Hygiene for its consistent perform-
ance and very strong financial metrics.
They have guarded their market share
very tightly despite many people (com-
panies) trying to get into that segment,”
Memani said.

On selecting Dr Lal PathLabs as the
Star SME of the Year, Mody said the
company stood out for its consistency
and brand recognition during the Covid
times. The company’s sales grew by
almost 19 per cent and net profit surged
over 29 per cent in 2020-21, over the pre-
vious year. The three-year CAGR in the
two metrics is 14.4 per cent and 19.5 per
cent, respectively.
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
