Uttar Pradesh
speeds up rural
electrification
programme

With assembly elections round the
corner, the Uttar Pradesh gov-
ernment has expedited rural electrifi-
cation programme and so far provided
close to one lakh power connections in
rural households across the state.

As per data provided by the Union
Ministry of Energy, more than 50 per
cent of households electrified under the
Central government’s ambitious
Pradhan Mantri Sahaj Bijli Har Ghar
Yojana (Saubhagya) are from Uttar
Pradesh, Bihar and Odisha.

Uttar Pradesh, which goes to assem-
bly polls early next year, has reaped the
maximum benefits under the scheme by
electrifying more than 91.80 lakh house-
holds, which is 33 per cent of the total
households. Even during pandemic
times, the state continued to implement
the Saubhagya scheme and electrified
4.11 lakh households in 2020-21.

Electricity supply to households is
one of the major political issues in the
state.Under the Saubhagya scheme, as on
March 31, 2021, all states reported 100
per cent electrification of un-electrified
households, identified before March
2019. A total of 2.817 crore households
have been electrified since the launch of
the scheme. In October, 2017, the
Centre had launched the scheme aim-
ing universal household electrification
by providing power connections to all
un-electrified households in rural areas
and all poor households in urban areas.

The four major challenges faced
while carrying out electrification of
households scattered in inaccessible
and remote areas were difficult and hilly
terrain, inclement weather,
riverine/marshy/snowbound, trans-
portation of material by head loading,
helicopters, bamboo bridges, rafts, boats,
etc. As per Union power ministry, the
total financial implications of the pro-
ject were Rs 16,320 crore while the Gross
Budgetary Support (GBS) was Rs 12,320
crore. The outlay for rural households
was Rs 14,025 crore and for urban
households, the outlay stood at Rs
2,295 crore. The Central government
largely provided funds for the scheme
to all states and Union Territories.

murdered in Sonbhadra

In a sensational incident, a
Sanskrit professor of a local col-
lege in Sonbhadra district was
found  murdered  on
Wednesday morning. He was
brutally killed by the assailant
who slit his throat with some
sharp-edged weapon.

The deceased, Jagjit Singh,
45, lived in the village in a rent-
ed room. His body was found
in a pool of blood on his bed
and the door of his house was
ajar. Senior police officials
rushed to the spot on receiving
information and sent the body
for post-mortem.

According to the police,
Jagjit Singh, a native of
Fatehpur district, was posted as
a professor of Sanskrit in
Bhaurao Deoras Post-graduate

College in Duddhi police sta-
tion area of Sonbhadra district.
He was also the coordinator of
IGNOU.

Singh lived with the fami-
ly on rent in the house of a for-
mer lekhpal of Malladeva vil-
lage in the Kotwali police area.
The family was not present at
the time of murder.

A neighbour first noticed
the incident and informed the
police. The cops contacted the
family members but so far
they had failed to give any clue.
They claimed that the profes-
sor had no dispute with anyone
which could lead to his brutal
killing.

Some suspects have been
detained for questioning.
Further investigations are
ongoing.
