KHUNTI/ NEW DELHI, NOV 15 /--/ Prime Minister
NarendraModi on Wednesday released Rs 18,000 crore as
the 15th installment of the PM-Kisan scheme to more than
8 crore farmers across the country.

From a function celebrating the JanjatiyaGauravDiwas
in Jharkhand's Khunti district, the PM transferred the
money digitally to the bank accounts of the farmers by
clicking a button. The PradhanMantriKisanSammanNidhi
(PM-Kisan) aims to support farmers in meeting their
agricultural and other incidental needs. Under the scheme,
financial assistance of Rs 6,000 per year is transferred to the
bank accounts of farmers in three equal installments.
Before this installment, more than Rs 2.62 lakh crore was
transferred. The Congress, meanwhile, questioned the
release of the money just two days ahead of assembly
elections in Chhattisgarh and Madhya Pradesh, and
wondered if it was "intentional". While polling in Madhya
Pradesh will be held in a single phase on November 17, in
neighbouring Chhattisgarh, voting for the second-phase will

be conducted. The first phase was held on November 7.

The sixth installment of the PM-KisanSammanNidhi
was released on August 1, 2020, while the ninth installment
on August 9, 2021, Congress general secretary in-charge of
communications Jairam Ramesh said in a post on X in Hindi.
The 12th installment was released on October 17 last year,
said Ramesh, whose party aims to retain power in
Chhattisgarh and defeat the BJP in Madhya Pradesh. "The
15th instalment under PM-Kisan is coming today i.e. on
November 15, 2023. Now when elections are to be held in
Chhattisgarh and Madhya Pradesh in two days, in
Rajasthan in 10 days and in Telangana in 15 days, the 15th
installment is being released today," he said in the post. "Is
this delay not intentional?" Ramesh asked. Polling in
Rajasthan is scheduled for November 25 and in Telangana
for November 30. The counting of votes for these states along
with Mizoram will be held on December 3. (PTI)

Undistributed funds worth over Rs 25,000 cr
with Sebiinfocusafter death of Subrata Roy

NEW DELHI, NOV 15 /--/
The undistributed funds
totalling over Rs 25,000
crore lying with the capital
markets regulator
Sebi'saccount have come
back into focus after the
demise of Sahara Group's
chief Subrata Roy.

Roy passed away in
Mumbaion Tuesday night at
the age of 75 after battling a
prolonged illness. He faced
multiple regulatory and
legal battles in connection
with his group firms that
were accused of
circumventing regulations

refund the money collected
from investors with 15 per
cent interest.

Sahara was eventually
asked to deposit an
estimated Rs 24,000 crore
with Sebi for further refund
to investors, though the
group has been maintaining
that it had already refunded
more than 95 per cent of
investors directly.
According to the capital
markets regulator's latest
annualreport, the Securities
and Exchange Board of
India (Sebi) issued Rs 138.07
crore in refunds over 11

involving 48,326 accounts

"The remaining
applications were closed
due to their records not
being traceable in the data
provided by two Sahara
Group firms. In its previous
update, Sebi had put the
total amount refunded by it
as of March 31, 2022, at Rs
138 croreconcerning 17,526
applications.

Roy, the architect of the
vast Sahara Group, passed
away on Tuesday due to a
cardiorespiratory arrest
after a prolonged illness at
KokilabenDhirubhaiAmbani
Hospital & Medical
Research Institute in
Mumbai. He was 75. On that
day in 2014, it was drama to
the hilt outside the top court
when Roy came wearing a
black tie with Saharalogo
and sporting double-shade
glasses. Soon, a man calling
himself "Manoj Sharma,
lawyer from Gwalior", threw
ink on Roy's face, removed
his own shirt and started
shouting that "he (Roy)isa
thief and has stolen money
from poor". Despite the ink
stain on his shirt, he
appeared before the judges
exuding an air of confidence
and determination, a scene
reminiscent of Bollywood
movies, where protagonists
take matters into their own
hands. Personally, arguing
his case, Roy said he wanted
one more chance to honour
the court order and said that
if he failed in this last
endeavour he would come
back to stand before the
court and accept
punishment.

As Roy concluded his
address, a sense of
anticipation filled the

unimpressed and sent Roy
to Tihar Jail "till he comes
up with a concrete proposal”
saying it was totally
unhappy with his proposal
to refund money to
investors.Roy came out on
parole after spending over
two years in prison on May
6, 2016 to perform the last
rites of his mother Chhabi
Roy. He has been out of
prison since then. Roy and
two other directors, Ravi
Shankar Dubey and Ashok
Roy Choudhary, were
arrested for failure of the for
failure of the group's two
companies -- Sahara India
Real Estate Corporation
(SIRECL) and Sahara
Housing Investment Corp
Ltd (SHICL) -- to comply
with the court's August 31,
2012 order to return Rs
25,000 crore to their
investors.

The apex court, in one of
its orders, had noted that the
Sahara group has already
deposited around Rs 20,000
crore in the SEBI-Sahara
account which includes Rs
15,000 crore and Rs 4,800
croreinterest. The Sahara
group, all along, had been
pleading that it was a case
of "double payment" of
investors' money as the dues
have already been paid and
market regulator SEBI be
directed to conduct
verification of the group's
claims of payments made to
investors. The top court,
however, had rejected the
submissions several times.

Importsfrom Russiaup 64 per
centtoUSD 36.27 bninApr-Oct

NEW DELHI, NOV 15 /--/ India's imports from Russia rose
64 per cent to USD 36.27 billion during the April-October
period this fiscal on higher shipments of crude oil and
fertiliser, according to the commerce ministry data.

With this, Russia has become India's second-largest
import source during the first seven months of this fiscal.
The imports were USD 22.13 billion during April-October
2022. From a market share of less than 1 per cent in India's
import basket before the start of the Russia-Ukraine
conflict, Russia's share of India's oil imports rose to over 40
per cent. India, the world's third-largest crude importer after
China and the United States, has been buying Russian oil
after some countries in the West shunned it as a means of
punishing Moscow for invading Ukraine. The ministry'sdata
showed that imports from China dipped marginally to USD
60.02 billion during the period against USD 60.26 billion in
the year-ago period. Similarly, imports from the US declined
16 per cent to USD 24.89 billion during the period under
review from USD 29.56 billion last year. Imports from the
UAE contracted 21 per cent to USD 24.91 billion during the

period under review.

During the first seven months of this fiscal, imports also

dipped from Saudi Arabia, Iraq, Indonesia, Singapore, and
Korea.Among all the top 10 import source nations of India,
imports from Switzerland increased to USD 13.97 billion as
against USD 10.48 billion in April-October 2022 due to gold
imports. On the export front, India's exports to six of its top-
10 destinations have recorded a negative growth rate during
the period. During the first seven months of this fiscal, the
country's merchandise exports to the US, the UAE,
Singapore, Germany, Bangladesh, and Saudi Arabia have
declined. However, exports to the UK, Australia and the
Netherlands have recorded positive growth. The outbound
shipments to China rose to USD 8.92 billion during the
period under review from USD 8.85 billion in April-
October 2022.(PTI)
