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Rescue team members retrieved from AN-32 crash site

NEW DELHI: The Indian Air Force (IAF) on Saturday evening retrie-
ved all the members of a rescue team from the site where one of
its AN 32 aircraft had crashed in Arunachal Pradesh earlier this mo-
nth. The AN-32 transporter aircraft had crashed on June 3 and the
IAF was able to trace the wreckage in Arunachal on June 11. A day

later, the rescue team had reached the site to retrieve the bodies of
13 1AF personnel who were on board the aircraft. The task of retri-
eving the bodies and remains of the 13 air force personnel was
completed on June 20. The effort to retrieve the rescue team mem-
bers was delayed due to inclement weather and rain.  —Agencies

Tiwari seeks
‘anti-Romeo’
squads in Delhi

NEW DELHI Delhi BJP
chief Manoj Tiwari Saturday
suggested taking a leaf out of
neighbouring Uttar Pradesh
government’s ‘anti-Romeo’
squads to check eve-teasing
in the national capital.
“Eve-teasing incidents in
buses, Metro and other
places in Delhi is a matter of
great concern. I demand the
Delhi Police to form special
squads as has been done in
Uttar Pradesh so that no one
troubles and teases our sis-
ters and daughters," he said.
Meanwhile, after UP CM
Yogi Adityanath’s order to re-
activate anti-Romeo squads
in the state, Noida police on
Saturday introduced a new
system of issuing red cards
to eve-teasers to curb crime
against women in the state.

Mining polluted 2 rivers
in Goa, hit ecology: Study

PANAJI: The iron ore min-
ing activity in Goa has left an
adverse impact on the sedi-
ment of two major rivers in
the state, which has ultimate-
ly affected the bottom-dwell-
ing organisms in them, a stu-
dy has said. The study, con-
ducted by Marine Science
Department of the Goa Uni-
versity, has revealed while
the Bicholim river is "strong-
ly polluted" with iron and
manganese, the Mandovi riv-
er is "moderately polluted"
with manganese and lead.
Mandovi, which originates
in Karnataka and empties
into the Arabian Sea near
Panaji, is the longest run-
ning river in Goa. Bicholim,
which runs through the
North Goa district, is one of
the tributaries of the Man-
dovi river. The research ex-
pressed concerns the mining
