A. INDUSTRY STRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS

INDIAN ECONOMY

Indian Economy: The Year in Review 

India has solidified its position as the world’s fifth-largest 
economy by nominal GDP and third-largest by purchasing 
power parity (PPP). The National Statistical Office (NSO) 
released its Second Advance Estimates of National Income 
in February 2024, projecting a GDP growth rate of 7.6% 
for FY 2023-24, up from 7.0% in the previous fiscal year. 
Consumption, which makes up 56% of GDP, grew by a modest 
3.0%. Exports slightly increased by 1.5%, while imports rose 
significantly by 10.9%. The government’s focus on capital 
expenditure has effectively stimulated private investment, 
leading to a 10.2% growth in Gross Fixed Capital Formation 
(GFCF), now accounting for 34% of GDP. The agricultural 
sector grew 0.7% on the supply side while manufacturing 
expanded by 8.5% and construction by 10.7%. The services 
sector, a significant economic contributor, rose by 7.5%. 
Within services, the segment comprising trade, hotels, 
transport, communication, and broadcasting-related 
services—representing about a third of the sector—grew 
by 6.5%, following a robust 12.5% growth in FY 2022-23.

SBI Research and Moody’s have forecasted India’s GDP 

growth for FY 2023-24 to reach 8%. By February 2024, the 
average inflation rate for the fiscal year had eased to 5.4%, 
down from 6.8% during the same period in FY 2022-23. The 
unemployment rate improved significantly, falling to 3.1% in 
2023 from 3.6% in the previous year, while the labour force 
participation rate rose to 59.8%, up from 56.1% in 2022, 
as reported by the Government of India’s Department of 
Economic Affairs in their February 2024 Monthly Economic 
Review. India’s foreign currency reserves stood firm at $645.6 
billion as of March 31, 2024, and the Indian rupee remained 
stable throughout the year.

India is one of the fastest-growing large economies globally, 
driven by favourable demographics and a robust, consumer-
oriented domestic market. The rising affluence among 
Indians has increased spending on premium brands, further 
fueling economic growth. India’s strategic investments in 
scalable, digitised public infrastructure—including identity 
verification platforms, digital payments systems, and an 
open e-commerce network—have positioned the country 
to channel future growth through small and medium-sized 
enterprises (SMEs) and the thriving startup ecosystem. The 
service sector continues to exhibit strong and consistent 
growth domestically and through service exports. In March 
2024, the S&P Global India Services PMI Business Activity 
Index recorded a robust 61.2, marking one of the strongest 
growth rates over 13 years. Strong urban demand was 
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also reflected in rising passenger vehicle sales, increased 
housing transactions, higher domestic air travel, expanded 
digital payments, and improved consumer confidence. 

The outlook for FY 2024-25 remains optimistic. The Reserve 
Bank of India (RBI) anticipates sustained momentum in 
manufacturing and robust growth in the services sector, 
surpassing pre-pandemic levels. Agricultural activities are 
expected to benefit from a normal southwest monsoon. The 
RBI’s consumer survey indicates that private consumption 
will likely strengthen, driven by increased rural activity and 
rising discretionary spending among urban households. 
Improving income levels and healthy corporate and bank 
balance sheets are expected to fuel credit growth and private 
investment, leading to an upturn in the private capex cycle. 
Core inflation is projected to continue its downward trend, 
reflecting a broad-based easing of price pressures.

India is well-positioned to attract increased foreign direct 
investment (FDI) amid a fragmented global landscape 
characterised by new economic blocs and the realignment 
of supply chains. The country already sees heightened 
investments in semiconductors, automobiles, sustainable 
energy, and telecommunications, supported by the 
Production Linked Incentive (PLI) scheme, favourable 
industrial policies, and incentives from both Central and state 
governments.

However, the RBI has cautioned about potential headwinds, 
including geopolitical tensions, volatility in international 
financial markets, geoeconomic fragmentation, rising 
disruptions in the Red Sea, and extreme weather events. 
Considering these factors, the RBI has projected real GDP 
growth for FY 2024-25 at 7.0%.

INDIAN TOURISM & HOSPITALITY SECTOR:

FY 2023-24 marked a year of unprecedented growth and 
record achievements for the industry. The Indian tourism 

sector has been invigorated by favourable demographics, 
rising employment, higher disposable incomes among the 
young middle class, strong domestic demand, increased 
investments, and significant improvements in infrastructure 
and connectivity. The Ministry of Tourism in India launched 
several key initiatives to boost further tourism, including 
the ‘Swadesh Darshan’, PRASHAD, UDAN, and ‘Dekho Apna 
Desh’ schemes. As part of the ‘Swadesh Darshan’ initiative, 
50 tourist destinations are being developed to offer a 
comprehensive tourism experience, while the PRASHAD 
scheme focuses on enhancing select pilgrimage sites.

Additionally, various states have embarked on their projects 
to promote local tourism. The government’s electronic visa 
system now covers nearly all countries, allowing nationals 
from 166 countries to enter India through 28 designated 
airports and five seaports. India’s robust economic growth 
and sweeping reforms have positively impacted the tourism 
and hospitality sectors, heralding a period of prosperity often 
referred to as ‘Amrit Kaal.’

In 2023, foreign tourist arrivals surged to 9.23 million, a 44% 
increase from 6.43 million in 2022. Despite this growth, which 
was partly fueled by G20-related business travel, the figures 
represented only 85% of the 10.93 million foreign tourist 
arrivals in 2019 (Source: Government of India, Ministry of 
Tourism statistics December 2023), indicating substantial 
future growth potential as the sector continues its recovery. 

Outbound travel also rebounded, with 27.27 million 
departures in 2023, exceeding pre-pandemic levels. Domestic 
air passenger traffic grew by 23% to 152 million, surpassing 
2019 figures. Domestic leisure travel, weddings, social events, 
conferences, and a resurgence in corporate travel primarily 
drove demand for accommodation. According to Horwath 
HTL’s India Hotel Market Review 2023, hotel occupancy 
for 2023 stood at 63.6%, up from 59.6% in 2022, though 
slightly below the 64.5% recorded in 2019, largely due to an 
expanding supply in Tier II and Tier III cities, as well as leisure 
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destinations. The average daily rate (ADR) rose to ₹7,479, a 
22% increase over 2022 and 32% above 2019. Udaipur led 
the market in ADR, while Mumbai, Goa, and Delhi showed 
significant gains in occupancy and ADR. Revenue per available 
room (RevPAR) also saw impressive growth, reaching ₹4,757, 
up 30% from ₹3,654 in 2022 and ₹3,664 in 2019.

