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FACT CHECK BY PIB UNDER IT RULES

Experts fear govt
control over news

THE GOVERNMENT'S PRO-
POSAL that social media plat-
forms will have to take down
any content fact-checked as
fake or false by Press Informa-
tion Bureau (PIB) or any other
agencyauthorised byit,is seen
by sector experts and lawyers
asamove to control the narra-
tive of news flow and other
content on such platforms.

Experts say since the gov-
ernment had earlier created
the provision of having griev-
ance appellate committees,
which would include govern-
ment representatives, to look
into user complaints, this new
addition is seen just as an irri-
tant which will create friction
between the government and
the social media platforms.

“A major drawback of the
proposal is increased burden
upon the intermediaries to
comply with the provisions
and avoid penalty. It might
lead to non-publication of
even true events or criticisms
if the intermediaries’fact find-
ing unit facts to check the
veracity of the content.Ithasto
potential to adversely affect
free speech and expression,”
said Abhinay Sharma, manag-
ing partnerat ASL Partners.

In May 2020, Newslaundry
reported that PIB Fact check
does not meet the criteria of
beinganauthenticfact checker
as its role mostly has been to
identify misleading informa-
tion related to government
policies on social media plat-
forms. “This proposal if
approved would make the gov-
ernment the ultimate author-
ity of what news is orwhat news
should be....The past instances
show a high probability that
only the misinformation

against the government would
be removed, while allowing the
other misinformation online,
thereby affecting the public at

In the new draft amend-
ment, the government pro-
posed addition of - “Oris iden-
tified as fake or false by the fact
check unit at the Press Infor-
‘mation Bureau of the Ministry
of Information and Broadcast-
ing or other agency authorised
by the Central Government for
fact-checking or, in respect of

more clarity on the purpose
behind making its own organi-
sation at the centre of issuing
instructions overfake content to
the intermediaries. Further,
issueswith regard to increase in
burden on companies with
regards to tracking the autho-
rised government agencies will
in a way increase the cost for
them,some experts said.

“Primafacie,the authentic-
ity, objectiveness, and trans-
parency of the process bywhich
information is marked as fake
or false by sucha unitwould be
acrucial aspect in anticipating
the effect of these proposed
amendments,in case, theseare
brought into effect,” said Kri-
tika Seth, founding partner at
Victoriam Legalis — Advocates
& Solicitors.

Seth added: “Moreover, one
may also argue that if such a
rule, directly or indirectly, leads
to a department/body being
involved in examining its own
