90-foot-tall Hanuman murti,
third tallest statue in US
becomes new Texas landmark

HOUSTON (AGENCY)

A 90-foot-tall bronze murti
of Lord Hanuman, unveiled
near here, symbolising “a
new milestone in the cultur-
al and spiritual landscape of
America,” has become the
latest landmark in Texas vis-
ible from miles away, and
the third tallest sculpture in
the US. The Statue of Union,
as it has been named, is one

of the tallest statues in the
world and holds several
other distinctions: it was
the tallest Hanuman murti
outside India, the tallest in
Texas, and the third tallest
statue in the United States,
surpassed only by the
Statue of Liberty in New
York (151 feet) and the
Pegasus and Dragon in
Hallandale Beach, Florida
(110 feet), the organisers
said. The ‘Statue of Union’
Hanuman murti, which was
unveiled at the Sri
Ashtalakshmi Temple in
Sugar Land, about 35-odd
km from here, during a
grand Prana Prathishta
Mahotsavam  ceremony
from August 15 to 18, sym-
bolised “selflessness, devo-
tion, and unity,” the organis-
ers said, adding, the murti

was named so to “honour
Hanuman's pivotal roke in
reuniting Lord Ram and
Sita” “This awe-inspiring
structure is the result of the
visionary efforts of His
Holiness Sri Chinna Jeeyar
Swamiji, a Padma Bhushan
awardee, and a renowned
Vedic scholar, who envi-
sioned the project as a spir-
itual epicentre for North
America,” the organiser
said in a statement. The
festivities commenced on
August 15, coinciding
with India’s
Independence Day and
the core of the celebra-
tions unfolded on August
18, with the grand Pran
Prathistha  ceremony.
“The rituals, led by Sri
Chinna Jeeyar Swamiji
and overseen by a multitude
of Vedic priests and schol-
ars, were a powerful display
of devotion and spirituality,”
the statement said. The cer-
emony featured a helicopter
showering flowers upon the
murti, sprinkling of sacred
water, and placing of a 72-
footlong garland around
Hanuman's neck amid.
thousands of devotees
chanting the names of Shri
Ram and Hanuman in uni-
son. The statue stood tall
not only as a symbol of
Hanuman's  indomitable
spirit but also as a new
milestone in the cultural
and spiritual land: of

UN team to arrive in Bangladesh on fact-finding
mission to probe Kkillings of protesters

DHAKA (AGENCY)

A team of UN experts is set
to arrive in Dhaka on
Thursday to set a frame-
work for the factfinding
mission that will investigate
the killings of at least 650
protesters ahead of and in
the aftermath of Sheikh
Hasina’s resignation as the
prime minister earlier this
month. "This is the primary
UN team of experts before
the UN factfinding mission
comes and investigates (the
atrocities). We are expect-
ing to sign an agreement of
framework for the probe,"
The Daily Star newspaper
quoted a UN official based
in Dhaka as saying on
Wednesday. The UN team is
expected to discuss detailed
terms and conditions for
investigating all the human
rights violtions that took
place between July 1 and
August 15, the official said.
The delegation will stay here
for at least a week and meet
the civil society groups, vic-

tims of human rights viola-
tions, students and govern-
ment officials and any other
actors concerned, the offi-
cial added Bangladesh
descended into chaos after

Hasina's government col-
lapsed and she fled to India
on August 5 amid violent
protests over quota reforms
for government jobs, while
the Army stepped in to fill
the power vacuum on
August 5. Before that, the
anti-government protests
had killed more than 500
people since mid-July. Nobel
laureate Muhammad Yunus

took oath as the Chief
Adviser of the interim gov-
ernment on August 8.
According to a primary
report of the UN Office of
the High Commissioner for

Human Rights published on
August 16, between July 16
and August 11, as many as
650 people were killed in
Bangladesh during the stu-
dentled protests and after

the fall of the Awami
League regime. Of these,
nearly 400 deaths were
reported from July 16 to
August 4, while around 250
people were reportedly

killed following the ouster of
the Awami League-led gov-
ernment on August 5 and 6.
The reported death toll is
likely an underestimation,
as information collection
has been hindered by
restrictions on movement
due to the curfew and the
internet shutdown, the
OHCHR said The UN human
rights body further says that
the number of reported
killings in revenge attacks
since August 5 remains to
be determined Those killed
include protesters,
bystanders, journalists cov-
ering the events and several
members of the security
forces. Thousands of pro-
testers and bystanders have
been injured, with hospitals
overwhelmed by the influx
of patients. The majority of
deaths and injuries have
been attributed to the secu-
rity forces and the student
wing affiliated with the
Awami League. This will be
the first time the UN. is
sending a factfinding mis-

sion to Bangladesh since its
independence in 1971 to
investigate widespread
human rights abuses in the
country, the Chief Adviser of
the Government  of
Bangladesh said in a post on
X last week, the handle for
which is run by Yunus’
office. UN human rights
chief Volker Turk last week
assured his support and
said an inclusive, human
rights-centred  approach
will ensure the transition in
Bangladesh succeeds. Turk
had underlined the need for
accountability for all those
responsible for human
rights violations and vio-
lence, including against reli-

gious minorities, in
Bangladesh. A comphint
was also filed on

Wednesday. with the inves-
tigation agency of
Bangladesh's International
Crimes Tribunal against
Hasina and eight others,
accusing them of commit-
ting genocide and crimes
against humanity.
