The above financials results have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards ('Ind AS') notified under section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013
read with the relevant Rules issued thereunder and the other accounting principles generally accepted in India.

Other income for the quarter ended 30th September 2018, includes an amount of Rs. 1 379 lakhs being one time gain from sale of property.

The Goods and Services Tax (GST) council has exempted Sanitary Pads from GST with effect from July 27, 2018 (the transition date) vide notification no. G.S.R.
667(E) dated July 28, 2018, consequently, the Company's FEM Care Category is exempt from GST with effect from the said date. Post transition date, the GST on the
Inputs pertaining to Fem care products is being charged directly to the statement of profit and loss. Hence the numbers for the previous quarters ended June 30, 2018
and September 30, 2017 and for the year ended June 30, 2018 are not comparable to that extent

The Company has identified Health and Hygiene Products as its single primary reportable segment in accordance with the requirements of Ind AS 108 - Operating
Segments. Accordingly, no separate segment information has been provided.

Previous period figures have been regrouped / restated wherever necessary. The figures for the preceding three months ended 30th June, 2018 are the balancing
figures between the audited figures in respect of the full financial year ended 30th June, 2018 and the year to date figures upto the third quarter of that financial year.
