Annexure-1

Brief process of Dematerialization

e Open a Demat Account, if not have any

e Surrender share certificates for dematerialization to your Depository Participant (DP)/ Broker along with
Dematerialization Request Form (ORF) and KYC documents. At the time of submission to DP, deface the certificate
with the marking "SURRENDERED FOR DEMATERIALIZATION"

e Obtain the properly filled receipt from the DP

o DP intimates to the Depository regarding the request through the system

o DP submits the certificates to the RTA of the Issuer Company

e RTA confirms the dematerialization request from depository

e After dematerializing the certificates, RTA update the records and informs depository regarding completion of
dematerialization

e Depository updates its accounts and informs the DP

e DP updates the demat account of the investor

Key benefits of holding shares in demat form

e Immediate and fast transfer of securities

e Elimination of risk by loss, theft, mutilation etc.

o Faster settlement and disbursement of corporate benefits like Bonus, Rights, Dividends etc.
e Elimination of mismatch in bank accounts and address

e Convenient nomination facilities

e Convenient transmission formalities in case of death of a holder

e Better liquidity

Key disadvantages of holding shares in physical form

e Shares held in physical form cannot be transferred except in the case of transmission and transposition
e Risk of loss or theft of share certificates

e Delay in disbursement of corporate benefits

e Long process of transmission of shares

e Time consuming process for issue of duplicate share certificate

e Poor liquidity - Physical shares cannot be sold immediately
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
