Flour exports spike after
wheat shipment ban

EXPORTS OF WHEAT flours
have witnessed a sudden and
unusual spike in the after-
mathof the ban the cutbound
shipment of wheat, industry
sources told FE, Indicating
that many traders may be us-
ing this route to beat the pro-
hibition on the grain's ex-
ports, The spike is |ikely to
alarm the government, which
has already tightened its
seruting of wheat shipments,

Sources in the milling in
dustry said wheat flour ex-
ports may have jumped at
least 7-8 timves sequentially
since the wheat export ban
was  impesed.  Usually
manthly exports at this thme
of the year are about 6,000~
8,000 tonnes. However, the
shipments in the month since
the ban, which was imposed
on May 13, could be at least
60,000-70,000 tonnes, ac-
cording to the sources.

FORTHE FIRST time in its his-
tory, the country’s textile in-
dustry s witnessing import of
cotton yarn to ensure seamless
supply of the raw material to
weavers and textile mills.

The imported cotton yarn
is nearly T30 (per kg) cheaper
than the yam belng sold by lo-
cal spinners.

Speaking to FE, Al Gana-
tra, president, Cotton Associa-
tion of India, claimed, "Al-
though India has imperted
cotten many times in the past,
thisls the first thme that cotton
yarm traders and brokers have
decided toimport cotton yarn.
This Is unprecedented.”

“Nearly 200 containers
(4,000 tanne) of 40 counts of
combed-carded compact cot-
e yarn have asrived at Indian
parts from Vietnam, indonesia
and Taiwan,’ Ganatra said,

Mot only that, some of the
weavers and textile millsin the
country have purchased im-
ported cotton yarn  from
traders tn smaller quantities
fortesting purposes and ifthey
finnd it sustable they are likely
to give bigger orders for the
imported cotton yarmn.

After China, India has the
world’s second largest spin-
ning capacity. The nation is
producing 4.7 mtof spunyam
of which 3.4 mt Is eotton yarn.
Accarding to the CAl presi-

dent, weavers and textile mills
consume nearky 60 to 63 % of
the total eotton yarn heing
produced in domestle spin-
ning mills and the rest is cx-
ported.

“Considering the huge in-
stalled capacity of spinning
units in the country, Indian
weavers never had to import
cotton yamm In the past, How-
ever, for the flrst time they are
forced to buy imperted cotton
yam this year as it is nearly
730 {per kg cheaper than the
vam being sold by the local
spinners” be said, Unlike cot-
ton, the Government of Indla
(Grol) has not remaved import
duty on eotton yam. However,
there is noimpaort dutyoncot-
ton yarn being imported from
Vi etnamand henoe:mportexs

prices and hence production
cost of spinning units in India
remalns high, sabd [ayesh Patel,
executive commitiee member
of Confederation of Indian
Textile Industry (CITI). Fatel
claimed that the spinning in-
dustry in India is currently op-
erating at half of its installed
capacity due to lower demand.
In thewake of import of cotton
yarm, spinning units across the
country will have more chal
lenges to sell their end prod-
ucts, he added.

Bigger companies like Wal-
spun have already started im-
portlng cotton. "We have a
huge installed capacity to
make cotton yarn and hance
the Welspun group is im port
ing cotton from Egypt. Despite
imports of cotton, we are able
