The Indo-Pak War of
1971, which was short and
intense, was fought on both
the Eastern and Western
fronts over 14 days.

The ED had arrested Rai
few months back after it
conducted searches at 42 lo-
cations in Delhi, Guru-
gram, Faridabad, Noida,
Ghazipur, Pune and Gand-
hidham.
