In line with the provisions of Ind AS 108 - Operating Segments and on the basis the review of operations being done by the Management, the operations of
the Company fall under Manufacturing of Oral Care products, which is considered to be the only reportable segment by the management.

Balances representing capital advances and other doubtful balances amounting to Rs, 16,06 crores and Rs. 2.56 crores were provided for and written off
respectively during the year. Total of such amounts have been shown as exceptional item.

Pursuant to approval of shareholders by way of special resolution in accordance with section 42 & 62 of the Companies Act, 2013 and Rules made
thereunder and as per SEBI (ICDR) Regulations, 2018 the Company approved preferential allotment of 40,00,000 fully convertible warrants of Rs. 10 each at
an issue price of Rs. 20 per warrant. Qut of this 3500000 equity shares were listed with stock exchange in 9th March 2021 and balance 5,00,000 equity
shares were listed with NSE and BSE on 9 May 2022 and 12 May 2022 respectively .
