Three test positive for
Corona in Vidhan Sabha

266 new patients detected in 24 hours

A fresh surge of 266 new in-
fections registered in the
last 24 hours has taken
Bhopal’s coronavirus tally
to 15,162, the health depart-
ment said on Thursday. The
number of fatalities linked
to the outbreak stands at
339. AIIMS campus has re-
ported one positive case,
while three persons includ-
ing two doctors at Gandhi
Medical College(GMC) have
contracted the virus.

Three positive cases of
Covid-19 were reported
from Vidhan Sabha, which
is all set to hold a daylong
session on September 21.
The Assembly’s three-day
monsoon session, scheduled
to begin from September 21,

has been cut short to a day
with a minimum number of
MLASs required for the quo-
rum in view of the Covid-19
pandemic.

A doctor at Chirayu Med-
ical College and Hospital
(CMCH) has also tested pos-
itive for the infection while
JP Hospital and Jawaharlal
Cancer Hospital reported
one case each. IISER cam-
pus and MANIT campus
also reported one positive
each. One positive case has
surfaced at the 25th Battal-
ion, while EME centre re-
ported two positives.

Arera Hills police station
and Police Line(Nehru Na-
gar), Police station Bilkhiria
and Sukhi Sewania each re-
ported one positive. Police
Academy(Bhauri) and SSB
Centre reported two posi-
tives cases each.

Ruchi Life Escape(Jatkhe-
di) reported three cases, two
patients are from the same
family. Shivaji Nagar report-
ed two positives in the same

family. E-3 Arera Colony,
Shaymla Hills and Revera
Township each reported one
positive. Two cases were de-
tected at Char Imli. Four
members of a family at E-8,
Arera Colony were diag-
nosed with the infection.
Four persons at Navi Bag
Quarantine Centre have got
infected. Five positive cases
have come to fore in a family
in Omega Nagar( Anand Na-
gar). Two came positive
from Lalghati, Canal Kin-
ship (Salaiya), Ja-
hangirabad and Indira Vi-
har colony(Lalghati) each.
Regal Mohini Homes record-
ed two positives in a family.

Railway Colony (Habib-
ganj) reported four positives
in the same family. Two pos-
itives each in families at
Bagsewania, Natasha Apart-
ment and Gurunanakpu-
ra(Raisen Road). Three
members of a family at Sar-
vadharm Colony(Kolar)
were diagnosed with the in-
fection.
