DAVOS: The war in Ukraine 
has exacerbated food insecu- 
rity worldwide due to precari- 
ous supply chains, increased 
fertiliser prices and blocked 
grain exports, leaders said at 
the World Economic Forum 
Annual Meeting here on Tues- 
day and called for resolving the 
global food crisis alongside the 
climate crisis. 

Instability in Ukraine is 
threatening to intensify an 
already precarious global food 
security outlook. 

Increasing prices of fer- 
tilisers and inaccessibility of 
Ukrainian exports have made 
a delicate situation potentially 
dire, as 800 million people are 
now estimated to go hungry 
each night. Russian blockades 
of Ukrainian ports have further 
intensified world leaders’ focus 
on worsening food insecurity. 

"Failure to open the ports is 
a declaration of war on global 
food security,” said David 
Beasley, Executive Director, 
United Nations World Food 
Programme. 

The pandemic had already 
complicated global efforts to 
reduce famine and food insecu- 
rity, and those challenges have 
only intensified with the conflict 
in Ukraine.

CLUBS CHINA WITH RUSSIA 

Trade ties with authoritarian regimes 

have vulnerabilities, says NATO chief 
  

DAVOS: Asserting that free- 
dom is more important than free 
trade, NATO Secretary General 
Jens Stoltenberg on Tuesday said 
the Ukraine war has taught the 
world that having economic 
dependencies on authoritarian 
regimes have huge vulnerabili- 
ties and listed China as an exam- 
ple of authoritarian government. 

He also said NATO is com- 
mitted to continue supporting 
Ukraine but ruled out its direct 
involvement in the war by send- 
ing NATO troops there. 

“We have provided our sup- 
port to Ukraine since 2014, 
which has been stepped up 

now. We will continue to sup- 
port, but we will not be directly 
involved in the war by sending 
NATO troops there. This is not 
to provoke, but to ensure that 
every ally is protected,” he said. 

Addressing the World Eco- 
nomic Forum Annual Meeting 
2022 here, Stoltenberg said the 
Ukraine war has taught us that 
having economic dependen- 
cies on authoritarian regimes 
can have huge vulnerabilities 
which we have seen in form 
of energy crisis. "While this is 
about Russia, China is another 
authoritarian regime," he said. 

"We have to face the reali- 

  

ties. Freedom is more important 
than free trade and protecting 
values is more important too,” 
he noted. 

He further said trading 
with China has huge benefits, 
but when it comes to the 5G 
network, it involves security 
concerns and that cannot be 
ignored. "Russian president 
Vladimir Putin's war against 
Ukraine has shattered peace in 
Europe. Since Russia's invasion, 
we have significantly stepped 
up our support. NATO's main 
responsibility is to protect its 
allies and stop this war from 
escalating,” he said. AGENCIES 

can improve agricultural pro- 
ductivity, according to experts. 

“Agriculture has to be part of 
the solution to climate change 
and the solution for food secu- 
rity,” said J Erik Fyrwald, CEO, 
Syngenta Group. He said the 
goal must be growing more food 
on less land and to do so, farm- 
ers can employ best practices 
from both organic and conven- 
tional farming.

He advised that EU food 
policy reforms that shift away 
from a focus on organics 
towards targets on productivity 
and emissions reduction could 
better address the current crisis. 

Some leaders opined that 
Africa can play a major role in 
improving global food security, 
but the continent faces multiple 
challenges to unlocking agricul- 
tural productivity. 

"If we don't silence the 
guns, it's not going to work,” 
said Philip Isdor Mpango, Vice- 
President of Tanzania, regarding 
the goal of increasing agricul- 
tural productivity. 

He pointed to the con- 
tinent's young population -- 
with roughly 70 per cent of the 
population aged 25 or younger 
-- and the need to include youth 
in improving agricultural 
productivity.

Quad pledges to strengthen 

global health architecture 
  

TOKYO: The Quad leaders on 
Tuesday committed to getting 
ahead of the virus by strength- 
ening the global health archi- 
tecture, including by enhancing 
finance and bolstering ongo- 
ing science and technology 
cooperation. 

On March 21 last year, the 
Quad countries announced 'the 
Quad vaccine partnership’ at the 
first summit of the four-nation 
grouping. The Quad countries 
have led and will continue to 
lead global efforts for COVID- 
19 response, with a view to 
building better health security 
and strengthening health sys- 
tems, according to a joint state- 
ment issued by Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi, US President 
Joe Biden, Japanese Prime Min- 

ister Fumio Kishida and Aus- 
tralia's newly-elected Prime 
Minister Anthony Albanese. 

