"We do not have safety 
while doing our duty," one of 
the protesting KCSSH doctors 
said. Government doctors an-
nounced a strike and Health 
Minister Ma Subramanian is 
set to hold talks with them. 

Expressing shock, Chief 
Minister M K Stalin said the 
assailant had been arrested 
and that he had ordered a de-
tailed probe.  

All steps will be taken to 
prevent the recurrence of 
such incidents in the future, 
the CM said. AIADMK chief 
Edappadi K Palaniswami said 
there was no security for a

Deputy Chief Minister 
Udhayanidhi Stalin, along-
with Subramanian, inspected 
the hospital and assured 
stringent legal action. They 
met the oncologist, being 
treated at the ICU. Later, 
AIADMK leaders D Jayaku-
mar and C Vijayabaskar also 
met the doctor under treat-
ment. The hospital official 
said the assailant had been 
identified as Vignesh, a resi-
dent of a suburban neigh-
bourhood and his mother 
Kanchana was the patient. 
The victim, Balaji Jaganna-
than, is a renowned oncol-
ogist and is serving as an 
associate professor in the 
medical oncology depart-
ment in the hospital. Police 
Commissioner A Arun in-
spected the hospital and re-
viewed the security 
arrangements. He said a po-
lice outpost would be set up 
on the premises.

Such officers shall be held 
liable to restitute the demol-
ished property at their own 
cost and also pay compensa-
tion, the top court said. 

The court further made it 
clear that these directions do 
not impact action taken 
against  illegal  buildings or 
structures on roads, footpaths, 
river banks etc. "No demoli-
tion should be carried out 
without a prior show cause 
notice returnable either in ac-
cordance with the time pro-
vided by the local municipal 
laws or within 15 days time 
from the date of service of 
such notice, whichever is 
later," the bench directed. 

Even after orders of demo-
lition are passed, the bench 
said, the affected party needs 
to be given some time so as 
to challenge the order before 
an appropriate forum.  

And even in cases of per-
sons who do not wish to con-
test the demolition order, 

sufficient time needs to be 
given to them to vacate and 
arrange their affairs, the 
apex court said. 

It has further directed that 
notice shall be served upon 
the owner/occupier by a reg-
istered post. Additionally, the 
notice shall also be affixed 
conspicuously on the outer 
portion of the structure in 
question. 

"The time of 15 days, stated 
herein above, shall start from 
the date of receipt of the said 
notice," it said.

Maharashtra Chief Minister 
Eknath Shinde's helicopter 
was checked by election offi-
cials after he arrived in Palg-
har on Wednesday to 
campaign for the Assembly 
elections. In a video, it was 
shown that the chief minister 
was seen engaging with the 
poll officials as they checked 
the helicopter and skimmed 
through his belongings. 

Eknath Shinde's helicopter 
was checked after Shiv Sena 
(UBT) chief Uddhav Thack-
eray alleged that his bags 
were checked by poll officials 
twice, once in Yavatmal, and 
once in Latur, in an attempt 
to cause undue hassle for the 
opposition leaders. 

In a video shot by Uddhav 
Thackeray himself, poll offi-
cials could be seen going 
through his belongings. As 
the officials went through his 
belongings, the former chief 
minister asked if they also 
checked the bags of Chief 

Minister Eknath Shinde and 
his deputies Devendra Fadna-
vis and Ajit Pawar. 

He further asked if the 
bags of Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi and Amit Shah 
were also checked when they 
arrived in Maharashtra to 
campaign for the Assembly 
polls. With the Model Code of 
Conduct (MCC) in force, poll 
officials regularly carry out 
surprise checks to prevent 
distribution of gifts and cash 
to lure voters. 

In other videos that sur-
faced, poll officials were seen 
checking the helicopter of 
Union Minister Nitin Gadkari 

on Tuesday after he arrived in 
Latur. Launching verbal 
punches at the Shiv Sena 
(UBT) chief, BJP shared a 
video showing Devendra Fad-
navis’s bags being similarly 
checked by airport auth-
orities. 

In a jab at Uddhav Thack-
eray, the BJP remarked that 
"some leaders have a habit of 
showing off".

20. 

A Bench of Justices 
Surya Kant and Ujjal 
Bhuyan said the two fac-
tions should focus on their 
side of the battlefield, em-
phasising the voters were 
wise enough to look 
through any confusion, Bar 
and Bench reported. 

Ajit Pawar orchestrated a 
split into the NCP in July 

last year after he and sev-
eral other party MLAs 
joined the ruling Mahayuti 
of the Bharatiya Janata 
Party (BJP) and Eknath 
Shinde-led Shiv Sena. This 
happened roughly a year 
after Shinde himself engin-
eered a similar split in the 
Shiv Sena, resulting in the 
fall of the Uddhav Thack-
eray-led Maha Vikas Ag-
hadi (MVA) government in 
the state. 

“You try to stand up on 
your own legs, now that 
you have ideological differ-
ence with Sharad Pawar,”
