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N KOREA LAUNCHES ICBM

It was followed by two short-range ballistic missile launches into the sea

SEOUL: Alarms blared from
mobile phones, radios and

public loudspeakers and
fishermen hurried back to
shore in northern Japan on
Thursday after North Korea
fired an intercontinental bal-
listic missile above its east-
ern waters, adding to a re-
cent barrage of provocative
weapons  demonstrations
that officials say may culmi-
nate with a nuclear test in
coming weeks.

The ICBM test, which was
followed by two short-range
ballistic launches into the
sea, was swiftly condemned
by North Korea's neighbours

and the United States, which
said it is willing to take “all
necessary measures” to en-
sure the safety of the Ameri-
can homeland and allies
South Korea and Japan.

The Biden administration
also warned of unspecified
“additional costs and conse-
quences” if North Korea
goes on to detonate a nuclear
test device for the first time
since September 2017.

Hours after the launches,
North Korea threatened to
retaliate over a decision by
the South Korean and U.S,
militaries to extend large-
scale joint aerial exercises in

response to the North’s in-
creased testing activity.

Senior North Korean mili-
tary official Pak Jong Chon
said the allies would regret
their “irrevocable and awful
mistake,” but did not specify
what the North would do in
response.

South Korea’s Joint Chiefs
of Staff said it detected that
North Korea fired an ICBM
from an area near its capital,
Pyongyang, at about 7:40 am
and then two short-range
missiles an hour later from
the nearby city of Kaechon
that flew toward its eastern
waters.

The longer-range missile
appeared to be fired at a high
angle, possibly to avoid en-
tering the territory of neigh-
bours, reaching a maximum
altitude of 1,920 km and trav-
ellingaround 760 kilometres,
according to South Korea's
military.

It wasn’t immediately clear
whether the launch was suc-
cessful. Japan’s military said
it lost track of one of the
North Korean weapons, ap-
parently the ICBM, after it
“disappeared” in skies above
waters between the Korean
Peninsula and Japan.

Somalia blast
kills 2 students

MOGADISHU: Police in So-
malia say at least two people
have been killed and five
others wounded by a road-
side explosion that hit a ve-
hicle carrying students in
the Dayniile district of Mo-
gadishu.
“Those wounded include
people travelling with the
students, and others were
passersby,” said police
spokesman Sadiq Doodishe,
who said the students killed
were returning home from
school on Thursday.

NAIROBI: An official close
to the Ethiopian peace talks
says the copy of the “perma-
nent cessation of hostilities”
agreement obtained by The
Associated Press with de-
tails on disarmament of
Tigray forces and federal
control of the Tigray region
is the signed and final one.
The official spoke on con-
dition of anonymity on
Thursday, a day after the
deal's announcement, be-
cause they weren't autho-
rised to speak publicly. Enor-
mous challenges lie ahead in

The agreement says
Tigray forces will be dis-
armed, starting with “light
weapons” within 30 days of
Wednesday's signing, and
Ethiopian federal security
forces will take full control
of “all federal facilities, in-
stallations, and major
structure such as airports
and highways within the
Tigray region.”

The final, detailed agree-
ment hasn’t been made pub-
lic, but the brief joint state-
ment read out by the war-
ring parties on Wednesday
night notes “a detailed pro-

gramme of disarmament”
and “restoration of constitu-
tional order” in Tigray.

The war in Africa’s second-
most  populous  country,
which marks two years on
Friday, has seen abuses doc-
umented on both sides, with
millions of people displaced
and many near famine.

On Thursday, Prime Minis-
ter Abiy Ahmed asserted on
a visit to southern Ethiopia
that his government’s pro-
posalat the talks was accept-
ed completely and the gov-
ernment was ready to “open
our hearts” for peace to pre-
vail.

4 PALESTINIANS KILLED IN FLARE-UP

: Israeli forces
killed at least four Palestini-
ans in separate incidents on
Thursday, including one
‘who had stabbed a police of-
ficer in east Jerusalem and
three others in Israeli raids
in the occupied West Bank.

