MUMBAI WOKE up to cloudy
skies and subdued temperatures
onMonday morningand the India
Meteorological Department
(IMD) has forecast a week of
cloudy skies and light rain in the
city as well asits neighbouring dis-
tricts, marking the onset of the
pre-monsoon season. However,
the city has been recording high
night tempretures of over 29°
Celsius for 10 consecutive days
along with high humidity.

As per the IMD, the city and
suburbs registered 34 degrees
Celsius on Monday, with light
rains and partly cloudy skies pre-
dicted through the week.IMD has
sounded the possibility of thun-
derstorms in Thane and Raigad.

Sunil Kamble, director of IMD
Mumbai, attributed the rainy
week to the influx of westerlies.
“We have entered the pre-mon-
soon season and the region will
be experiencing cloudy skies ow-
ing to atmospheric changes. We
are likely to witness showers be-
cause of the impact of good west-
erlies,” he said.

Rajesh Kapadia, who runs the
weather blog Vagaries of Weather,
told The Indian Express, “Due to
high moisture and cloud condi-
tions, Mumbai has been witness-
ing stuffy nights. As per Santacruz

station, Mumbai has beenrecord-
ing over 29° Celsius since Friday
night (May 18). As per our
archives, this is the first time that
Mumbai is experiencing this.”

On Sunday night, the night
temperature soared to nearly 30°
Celsius with Mumbai's Santacruz
station registering a minimum
temperature of 29.8° Celsius.

Senior scientists from IMD
Mumbai said that the trend was
not alarming and that 29 de-
grees was a typical minimum
temperature for May. “Because
of the high humidity levels, both
the minimum as well as maxi-
mum temperatures are ex-
pected to remain above normal.
For Mumbai, 29 °Celsiusin May
isnotunusual.” The official date
of monsoon onset for Mumbai
isJune 11.

BMC gets NHRC notice over workers
cleaning drains

AYEAR after Govandi residents
raised concerns over workers
cleaning drains without adequate
protective gear, the National
Human Rights Commission
(NHRC) issued a notice to BMC's
M/East ward on May 21.

Citing violations of Manual
Scavengers Act 2013, which pro-
hibits manual scavenging and
cleaning of sewers without pro-
tective gear, the NHRC notice
questioned the absence of amon-
etary compensation of Rs 50,000
for manual scavengers, an in-
fringement of human rights.

The NHRC notice followed a
complaint filed by Govandi New
Sangam Welfare Society, an NGO,
in April 2023, that highlighted
workers cleaning gutters in
Govandi with their bare hands.In
response, NHRC requested a re-

Kirti Vyas murder: How bloodstains in

a car led the police to solve the crime

Went missing after she left for
work: How the murder took place

MUMBAI, MAY 27

The Kirti Vyas (27) murder case,
in which two individuals were
convicted by the sessions court
on Monday, was a challenging
puzzle for investigating officers.
However, a stroke of luck in the
form of a bloodstain found in the
boot of a car belonging to Vyas'
colleague at B Blunt provided a
crucial breakthrough that
cracked the case open.

Vyas' female colleague and
another colleague Siddhesh
Tamhankar, were convicted in
connection with the case. While
the police had been keeping a
close watch on the duo since
Vyas disappeared, concrete evi-
dence eluded them until a foren-
sic report provided the neces-
sary proof.

An officer said they were
sweeping through the CCTV
footage from the female col-
league's building compound
where her car—in which Vyas
was murdered—was parked. "On
the day of the murder, she
parked her car in her building
compound with Vyas' body ly-
ingin the boot. A few hours later,
she took the car out again and re-
turned a while later. This time,
however, the car appeared to
have been washed which made
us suspicious,” said an IPS officer
who oversaw the probe.

Realising the significance of
this observation, the officer in-
structed the team to seize the car
from the building and promptly

send it to the Kalina forensic lab
forathorough examination. The
subsequent discovery of a blood-
stain in the boot of the car pro-
vided the first glimmer of hope
in the investigation.

