FDCA raids: 800 MT of adulterated
food items seized in last 30 days

IN RAIDS carried out during the
last 30 days, the Gujarat Food
and Drug Control
Administration (FDCA) has
"seized or destroyed" over 800
metric tonne of suspected adul-
terated food items.

Hemant G Koshia,
Commissioner of Gujarat FDCA,
told The Indian Express: "In the
last one month, we have con-
ducted more than 1,700 raids on
various entities that are into food
retailing business. We have col-
lected more than 1,700 samples
and seized or destroyed 800
metric tonne of food samples
suspected to be adulterat

having annual turnover of less
than Rs 12 lakh. Most of the
seizures that have happened are
from fly-by-night operators. We
have closed the shops wherever
suspected food items were
seized," he added.

Adulterated items, including
spices and condiments, and
those used in making sweets and
farsan were among the items
seized.

The FDCA teams on Thursday
seized 1,863 kg of ghee and edi-
bleoil from Suratand Valsad. The
items, suspected to be adulter-
ated, were seized from
ShivShakti Oil Mill and Agro
Foods in Vapi. Suspected adul-
terated ghee was seized from 24
Carat Mithai Magic in Surat.
Koshia said the FDCA has 22 mo-
bile units that can conduct food
surveillance.
