According to the numbers
on the Election Commission’s
website at the time of going to
press, the BJP-IPFT won 33
seats in the 60-member
Tripura assembly, while the
BJP-NDPP won the same
number of seats in Nagaland
to see its Chief Minister
Neiphiu Rio return to power
fora record fifth term.

In Meghalaya, meanwhile,
the ruling National People’s
Party (NPP) emerged as the
single-largest party, winning
26 of the 59 seats that went to
polls on February 27 the
Election Commission said.
However, it fell short of gain-
ing a majority in the 60-mem-
ber assembly, even as Assam
Chief Minister Himanta Biswa
Sarma said his Meghalaya
counterpart Conrad K Sangma
had sought the support of
Union Home  Minister
Amit Shahin forming the new
government.

The BJP, which had
brought star campaigners,
including Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, party chief J
P Nadda and Shah, managed
to win only two seats. The
United Democratic Party
(UDP), which was NPP’s allyin
the Sangma government,
emerged the second-largest
party with wins in11 seats. The
Congress and the Mamata
Banerjee-led Trinamul Cong-
ress (TMC) won five seatseach.

In Tripura, the Tipra
Motha, formed by former

Though the coalition of the
BJP and the Indigenous
People’s Front of Tripura
(IPFT) returned to power for a
second time, both parties
secured fewer seats when
compared to their perform-
ance in 2018, mainly as Tipra
Motha did well in the tribal
hinterland. The saffron party
contested in 55 seats and won
32, three less than in 2018. The
Communist Party of India
(Marxist), which lost power in
2018 after ruling the state for
25 years, won 11 of the 47 seats
it contested in, with a vote
share of 24.62 per cent.

In Nagaland, Neiphiu Rio
broke the record of veteran
leader S C Jamir, who helmed
the state thrice. The Natio-
nalist Democratic Progressive
Party won 21 seats while the
BJP got 12 seats, the EC said.

The only book on the table in Andhra
Pradesh Chief Minister Y S Jagan Mohan
Reddy’s office was A Silent Revolution: The
Journey ofthe Srinivasan Services Trust by
Snigdha Parupudi.

But, talking to Business Standard atthe
chief minister’s camp office at Tadepalle
in Vijayawada, Reddy was focused on a
‘silent revolution’ to take his state forward
in social, economic, and industrial param-
eters. “My state is proactive and I can
assure comfort for theinvestors.I am bet-
ting big on port-based industries,” Reddy
said, when asked about his expectations
from the two-day global investors summit,
which begins on Friday in the port city of
Visakhapatnam. Over 8,000 delegates
from across the world, including top indu-
stry players, are expected to be part of it.

“As a sop, what they contribute in the
form of taxes can be reimbursed by us.
However, the most important attraction
of ourstate is that we can bring in ease of
doing business for them. We are provid-
ingall the necessary clearances within 21
days in a single-desk set up, too. There is
a high level of transparency,” Reddy,
dressed in his signature white shirt and
cream pants, added. The state is credited
to becoming number one in the Ease of
Doing Business ranking by the Centre for
the past three years.

The ranking is based on opinion col-
lected from the industry and according to
the chief minister it speaks “volumes
about how industry istreated in the state”.
Another positive that isbeing played upis
Andhra Pradesh’s double-digit gross state
domestic product (GSDP) growth rate,
which in 2021-22 was the highest in the
country at 1143 per cent. The CM said the
state had alreadyreceived confirmation of
participation from industry bigwigs like
Mukesh Ambani, K M Birla, Karan Adani,
Sanjiv Bajaj, Sajjan Jindal, Naveen Jindal,
and many more.

When asked about the state’s rising
debtburden, Reddysaid the debts are well
