The Company is monitoring the situation closely and the overall impact on the business of the Company will depend on
future developments which cannot be reliably predicted.
Given the uncertainty of quick turnaround to normalcy, post lifting of the lock down, the Company has carried out a comprehensive assessment of possible impact on its business
operations, financial assets, contractual obligations and its overall liquidity position, based on the internal and external sources of information and application of reasonable
estimates. The Company does not foresee any significant incremental risk to the recoverability of its assets or in its ability to meet its financial obligations over the foreseeable
future, given early and required steps taken to contain, protect and mitigate the exposure.
Pursuant to the relaxed guidelines, the Company has resumed its manufacturing operations as allowed in keeping with Government advisories. Since the situations are continuously
evolving, the impact assessed may be different from the estimates made as at the date of approval of these financial results and management will continue to monitor any material
changes arising due to the impact of this pandemic on financial and operational performance of the Company and take necessary measures to address the situation.
