3. Qualified Conclusion

4. Basis for Qualified Conclusion 

The Company has availed secured loans of Rs. 9945 lakhs from Assets 
Reconstruction. Companies (the ‘lenders’) and as per the terms of 

agreements, is to allot Equity Shares in lieu of additional interest 
(other than and in addition to normal interest) of Rs. 759 lakhs 

computed on Net Present Value basis (NPV) subject to statutory 

approvals. The Company has not been able to obtain requisite 
approvals from the competent authorities and matter is now pending 

disposal in appeal before the Hon’ble Securities Tribunal Mumbai. The 
Company considering that in the event, it is unable to allot the 
requisite Equity Shares to lenders in terms of existing agreements, 
then the terms may undergo a change and this raises uncertainty in 

the mode of payment / quantum of interest, and therefore no 
provision towards the said interest has been made and the same will 

be accounted for in the period the matter is decided / settled, as 
described in note A.3 to these financial results. Non accounting / 
provision of the interest has resulted in the non-compliance of the Ind 

AS and inconsistency in the application of the accounting policies of 

the Company, and in the presence of uncertainty in the mode of 
payment / quantum of interest, it is not practicable to quantify its 
financial effects on these financial results.