A robust pipeline of new developments underscored the 
industry’s positive outlook. Horwath HTL’s India Hotel Market 
Review 2023 reported adding 14,000 rooms across 182 
hotels in 2023, bringing the total chain-affiliated room supply 
to approximately 1,83,000. Notably, over 60% of the new 
supply was in emerging markets, which now account for 40% 
of the overall inventory.

Outlook for the Indian hospitality sector: 

The Indian hotel industry is on the cusp of significant 
expansion, fueled by long-term solid demand. Key factors 
driving this growth include:

1.	 Enhanced connectivity through new airports and 
national highways.

2.	 A surge in business travel is driven by a robust economy, 
the development of new convention centres, and the 
rise of global capability centres.

3.	 The recovery of foreign tourist arrivals, the emergence 
of additional middle-income households, and a clear 
trend toward premiumisation are boosting demand for 
leisure destinations.

This unique 
focus has positioned The Byke as a favoured destination in 
the competitive hospitality landscape.

Byke’s remarkable success lies in its deep understanding of 
customer expectations and ability to deliver a distinctive 
value proposition to all stakeholders. As one of the fastest-
growing hospitality chains in the expanding mid-market 
segment, Byke’s asset-light strategy has been pivotal 
in navigating the challenges of the pandemic. Despite,

Crores during the year under review. Rooms generated Rs. 
53.88 Crores in revenues; revenues from food and beverages

in revenues. The Company generally manages properties 
around long-term operating leases (10 – 20 years). The 
refurbishment and rebranding is completed during the rent-

free period of 3 – 6 months, followed by a focus on better 
management, marketing, and distribution capabilities across 
room sales and F&B/event revenues. As on the date of this 
report, under this segment the company currently possesses 
a total of 17 operational properties that are successfully 
functioning.

Seasonality and Cyclical Nature of the Business: The 
vast majority of travel is seasonal or cyclical in nature, 
depending on weather and/or major events happening at 
specific locations. As a result, the demand for hospitality 
services grows and recedes with the cyclical demand. Our 
revenues tend to be higher during the second half of each 
financial year than the first half. 

	 Mitigation approach: By undertaking marketing and 
branding activities throughout the year, we ensure top-of-
the-mind recall among our target customer segments; we 
also focus on floating attractive offers by the seasonality 
and the competitive scenario we face. 

4.	 Business Continuity Risk: Unfortunate accidents, such as 
fire, natural calamity, breakdown of infrastructure, and 
other such events, could adversely affect our business 
operations.

Basis for Opinion

	 Company has capitalized items of Property, Plant and 
Equipment (PPE), mainly related to the machinery 
installed on various leased existing hotels and new hotels 
acquired in the year. Expenditure such as freight cost 
and acquisition cost are capitalized. Identification and 
allocation of the related expenditures involves judgement 
and estimation of future economic benefit. 

	 The useful lives of PPE items are based on management’s 
estimates regarding the period during which the asset or 
its significant components will be used. The estimates 
are based on historical experiences, market practices 
and Company’s decision on technical evaluation of useful 
lives of the Machinery.

	 Capital expenditure and new acquisition is not considered 
to be an area of significant risk for our audit but as it 
requires considerable time and resource to audit due to 
its magnitude, it is considered to be a key audit matter.

	 Principal Audit Procedure

	 We assessed whether the Company’s accounting policy in 
relation to the capitalisation of expenditures are in sync 
and in compliance with IND AS and found them to be 
consistent.
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	 We obtained a listing of capital expenditures and major 
acquisition during the year and, on a sample basis, 
checked whether the assets were undertaken based on 
internal purchase order that had been properly approved 
by the key person with such authority with no material 
exceptions noted. We inspected a sample of contracts 
and underlying invoices to determine whether the 
classification between capital and operating expenditure 
was appropriate. We noted no material exceptions.

	 We evaluated whether the useful lives of the component 
determined and applied by the management were in line 
with historical experience, Company’s assessment and 
the market practice.

	 We checked whether the depreciation of PPE items 
was commenced timely, by comparing the date of the 
reclassification from work in progress to asset in use, with 
the date of the act of completion of the work. We noted 
no material exceptions.

	 The Company has provided information on the disclosure 
of the addition, deletion of PPE and depreciation for the 
year on such addition and existing asset in Note 3 of the 
financial statement.

2.	 Recognition and Measurement of Deferred Tax

	 The recognition and measurement of deferred tax items 
requires, at the level of the tax entity, the complete 
determination of all differences between the recognition 
and the measurement of assets and liabilities in 
accordance with the respective local tax provisions and 
financial reporting in accordance with IND AS as well as 
the calculation of tax loss carry forwards. This requires 
the significant calculation on account of carry forwards 
of losses, MAT Credit entitlement and identification of 
temporary differences. Furthermore, the assessment 
of the ability to use deferred tax assets is based on 
the expectations of the management regarding the 
Company’s economic development, which is influenced 
by the current market environment, Co-venture support 
and the assessment of future market development 
(Domestic and Overseas) and thus requires the use of 
judgment. 

 
	 Deferred Tax disclosed in Note 07 of the Financial 

Statement of Company for year ended include Deferred 
tax asset created on temporary, deductible difference 
of Rs. 164.57 lacs. In light of this, the recognition and 
measurement of deferred taxes was a key audit matter.

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NOTE 1: COMPANY OVERVIEW

The Byke Hospitality Limited (the “Company”) is a Public 
Limited Company domiciled in India and incorporated in 1990 
under the provisions of Companies Act, 1956. The Company 
is engaged in the business of Hospitality. The equity shares of 
the Company were listed on The National Stock Exchange of 
India Limited (NSE), BSE Limited and MSE Ltd.