"We commit to adapt our 
collective approaches to get 
ahead of the virus with a focus 
on preparing for new variants, 
and getting vaccines, tests, treat- 
ments, and other medical prod- 
ucts to those at highest risk," it 
said. To date, the Quad part- 
ners have collectively pledged 
approximately USD 5.2 billion 
to the COVAX AMC, approxi- 
mately 40 per cent of the total 
contributions from government 
donors, it said.

Tedros has frequently railed 
against rich countries for hoard- 
ing the world’s limited supply of 
vaccines and insisted that phar- 
maceuticals aren't doing enough 
to make their medicines avail- 
able to the poor.

Addressing the World Eco- 
nomic Forum Annual Meeting 
2022 here, she said the playbook 
of Russia's aggression against 
Ukraine comes straight out of 
another century. 

"This is not a matter of 
Ukraine's survival. It is not 
about Europe. It is about the 
entire global community. 
Ukraine must win this war 
and Putin's aggression must be 
countered and we will do every- 

thing to ensure that,” she said. 
"We will do everything we 

can to help Ukrainians prevail. 
For the first time, the EU is pro- 
viding military aid to a coun- 
try under attack. We proposed 
over 10 billion euros in macro- 
financial assistance, the largest 
such package ever conceived 
by the EU for a third country,” 
she noted. "We are determined 
to stop funding of Russian mili- 
tary. In parallel, Ukraine needs 
direct financial support to keep 
its economy running. But that's 
not all," she added. 

The EU leader said Ukraine 
will have to be helped rise from 
the ashes and that is where 
reconstruction operations 
would be needed.

Lanka arrests 
67 suspected 
to be heading 
to Australia 

COLOMBO: Sri Lanka's navy 
said Tuesday that it has arrested 
67 people who it believes were 
trying to travel by sea to Aus- 
tralia illegally. 

The navy said ina statement 
that 12 men were arrested first 
near the port town of Trin- 
comalee, 260 kilometers (160 
miles) northeast of the capi- 
tal Colombo on Monday and, 
upon questioning them, inter- 
cepted 55 more people travel- 
ling in a fishing vessel. It said 
the persons were aged between 
3 and 53, and that five of them 
are suspected be part of a 
human smuggling ring. 

Navy spokesperson Indika 
de Silva said while their desti- 
nation is still not clear it is sus- 
pected that they were headed 
to Australia. 

Police were still determin- 
ing the motivation for the ille- 
gal voyage, de Silva said, but 
Sri Lankans over the years have 
travelled to Australia and other 
developed nations illegally for 
economic and political reasons. 

Australian media reported 
Tuesday that officials sent 15 
people back to Sri Lanka on 
Saturday after they were found 
travelling in a boat near Christ- 
mas Island. 

Sri Lanka is facing its worst 
economic crisis in recent mem- 
ory facing heavy shortages of 
essentials from food, cooking 
gas, medicine and fuel to toilet 
paper and matchsticks. Peo- 
ple have been forced to stay in 
long lines to buy their essen- 
tials over the past few months 
with many of them returning 
empty-handed.

MOSCOW: When Russia 
invaded Ukraine on February 
24, it had hoped to overtake 
the country in a blitz lasting 
only days or a few weeks. Many 
Western analysts thought so, 
too. 

As the conflict marked its 
third month Tuesday, however, 
Moscow appears to be bogged 
down in what increasingly looks 
like a war of attrition, with no 
end in sight and few successes 
on the battlefield. 

There was no quick victory 
for Russian President Vladimir 
Putin's powerful forces, no rout 
that would allow the Kremlin 
to control most of Ukraine and 
stablish a puppet government. 

Instead, Russian troops got 
gged down on the outskirts 
yiv and other big cities amid

stiff Ukrainian defenses. Con- 
voys of Russian armor seemed 
stalled on long stretches of high- 
way. Troops ran out of supplies 
and gasoline, becoming easy 
targets from the land and the air. 

A little over a month into 
the invasion, Russia effectively 
acknowledged the failure of its 
blitz and pulled troops back 
from areas near Kyiv, declaring 
a shift of focus to the eastern 

industrial region of the Donbas, 
where Moscow-backed separat- 
ists have been fighting Ukrai- 
nian forces since 2014. 

To be sure, Russia has seized 
significant chunks of territory 
around the Crimean Peninsula 
that Moscow annexed eight 
years ago. It also has managed 
to cut Ukraine off completely 
from the Sea of Azov, finally 
securing full control over the 
key port of Mariupol after a 
siege that prevented some of 
its troops from fighting else- 
where while they battled die- 
hard Ukrainian forces holed up 
in massive steelworks. 

But the offensive in the east 
seems to have bogged down 
as well, as Western arms flow 
into Ukraine to bolster its out- 
gunned army.