The violence flared as Is-
rael tallied the final votes in
national elections held this
week, with former Prime
Minister Benjamin  Ne-
tanyahu expected to lead a
comfortable majority
backed by far-right allies.

Israeli troops operating in
the West Bank city of Jenin,
amilitant stronghold, killed
at least two Palestinians, ac-
cording to the Palestinian
Health Ministry.

The Palestinian militant
group Islamic Jihad said
one of those killed was a lo-
cal commander. The Israeli
military did not immediate-

forces in Jenin in the occupied West Bank on Thursday

1y provide details on the op-
eration. Earlier on Thurs-
day, the Palestinian Health
Ministry said a Palestinian
man was Killed by Tsraeli
fire in the occupied West
Bank. Isracli police said it
happened during a raid in
the territory and alleged the
man threw a firebomb at the
forces.

In a separate incident on
Thursday, a Palestinian
stabbed a police officer in
Jerusalem'’s Old City, police
said, and officers opened fire
on the attacker, killing him.

The violence came as a po-
litical shift is underway in
Israel after national elec-
tions, with former Prime
Minister ~Benjamin Ne-

tanyahu set to return to
power in a coalition govern-
ment made up of far-rightal-
lies, including the extremist
lawmaker Itamar Ben-Gvir,
who in response to the inci-
dents said Tsrael would soon
take a tougher approach to
attackers. —AP

21 bodies found
at mine in
South Africa

JOHANNESBURG: South
African police are investi-
gating the discovery of at
least 21 bodies suspected of
being illegal miners and
found near an active mine
in the town of Krugers-
dorp, west of Johannes-
burg.

According to police, 19
bodies were discovered on
Wednesday afternoon and
two more were discovered
on Thursday morning.

Police said they suspect
that the bodies were moved
to the location where they
were found, which is a pri-
vately-owned mine.

“We can confirm that this
morning our search and
rescue team went back to
the scene and, as they were
searching, they discovered
two more bodies. They re-
trieved them from an open
(mine)  shaft,” police
spokeswoman Brenda
Muridili said on Thursday.

The grim discovery is the
latest in a series of inci-
dents related to illegal min-
ing in the Krugersdorp
area.

Christian monastery possibly
pre-dating Islam found in UAE

SINIYAH ISLAND (UAE): An
ancient Christian
monastery possibly dating
as far back as the years be-
fore Islam spread across the
Arabian Peninsula has been
discovered on an island off
the coast of the United Arab
Emirates, officials  an-
nounced on Thursday.

The monastery on Siniyah
Island, part of the sand-
dune sheikhdom of Umm al-
Quwain, sheds new light on
the history of early Christi-
anity along the shores of the
Persian Gulf.

It marks the second such
monastery found in the Emi-
rates, dating back as many
as 1,400 years -long before its
desert expanses gave birth
to a thriving oil industry
that led to a unified nation
home to the high-rise towers
of Abu Dhabiand Dubai.

The two monasteries be-
came lost to history in the
sands of time as scholars be-
lieve Christians slowly con-
verted to Islam as that faith
grew more prevalent in the
region.

Today, Christians remaina
minority across the wider

Middle East, though Pope
Francis was arriving in
nearby Bahrain on Thurs-
day to promote interfaith di-
alogue with Muslim leaders.

For Timothy Power, an as-
sociate professor of archae-
ology at the United Arab
Emirates University who
helped investigate the newly
discovered monastery, the
UAE today is a “melting pot
of nations.”

“The fact that something
similar was happening here
21,000 years ago is really re-
markable and this is a story
that deserves to be told,” he
said.

The monastery sits on

Siniyah  Island, which
shields the Khor al-Beida
marshlands in Umm al-
Quwain, an emirate some 50
kilometres (30 miles) north-
east of Dubaialong the coast
of the Persian Gulf.