The next challenge was to ob-
tain DNA samples from the Vyas
family without alerting them, as
they clung to the hope that she
may still be alive. Employing a
fabricated story, the police suc-
cessfully obtained a sample from
Vyas' mother.

"The DNA from the blood-
stain in the car matched with
that of Kirti's mother, conclu-
sively indicating that Kirti's
body had been present in the
boot," the officer explained.
"This breakthrough paved the
way for the arrest of the sus-
pects.”

The then DCP Dilip Sawant
said, " am happy our effort paid
off and the duo were convicted
even though Kirti's body was
not found. The sequence of
events—from the duo picking
up Kirti from her residence on
the day she went missing, the
DNA test, the fact that
Tamhankar was to be fired on
that day—all fit in well to prove
the murder," Sawant said.

Sanjay Saxena, the then joint
commissioner (crime) said,
"Our team's scientific and pro-
fessional probe helped gather
strong evidence and solve the
case. Apart from our officers,
credit is also due to the legal
staff during the trials which
helped prove the case in the
court of law."

ON MARCH 16, 2018, 28-year-
old Kirti Vyas, a finance manager
at BBlunt salon in Andheri, set off
for work around 8.50 am from
her residence in South Mumbai.
She was supposed to take the
9.11 am train from Grant Road to
Andheri in the western suburbs.

That was the last day Kirti's
family members saw her. Six
years after she went missing, two
of Kirti's colleagues were con-
victed Monday for murdering her.
On March 16,2018, around 11.30
am, Kirti’s mother attempted to
contact her to know the WiFi
password of their home Internet
connection, to shareit witharel-
ative. However, Kirti's phone was
switched off. Assuming she was
busy at work, Kirti’s mother did
not call her again.

When Kirti did not return
home by the usual time, her fam-
ily attempted to reach her, but
both her phone numbers re-
mained unreachable. They con-
tacted her HR Manager at B-
Blunt, who confirmed that Kirti
had not reported to work that day.

In a bid to aid the family,
Kirti’'s manager enlisted the help
of two colleagues, one of whom
was Siddhesh Tamhankar, Kirti's
junior at B-Blunt.

The following day, the two
colleagues visited Grant Road
railway station to inquire if any
regular commuters had seen
Kirti. Simultaneously, the police
began reviewing CCTV footage
for clues. However, Kirti was not
spotted at Grant Road or Andheri
railway stations, and the build-
ing’s CCTV indicated she had left
around 8:55 a.m.

Kirti,a qualified chartered ac-
countant and law graduate, had
joined B-Blunt's accounts de-
partment in 2012. B-Blunt, co-
founded by Adhuna Bhabani, a
celebrity hair stylist and former
wife of actor-producer-director
Farhan Akhtar, requested Akhtar
and other celebrities to utilise so-
cial media in the quest for infor-
mation on Kirti.

Later, Tamhankar disclosed a
crucial detail to his colleagues
and to the police about the day
Kirti went missing.

He claimed that he and an-
other female colleague were en
route to South Mumbai that day
and offered Kirti a lift to work,

which she initially accepted but
later declined, expressing con-
cern about traffic delays. When
questioned by police about the
delay in revealing this informa-
tion, Tamhankar cited his rela-
tionship with the colleague, who
was married, as the reason for
his silence.

The police alleged that Kirti
had reprimanded Tamhankar at
work for accounting errors and
issued a warning, sparking sus-
picion. However, lacking con-
crete  evidence  against
Tamhankar, the police continued
their investigation for 50 days.

On May 6, 2018, the police
claimed a breakthrough when a
blood stain discovered in the car
driven by the female accused
matched Kirti’s parents’' DNA.
Subsequently, Tamhankar and the
female colleague were arrested.

The police asserted that the
pair engaged in a confrontation
with Kirti after picking her up
near her residence on March 16,
2018, resulting in her strangula-
tion and subsequent disposal of
her body in a creek in Wadala.

Despite extensive search ef-
forts using drones, local fisher-
men, and other means, no
trace of Kirti was found. The
police alleged that the accused
were aware of tidal move-
ments, preventing the body
from resurfacing.