NOTE 2: SUMMARY OF MATERIAL ACCOUNTING 
POLICIES

A.	 Basis of preparation of financial statements 

	 i.	 Statement of Compliance

	 These financial statements have been prepared in 
accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (“Ind-
AS”) under the historical cost convention on the 
accrual basis except for certain financial instruments 
which are measured at fair values, the provisions 
of the Companies Act , 2013 (`Act’) (to the extent 
notified) and guidelines issued by the Securities 
and Exchange Board of India (SEBI). The Ind-AS are 
prescribed under Section 133 of the Act read with 
the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 
2015 and Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) 
Amendment Rules, 2016.

	 Accounting policies have been consistently applied 
except where a newly issued accounting standard is 
initially adopted or a revision to an existing accounting 
standard requires a change in the accounting policy 
hitherto in use.

	 ii.	 Basis of measurement

Notes to financial statements
	 The functional currency of the Company is the 

IndianRupee. These financial statements are 
presented in Indian Rupees and all values are rounded 
to the nearest lakhs, except when otherwise stated.

iii.	 Current versus non-current classification

	 The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance 
sheet based on current/ non-current classification. An 
asset is treated as current when it is expected to be 
realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal 
operating cycle, held primarily for the purpose of trading, 
expected to be realised within twelve months after the 
reporting period and cash or cash equivalent unless 
restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a 
liability for at least twelve months after the reporting 
period. All other assets are classified as non-current.

	 A liability is current when it is expected to be settled in 
normal operating cycle, it is held primarily for the purpose 
of trading, it is due to be settled within twelve months 
after the reporting period and there is no unconditional 
right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 
twelve months after the reporting period. The Company 
classifies all other liabilities as non-current.

	 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-
current assets and liabilities.

	 The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition 
of assets for processing and their realisation in cash and 
cash equivalents. The Company has identified twelve 
months as its operating cycle.

B.	 Use of estimates

	 The preparation of the financial statements in conformity 
with Ind-AS requires management to make estimates, 
judgments and assumptions. These estimates, 
judgments and assumptions affect the application of 
accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets 
and liabilities, the disclosures of contingent assets and 
liabilities at the date of the financial statements and 
reported amounts of revenues and expenses during 
the period. Application of accounting policies that 
require critical accounting estimates involving complex 
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and subjective judgments and the use of assumptions 
in these financial statements have been disclosed in 
note C below. Accounting estimates could change 
from period to period. Actual results could differ from 
those estimates. Appropriate changes in estimates are 
made as management becomes aware of changes in 
circumstances surrounding the estimates. Changes in 
estimates are reflected in the financial statements in 
the period in which changes are made and, if material, 
their effects are disclosed in the notes to the financial 
statements.

C.	 Critical accounting estimates

	 i.	 Income taxes

	 The Company’s major tax jurisdiction is India. 
Significant judgements are involved in determining 
the provision for income taxes, including amount 
expected to be paid/ recovered for uncertain tax 
positions. Also refer to note 29.

ii.	 Property, plant and equipment

	 Property, plant and equipment represent a significant 
proportion of the asset base of the Company. The 
charge in respect of periodic depreciation is derived 
after determining an estimate of an asset’s expected 
useful life and the expected residual value at the 
end of its life. The useful lives and residual values of 
Company’s assets are determined by management 
at the time the asset is acquired and reviewed 
periodically, including at each financial year end. The 
lives are based on historical experience with similar 
assets as well as anticipation of future events, which 
may impact their life, such as changes in technology.

iii.	 Defined benefit plans

	 The cost of the defined benefit gratuity plan and 
other post-employment benefits and the present 
value of the gratuity obligation are determined using 
actuarial valuations. An actuarial valuation involves 
making various assumptions that may differ from 
actual developments in the future. These include 
the determination of the discount rate, future salary 
increases and mortality rates. Due to the complexities 
involved in the valuation and its long-term nature, 
a defined benefit obligation is highly sensitive to 
changes in these assumptions. All assumptions are 
reviewed at each reporting date.

	 The parameter most subject to change is the discount 
rate. In determining the appropriate discount 
rate for plans operated in India, the management 
considers the interest rates of government bonds in 
currencies consistent with the currencies of the post-
employment benefit obligation. 

	 The mortality rate is based on publicly available 
mortality tables. Those mortality tables tend to change 
only at interval in response to demographic changes. 
Future salary increases and gratuity increases are 
based on expected future inflation rates.

	 Further details about gratuity obligations are given 
in Note 43.

iv.	 Fair value measurement of financial instruments

	 When the fair values of financial assets and financial 
liabilities recorded in the balance sheet cannot 
be measured based on quoted prices in active 
markets, their fair value is measured using valuation 
techniques. The inputs to these models are taken 
from observable markets where possible, but where 
this is not feasible, a degree of judgement is required 
in establishing fair values. Judgements include 
considerations of inputs such as liquidity risk, credit 
risk and volatility. Changes in assumptions about 
these factors could affect the reported fair value of 
financial instruments. See Note 38-39 for further 
disclosures.

D.	 Property, Plant and Equipment

	 Land (including Land Developments) is carried at historical 
cost. All other items of property, plant and equipment 
are stated in the balance sheet at cost historical less 
accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment 
losses, if any. Such cost includes the cost of replacing 
part of the plant and equipment and borrowing costs for 
long-term construction projects if the recognition criteria 
are met. All other repair and maintenance costs are 
recognised in profit or loss as incurred.

	 Properties in the course of construction for production, 
supply or administrative purposes are carried at cost, 
less any recognized impairment loss. Cost includes 
professional fees and, for qualifying assets, borrowing 
costs capitalized in accordance with the Company`s 
accounting policy. Such properties are classified to 
the appropriate categories of property, plant and 
equipment when completed and ready for intended use. 
Depreciation of these assets, on the same basis as other 
property assets, commences when the assets are ready 
for their intended use.