The island has a series of
sandbars coming off of it
like crooked fingers. On one,
to the island’s northeast, ar-
chaeologists discovered the
monastery.

Carbon dating of samples
found in the monastery’s
foundation date between 534
and 656. Islam’s Prophet
Muhammad ~ was  born
around 570 and died in 632
after conquering Mecca in
present-day Saudi Arabia.

Viewed from above, the
monastery on Siniyah Is-
land’s floor plan suggests
early Christian worshippers
prayed within a single-aisle
church at the monastery.

Rooms within appear to
hold a baptismal font, as
well as an oven for baking
bread or wafers for com-
munion rites. A nave also
likely held an altar and an
installation for commun-
ion wine. —AP

China’s out-of-control
rocket may crash today

NEW YORK: A 21-met-
rictonne core stage is
poised to perform an un-
controlled re-entry into
Earth’s atmosphere at
10:21 p.m. ET on Novem-
ber 4, give or take
around 16 hours. Sadly,
this marks the fourth
time that a remnant
from China's Long
March 5B rocket has
threatened human lives
and property.

Following the launch
of the final module of
China’s Tiangong space
station on a Long March
5B heavy-lift rocket, the
Chinese space agency
did not perform a con-

trol deorbit of the
launch vehicle’s core
stage.

Experts, including Ted
Muelhaupt, a consultant
with The Aerospace Cor-
poration, say this means
the rocket body that
weighs over 20 tonnes
will crash to Earth in
the coming days above a
location that has not
been determined yet

This is not the first
time a Chinese rocket

body has tumbled to-
wards  Earth  after
launch.

There have been three
other instances in the
recent past when the
country’s rocket has
crashed uncontrollably
to Earth, posing a poten-
tial risk of loss of lives
and property.

In July, an out-of-con-
trol core stage of a Chi-
nese Long March rocket
burned up over the Indi-
an Ocean, drawing criti-
cism from Nasa.

After delivering a new
module to the space sta-
tion, this rocket also
tumbled out of control
and fell back to Earth
over the Indian Ocean
near Malaysia.

Nasa administrator Bill
Nelson criticised China
for not providing better
data on the projected re-
entry path of the rocket.

“The People’s Republic
of China did not share
specific trajectory infor-
mation as their Long
March 5B rocket fell
back to Earth,” he had
tweeted.

Francis in

first papal

visit to Bahrain

Bahrain's ng Hamad lun Isa al Khalifa (R) receives Pope Francis

AWALI (BAHRAIN): Pope
Francis on  Thursday
brought his message of dia-
logue with the Muslim
world to the kingdom of
Bahrain, where the Sunni-
led government is hosting
an interfaith conference on
East-West coexistence even
as it stands accused of dis-
criminating against the
country’s Shiite majority.

Human rights groups and
relatives of Shiite activists
on death row have urged
Francis to use his visit to
call for an end to the death
penalty and political repres-
sion in Bahrain.

But it wasn't clear if Fran-
cis will publicly and explict-
ly embarrass his hosts dur-
ing his four-day visit, the
first of any pontiff to the is-
land nation in the Persian
Gulf.

The 85- -year-old Pope, who
has been using a wheel-
chair for several months be-
cause of strained knee liga-
ments, said he was in “a lot
of pain” as he headed to
Bahrain, and for the first
time greeted journalists
travelling with him while
seated in the plane rather
than walking through the
aisle.

Israel polls: 91% counting

done; Netanyahu set to win

JERUSALEM: With 91 per cent of the ballots counted in
the Israeli parliamentary elections, former prime minis-
ter Benjamin Netanyahu-led right-wing bloc has taken a
comfortable majority with 65 seats in the 120-member
parliament on Thursday, paving way for his triumphant

return.

According to the latest updates from the Central Elec-
tions Committee, Netanyahu’s Likud party will receive
32 mandates, Prime Minister Yair Lapid’s Yesh Atid 24,
Religious Zionism 14, National Unity 12, Shas 11 and
United Torah Judaism will have eight.