	 Subsequent to recognition, property, plant and equipment 
(excluding freehold land) are measured at cost less 
accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment 
losses. When significant parts of property, plant and 
equipment are required to be replaced in intervals, the 
Company recognizes such parts as individual assets 
with specific useful lives and depreciation respectively. 
Likewise, when a major inspection is performed, its cost 
is recognized in the carrying amount of the plant and 
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equipment as a replacement cost only if the recognition 
criteria are satisfied. All other repair and maintenance 
costs are recognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss 
as incurred.

	 Depreciation is recognised so as to write off the cost of 
assets (other than freehold land and land developments) 
over the remaining useful lives, using the straight- line 
method (“SLM”). Management believes that the useful 
lives of the assets reflect the periods over which these 
assets are expected to be used, which are as follows:

	 The carrying values of property, plant and equipment 
are reviewed for impairment when events or changes 
in circumstances indicate that the carrying value may 
not be recoverable. The residual values, useful life and 
depreciation method are reviewed at each financial year-
end to ensure that the amount, method and period of 
depreciation are consistent with previous estimates 
and the expected pattern of consumption of the future 
economic benefits embodied in the items of property, 
plant and equipment.

	 An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised 
upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are 
expected to arise from the continued use of the asset. 
Any gain or loss arising on disposal or retirement of an 
item of property, plant and equipment is determined as 
the difference between sale proceeds and the carrying 
amount of the asset and is recognised in profit or loss.

E.	 Investment properties

	 Investment properties are properties that is held for long-
term rentals yields or for capital appreciation (including 
property under construction for such purposes) or both, 
and that is not occupied by the Company, is classified as 
investment property.

	 Investment properties are measured initially at cost, 
including transaction costs. Subsequent to initial 

recognition, investment properties are stated at cost less 
accumulated impairment loss, if any. 

	 Though the Company measures investment property 
using cost based measurement. Fair values are 
determined based on an annual evaluation performed by 
an accredited external independent valuer.

	 Investment properties are derecognised either when they 
have been disposed of or when they are permanently 
withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit is 
expected from their disposal. The difference between 
the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of 
the asset is recognised in profit or loss in the period of 
derecognition.

F.	 Intangible Assets

	 Intangible asset including intangible assets under 
development are stated at cost, net of accumulated 
amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, if any. 
Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on 
initial recognition at cost. 

	 Intangible assets in case of computer software are 
amortised on straight-line basis over a period of 5 years, 
based on management estimate. The amortization period 
and the amortisation method are reviewed at the end of 
each financial year.

	 The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed as either 
finite or indefinite. Intangible assets with finite lives are 
amortised over the useful economic life and assessed 
for impairment whenever there is an indication that 
the intangible asset may be impaired. The amortisation 
period and the amortisation method for an intangible 
asset with a finite useful life are reviewed at least at the 
end of each reporting period. Changes in the expected 
useful life or the expected pattern of consumption of 
future economic benefits embodied in the asset are 
considered to modify the amortisation period or method, 
as appropriate, and are treated as changes in accounting 
estimates. The amortisation expense on intangible assets 
with infinite lives is recognised in the statement of profit 
and loss unless such expenditure forms part of carrying 
value of another asset.

G.	 Impairment of Non-Financial Assets

	 Assessment is done at each Balance Sheet date as to 
whether there is any indication that an asset (tangible 
and intangible) may be impaired. For the purpose of 
assessing impairment, the smallest identifiable group of 
assets that generates cash inflows from continuing use 
that are largely independent of the cash inflows from 
other assets or groups of assets, is considered as a cash 
generating unit. If any such indication exists, an estimate 
of the recoverable amount of the asset/ cash generating 
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unit is made. Assets whose carrying value exceeds their 
recoverable amount are written down to the recoverable 
amount. An impairment loss is recognized in the profit 
or loss. Recoverable amount is higher of an asset’s or 
cash generating unit’s net selling price and its value in 
use. Value in use is the present value of estimated future 
cash flows expected to arise from the continuing use of 
an asset and from its disposal at the end of its useful life. 
Assessment is also done at each Balance Sheet date as to 
whether there is any indication that an impairment loss 
recognised for an asset in prior accounting periods may 
no longer exist or may have decreased. A reversal of an 
impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or 
loss.

H.	 Financial instruments

	 A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to 
a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or 
equity instrument of another entity. Financial Instruments 
are further divided in two parts viz. Financial Assets and 
Financial Liabilities.

	 Part I - Financial Assets

a)	 Initial recognition and measurement

	 All financial assets are recognised initially at fair value 
plus, in the case of financial assets not recorded at fair 
value through profit or loss, transaction costs that are 
attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset. 
Purchases or sales of financial assets that require 
delivery of assets within a time frame established by 
regulation or convention in the market place (regular 
way trades) are recognised on the trade date, i.e., the 
date that the Company commits to purchase or sell 
the asset.

b)	 Subsequent measurement

	 For purposes of subsequent measurement, financial 
assets are classified in four categories:

	 Financial Assets at amortised cost: 

	 A Financial Assets is measured at the amortised cost if 
both the following conditions are met:

•	 The asset is held within a business model 
whose objective is to hold assets for collecting 
contractual cash flows, and 

•	 Contractual terms of the asset give rise on 
specified dates to cash flows that are solely 
payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the 
principal amount outstanding.

	 This category is the most relevant to the Company. 

After initial measurement, such financial assets are 
subsequently measured at amortised cost using the 
effective interest rate (EIR) method. 

	 Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account 
any discount or premium on acquisition and fees 
or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR 
amortisation is included in finance income in the 
profit or loss. The losses arising from impairment are 
recognised in the profit or loss. 

	 Financial Assets at FVTOCI (Fair Value through Other 
Comprehensive Income)

	 A Financial Assets is classified as at the FVTOCI if 
following criteria are met:

•	 The objective of the business model is achieved 
both by collecting contractual cash flows (i.e. 
SPPI) and selling the financial assets

	 Financial instruments included within the FVTOCI 
category are measured initially as well as at each 
reporting date at fair value. Fair value movements are 
recognized in the other comprehensive income (OCI). 
However, the Company recognizes interest income, 
impairment losses and reversals and foreign exchange 
gain or loss in the statement of profit and loss. On 
de-recognition of the asset, cumulative gain or loss 
previously recognised in OCI is reclassified from the 
equity to the statement of profit and loss. Interest 
earned whilst holding FVTOCI debt instrument is 
reported as interest income using the EIR method.

	 Financial Assets at FVTPL (Fair Value through Profit 
or Loss)

	 FVTPL is a residual category for financial instruments. 
Any financial instrument, which does not meet the 
criteria for categorization as at amortized cost or as 
FVTOCI, is classified as at FVTPL.

	 In addition, the Company may elect to designate 
a financial instrument, which otherwise meets 
amortized cost or FVTOCI criteria, as at FVTPL. 
However, such election is allowed only if doing so 
reduces or eliminates a measurement or recognition 
inconsistency (referred to as ‘accounting mismatch’). 

	 Financial instruments included within the FVTPL 
category are measured at fair value with all changes 
recognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss.
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	 Equity investments

	 All equity investments in scope of Ind-AS 109 are 
measured at fair value. Equity instruments which 
are held for trading and contingent consideration 
recognised by an acquirer in a business combination 
to which Ind-AS 103 applies are classified as at FVTPL. 
For all other equity instruments, the Company may 
make an irrevocable election to present in other 
comprehensive income subsequent changes in the 
fair value. The Company makes such election on an 
instrument by instrument basis. The classification is 
made on initial recognition and is irrevocable. If the 
Company decides to classify an equity instrument as at 
FVTOCI, then all fair value changes on the instrument, 
excluding dividends, are recognized in the OCI. There 
is no recycling of the amounts from OCI to P&L, even 
on sale of investment. However, the Company may 
transfer the cumulative gain or loss within equity. 
Equity instruments included within the FVTPL category 
are measured at fair value with all changes recognized 
in the Statement of Profit and Loss. 

c)	 De-recognition

	 A financial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a 
financial asset or part of a group of similar financial 
assets) is primarily de-recognised (i.e. removed from 
the Company’s balance sheet) when:

•	 The rights to receive cash flows from the asset 
have expired, or

•	 The Company has transferred its rights to receive 
cash flows from the asset or has assumed an 
obligation to pay the received cash flows in full 
without material delay to a third party under a 
‘pass-through’ arrangement; and either (a) the 
Company has transferred substantially all the 
risks and rewards of the asset, or (b) the Company 
has neither transferred nor retained substantially 
all the risks and rewards of the asset, but has 
transferred control of the asset.

	 When the Company has transferred its rights to 
receive cash flows from an asset or has entered into 
a pass-through arrangement, it evaluates if and to 
what extent it has retained the risks and rewards 
of ownership. When it has neither transferred nor 
retained substantially all of the risks and rewards of 
the asset, nor transferred control of the asset, the 
Company continues to recognise the transferred 
asset to the extent of the Company’s continuing 
involvement. In that case, the Company also 
recognises an associated liability. The transferred 
asset and the associated liability are measured on a 
basis that reflects the rights and obligations that the 
Company has retained.

	 Continuing involvement that takes the form of a 
guarantee over the transferred asset is measured at 
the lower of the original carrying amount of the asset 
and the maximum amount of consideration that the 
Company could be required to repay.

d)	 Impairment of financial assets

	 In accordance with Ind-AS 109, the Company applies 
expected credit loss (ECL) model for measurement 
and recognition of impairment loss on the following 
financial assets and credit risk exposure:

•	 Financial assets that are debt instruments, and are 
measured at amortised cost e.g., loans, deposits, 
trade receivables and bank balance;

•	 Financial assets that are debt instruments and are 
measured as at FVTOCI

•	 Lease receivables under Ind-AS 116
•	 Trade receivables or any contractual right to 

receive cash or another financial asset that result 
from transactions that are within the scope of 
Ind-AS 115 (referred to as ‘revenue from contract 
with customers’ in these financial statements)

•	 Loan commitments which are not measured as at 
FVTPL

•	 Financial guarantee contracts which are not 
measured as at FVTPL

	 The Company follows ‘simplified approach’ for 
recognition of impairment loss allowance on trade 
receivables or contract revenue receivables.

	 The application of simplified approach does not 
require the Company to track changes in credit risk. 
Rather, it recognises impairment loss allowance based 
on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date, right from its 
initial recognition.

	 For recognition of impairment loss on other financial 
assets and risk exposure, the Company determines 
that whether there has been a significant increase 
in the credit risk since initial recognition. If credit risk 
has not increased significantly, 12-month ECL is used 
to provide for impairment loss. However, if credit risk 
has increased significantly, lifetime ECL is used. If, in 
a subsequent period, credit quality of the instrument 
improves such that there is no longer a significant 
increase in credit risk since initial recognition, then 
the Company reverts to recognising impairment loss 
allowance based on 12-month ECL. Lifetime ECL are 
the expected credit losses resulting from all possible 
default events over the expected life of a financial 
instrument. The 12-month ECL is a portion of the 
lifetime ECL which results from default events that are 
possible within 12 months after the reporting date.

	 ECL is the difference between all contractual cash 
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flows that are due to the Company in accordance 
with the contract and all the cash flows that the entity 
expects to receive (i.e., all cash shortfalls), discounted 
at the original EIR. When estimating the cash flows, 
the Company considers:

•	 All contractual terms of the financial instrument 
(including prepayment, extension, call and similar 
options) over the expected life of the financial 
instrument. However, in rare cases when the 
expected life of the financial instrument cannot 
be estimated reliably, then the Company uses 
the remaining contractual term of the financial 
instrument; and

•	 Cash flows from the sale of collateral held or 
other credit enhancements that are integral to 
the contractual terms

	 As a practical expedient, the Company uses a provision 
matrix to determine impairment loss allowance on 
portfolio of its trade receivables. The provision matrix 
is based on its historically observed default rates 
over the expected life of the trade receivables and 
is adjusted for forward-looking estimates. At every 
reporting date, the historical observed default rates 
are updated and changes in the forward-looking 
estimates are analysed. On that basis, the Company 
estimates the following provision matrix at the 
reporting date:

	 ECL impairment loss allowance (or reversal) 
recognized during the period is recognized as income/ 
expense in the statement of profit and loss. This 
amount is grouped under the head ‘other expenses’. 
The balance sheet presentation for various financial 
instruments is described below:

•	 Financial assets measured as at amortised 
cost, contractual revenue receivables and lease 
receivables: ECL is presented as an allowance, 
i.e., as an integral part of the measurement of 
those assets in the balance sheet. The allowance 
reduces the net carrying amount. Until the asset 
meets write-off criteria, the Company does not 
reduce impairment allowance from the gross 
carrying amount.

•	 Loan commitments and financial guarantee 
contracts: ECL is presented as a provision in the 
balance sheet, i.e. as a liability.

•	 Debt instruments measured at FVTOCI: Since 
financial assets are already reflected at fair value, 
impairment allowance is not further reduced 
from its value. Rather, ECL amount is presented as 
‘accumulated impairment amount’ in the OCI.

	 For assessing increase in credit risk and impairment 
loss, the Company combines financial instruments on 

the basis of shared credit risk characteristics with the 
objective of facilitating an analysis that is designed 
to enable significant increases in credit risk to be 
identified on a timely basis.

	 The Company does not have any purchased or 
originated credit-impaired (POCI) financial assets, 
i.e., financial assets which are credit impaired on 
purchase/ origination.

Part II - Financial Liabilities

a)	 Initial recognition and measurement

	 The Company’s financial liabilities include trade 
and other payables, loans and borrowings including 
bank overdrafts, financial guarantee contracts and 
derivative financial instruments.

	 All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair 
value and, in the case of loans and borrowings and 
payables, net of directly attributable transaction 
costs.

	 Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, 
as financial liabilities at fair value through profit or 
loss, loans and borrowings, payables, or as derivatives 
designated as hedging instruments in an effective 
hedge, as appropriate.

b)	 Subsequent measurement

	 The measurement of financial liabilities depends on 
their classification, as described below:

	 Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss

	 Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or 
loss include financial liabilities held for trading and 
financial liabilities designated upon initial recognition 
as at fair value through profit or loss. Financial 
liabilities are classified as held for trading if they are 
incurred for the purpose of repurchasing in the near 
term. This category also includes derivative financial 
instruments entered into by the Company that are 
not designated as hedging instruments in hedge 
relationships as defined by Ind-AS 109. Separated 
embedded derivatives are also classified as held 
for trading unless they are designated as effective 
hedging instruments. Gains or losses on liabilities held 
for trading are recognised in the profit or loss.

	 Financial liabilities designated upon initial recognition 
at fair value through profit or loss is designated as such 
at the initial date of recognition, and only if the criteria 
in Ind-AS 109 are satisfied. For liabilities designated as 
FVTPL, fair value gains/ losses attributable to changes 
in own credit risks are recognized in OCI. These gains/ 
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loss are not subsequently transferred to statement of 
profit and loss. However, the Company may transfer 
the cumulative gain or loss within equity. All other 
changes in fair value of such liability are recognised 
in the statement of profit or loss. The Company has 
not designated any financial liability as at fair value 
through profit and loss.

	 Loans and borrowings

	 This is the category most relevant to the Company. 
After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and 
borrowings are subsequently measured at amortised 
cost using the EIR method. Gains and losses are 
recognised in profit or loss when the liabilities are de-
recognised as well as through the EIR amortisation 
process.

	 Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account 
any discount or premium on acquisition and fees 
or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The 
EIR amortisation is included as finance costs in the 
statement of profit and loss. This category generally 
applies to borrowings.

	 Preference shares, which are mandatorily redeemable 
on a specific date, are classified as liabilities under 
borrowings. The dividends on these preference 
shares, if any are recognised in the profit or loss as 
finance cost.

	 Financial guarantee contracts

	 Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Company 
are those contracts that require a payment to be made 
to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the 
specified debtor fails to make a payment when due 
in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. 
Financial guarantee contracts are recognised initially 
as a liability at fair value, adjusted for transaction 
costs that are directly attributable to the issuance of 
the guarantee. Subsequently, the liability is measured 
at the higher of the amount of loss allowance 
determined as per impairment requirements of Ind-
AS 109 and the amount recognised less cumulative 
amortisation.

c)	 De-recognition

	 A financial liability is de-recognised when the 
obligation under the liability is discharged or 
cancelled or expires. When an existing financial 
liability is replaced by another from the same lender 
on substantially different terms, or the terms of an 
existing liability are substantially modified, such 
an exchange or modification is treated as the de-
recognition of the original liability and the recognition 
of a new liability. The difference in the respective 

carrying amounts is recognised in the statement of 
profit or loss.

d)	 Offsetting of financial instruments

	 Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and 
the net amount is reported in the balance sheet if 
there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset 
the recognised amounts and there is an intention to 
settle on a net basis, to realise the assets and settle 
the liabilities simultaneously.

I.	 Inventories

	 Inventories are valued at lower of cost on First-In-
First-Out (FIFO) or net realizable value after providing 
for obsolescence and other losses, where considered 
necessary. Cost of inventories comprises all costs of 
purchase and other costs incurred in bringing the 
inventories to their present location and condition. Cost 
of purchased inventory is determined after deducting 
rebates and discounts. Net realizable value is the 
estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, 
less estimated costs of completion and estimated costs 
necessary to make the sale.

J.	 Recognition of Revenue

	 Revenue is recognized at an amount that reflects the 
consideration to which the Company expects to be entitled 
in exchange for transferring the goods or rendering of 
services to a customer i.e. on transfer of control of the 
goods or rendering of service to the customer. Revenue 
recognised is net of indirect taxes, returns and discounts.

	 Income from operations

	 Rooms, Food and Beverage & Banquets: Revenue is 
measured at the fair value of the consideration received 
or receivable. Revenue comprises sale of rooms, food, 
beverages, smokes and allied services relating to hotel 
operations. Revenue is recognised upon rendering of the 
service, provided pervasive evidence of an arrangement 
exists, tariff / rates are fixed or are determinable and 
collectability is reasonably certain. 

	 Other services: Income from ancillary services is 
recognised as and when the service is rendered.

K.	 Other Income 

	 Interest income from financial assets is recognized when 
it is probable that economic benefits will flow to the 
company and the amount of income can be measured 
reliably. Interest income is accrued on a time basis, 
by reference to the principal outstanding and at the 
effective interest rate applicable, which is the rate that 
exactly discounts estimated future cash receipts through 
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the expected life of the financial assets to that asset’s net 
carrying amount on initial recognition.

L.	 Provisions and Contingent Liabilities

	 General

	 Provisions are recognised when the Company has a 
present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of 
a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources 
embodying economic benefits will be required to settle 
the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the 
amount of the obligation. When the Company expects 
some or all of a provision to be reimbursed, the expense 
relating to a provision is presented in the statement of 
profit and loss net of any reimbursement.

	 If the effect of the time value of money is material, 
provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax rate that 
reflects, when appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. 
When discounting is used, the increase in the provision 
due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance cost.

	 A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises 
from past events whose existence will be confirmed 
by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more 
uncertain future events beyond the control of the 
Company or a present obligation that is not recognized 
because it is not probable that an outflow of resources 
will be required to settle the obligation. The Company 
does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses its 
existence in the financial statements. Payments in respect 
of such liabilities, if any are shown as advances.

M.	Accounting for Taxation of Income

	 i.	 Current taxes

	 Income tax expense is recognized in net profit in the 
statement of profit and loss except to the extent 
that it relates to items recognized directly in other 
comprehensive income or equity, in which case it is 
recognized in other comprehensive income or equity 
respectively. Current income tax is recognized at the 
amount expected to be paid to or recovered from the 
tax authorities, using the tax rates and tax laws that have 
been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance 
sheet date. The Company offsets, on a year to year basis, 
the current tax assets and liabilities, where it has legally 
enforceable right to do so and where it intends to settle 
such assets and liabilities on a net basis.

	 ii.	 Deferred taxes

	 Deferred tax is recognized on differences between the 
carrying amounts of assets and liabilities in the financial 
statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the 
computation of taxable profit and are accounted for using 

the balance sheet liability method. Deferred tax liabilities 
are generally recognized for all taxable temporary 
differences, and deferred tax assets are generally 
recognized for all deductible temporary differences to 
the extent that it is probable that taxable profits will 
be available against which those deductible temporary 
differences can be utilized. Such assets and liabilities are 
not recognized if the temporary difference arises from 
goodwill or from the initial recognition (other than in a 
business combination) of other assets and liabilities in a 
transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the 
accounting profit. 

	 Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profit 
or loss is recognised outside profit or loss (either in 
other comprehensive income or in equity). Deferred tax 
items are recognised in correlation to the underlying 
transaction either in OCI or directly in equity.

	 The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at 
each balance sheet date and reduced to the extent that it 
is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be 
available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered. 

	 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when there 
is a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets 
against current tax liabilities and when they relate to 
income taxes levied by the same taxation authority and 
the Company intends to settle its current tax assets and 
liabilities on a net basis.

	 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the 
tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the 
asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates 
(and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively 
enacted at the reporting date.

N.	 Fair value measurement

	 The Company measures financial instruments, such as, 
derivatives at fair value at each balance sheet date.

	 Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an 
asset or paid to settle a liability in an orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date, 
regardless of whether that price is directly observable 
or estimated using another valuation technique. In 
estimating the fair value of an asset or liability, the 
Company takes into account the characteristics of the 
asset or liability if market participants would use when 
pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market 
participants act in their economic best interest.

	 All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured 
or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised 
within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, 
based on the lowest level input that is significant to the 
fair value measurement as a whole:
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•	 Level 1 — Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active 
markets for identical assets or liabilities

•	 Level 2 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level 
input that is significant to the fair value measurement is 
directly or indirectly observable

•	 Level 3 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level 
input that is significant to the fair value measurement is 
unobservable

	 For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the 
financial statements on a recurring basis, the Company 
determines whether transfers have occurred between 
levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation 
(based on the lowest level input that is significant to the 
fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each 
reporting period.

	 The Company’s Management determines the policies and 
procedures for both recurring fair value measurement, 
such as derivative instruments and unquoted financial 
assets measured at fair value, and for non-recurring 
measurement, such as assets held for distribution in 
discontinued operations. 

	 This note summarises accounting policy for fair value. 
Other fair value related disclosures are given in the 
relevant notes.

O.	 Foreign Currency-Transactions and Balances

	 The Company’s functional currency is INR and accordingly, 
the financial statements are presented in INR.

	 Transactions in foreign currencies are initially recorded by 
the company in their functional currency spot rates at the 
date the transaction first qualifies for recognition.

	 Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign 
currencies are translated at the functional currency 
spot rates of exchange at the reporting period. Gains 
and losses arising on account of differences in foreign 
exchange rates on settlement/ translation of monetary 
assets and liabilities are recognised in the Statement of 
Profit and Loss except exchange differences on foreign 
currency borrowings relating to assets under construction 
for future productive use, which are included in the cost 
of those assets when they are regarded as an adjustment 
to interest costs on those foreign currency borrowings.

	 Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of 
historical cost in a foreign currency are translated 
using the exchange rates as at the dates of the initial 
transactions. Non-monetary items measured at fair value 
in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange 
rates at the date when the fair value was determined. 
The gain or loss arising on translation of non-monetary 
items measured at fair value is treated in line with the 
recognition of the gain or loss on the change in fair value 

of the item (i.e. translation differences on items whose 
fair value gain or loss is recognised in OCI or profit or loss 
are also recognised in OCI or profit or loss, respectively).

P.	 Borrowing Costs

	 General and specific borrowing costs directly attributable 
to the acquisition, construction or production of 
qualifying assets, which are assets that necessarily take a 
substantial period of time to get ready for their intended 
use or sale, are added to the cost of those assets, until 
such time as the assets are substantially ready for their 
intended use or sale. All other borrowing costs are 
recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss in the period 
in which they are incurred.

Q.	 Leases

	 Effective April 1, 2019, the Company has adopted Ind 
AS 116 “Leases” and applied the standard to all lease 
contracts existing on April 1, 2019 using the modified 
retrospective method. Accordingly, comparative 
information as at and for the year ended March 31, 2019 
has not been restated. The impact of adoption of the 
standard on financial statements of the Company has 
been disclosed in the notes to accounts

	 On adoption of Ind AS 116, the Company recognised 
lease liabilities in relation to certain leases which had 
previously been classified as ‘operating leases’ under the 
principles of Ind AS 17, Leases. These liabilities have been 
measured at the present value of the remaining lease 
payments, discounted using the company’s incremental 
borrowing rate as of 1 April 2019.

	 The Company’s lease asset classes primarily consist 
of leases for land, building and vehicle leases. The 
Company assesses whether a contract contains a lease, 
at inception of a contract. A contract is, or contains, a 
lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use 
of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for 
consideration. To assess whether a contract conveys the 
right to control the use of an identified asset, the Company 
assesses whether: (i) the contract involves the use of an 
identified asset (ii) the Company has substantially all of 
the economic benefits from use of the asset throughout 
the period of the lease and (iii) the Company has the right 
to direct the use of the asset.

	 At the date of commencement of the lease, the 
Company recognises a right-of-use asset (“ROU”) and a 
corresponding lease liability for all lease arrangements in 
which it is a lessee, except for leases with a term of twelve 
months or less (short-term leases) and low value leases. 
For these short-term and low value leases, the Company 
recognises the lease payments as an operating expense 
on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.
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	 Certain lease arrangements includes the options to 
extend or terminate the lease before the end of the 
lease term. ROU assets and lease liabilities includes these 
options when it is reasonably certain that they will be 
exercised.

	 The right-of-use assets are initially recognised at cost, 
which comprises the initial amount of the lease liability 
adjusted for any lease payments made at or prior to the 
commencement date of the lease plus any initial direct 
costs less any lease incentives and estimated restoration 
costs of the underlying asset where applicable. They 
are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated 
depreciation and impairment losses

	 Right-of-use assets are depreciated from the 
commencement date on a straight-line basis over the 
shorter of the lease term and useful life of the underlying 
asset. If the Company is reasonably certain to exercise 
a purchase option, the right-of-use asset is depreciated 
over the underlying assets useful life.

	 Right of use assets are evaluated for recoverability 
whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate 
that their carrying amounts may not be recoverable. 
For the purpose of impairment testing, the recoverable 
amount (i.e. the higher of the fair value less cost to sell 
and the value-in-use) is determined on an individual 
asset basis unless the asset does not generate cash flows 
that are largely independent of those from other assets. 
In such cases, the recoverable amount is determined 
for the Cash Generating Unit (CGU) to which the asset 
belongs.

	 The lease liability is initially measured at amortised cost 
at the present value of the future lease payments. The 
lease payments are discounted using the interest rate 
implicit in the lease or, if not readily determinable, using 
the incremental borrowing rates. Lease liabilities are 
remeasured with a corresponding adjustment to the 
related right of use asset if the Company changes its 
assessment if whether it will exercise an extension or a 
termination option.

	 Lease payments are allocated between principal and 
finance cost. The finance cost is charged to profit or loss 
over the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic 
rate of interest on the remaining balance of the liability 
for each period.

	 Lease liabilities and ROU assets have been separately 
presented in the Balance Sheet and lease payments have 
been classified as financing cash flows.

	 The Company applies the practical expedient by the 
standard allowing not to separate the lease component 
from other service components included in its lease 
agreements. Accordingly, all fixed payments provided 

for in the lease agreement, whatever their nature, are 
included in the lease liability

R.	 Employee Benefits 

	 a) Short-term obligations

	 Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary 
benefits that are expected to be settled wholly within 12 
months after the end of the period in which the employees 
render the related service are recognised in respect of 
employee’s services up to the end of the reporting period 
and are measured at the undiscounted amounts of the 
benefits expected to be paid when the liabilities are 
settled. The liabilities are presented as current employee 
benefit obligations in the balance sheet.

	 b) Other Long-term employee benefit obligations 

	 The liabilities for compensated absences (annual leave) 
which are not expected to be settled wholly within 12 
months after the end of the period in which the employee 
render the related service are presented as non-current 
employee benefits obligations. They are therefore 
measured as the present value of expected future 
payments to be made in respect of services provided 
by employees up to the end of the reporting period 
using the Projected Unit Credit method. The benefits 
are discounted using the market yields at the end of the 
reporting period on government bonds that have terms 
approximating to the terms of the related obligations. Re-
measurements as a result of experience adjustments and 
changes in actuarial assumptions (i.e. actuarial losses/ 
gains) are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

	 The obligations are presented as current in the balance 
sheet, if the Company does not have an unconditional 
right to defer settlement for at least twelve months 
after the reporting period, regardless of when the actual 
settlement is expected to occur.

	 c) Post- employment obligations

	 The Company operates the following post-employment 
schemes:

	 (i)	 Defined benefit plans such as gratuity
	
	 (ii)	 Defined contribution plans such as provident fund.

	 Defined benefit plan - Gratuity Obligations

	 The Company provides for gratuity, a defined benefit 
plan (the “Gratuity Plan”) covering eligible employees 
in accordance with the Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972.

The 
Company uses a provision matrix to compute the expected credit loss allowance for trade receivables. The provision matrix takes 
into account available external and internal credit risk factors and the Company’s historical experience for customers.

Financial instruments and cash deposits
Credit risk from balances with banks and financial institutions is managed by the Company’s finance department in accordance 
with the Company’s policy. Investments of surplus funds are made generally in the fixed deposits. The investment limits are set 
to minimise the concentration of risks and therefore mitigate financial loss to make payments for vendors.

The Company’s maximum exposure to credit risk for the components of the balance sheet at March 31, 2024 and March 31, 2023 
is the carrying amounts as stated in balance sheet.

Liquidity Risk
The Company monitors its risk of a shortage of funds using a liquidity planning tool.

The Company’s objective is to maintain a balance between continuity of funding and flexibility through the use of bank loans.
