be made from 
the Airport to 
Rajbhawan

Over 1000 traffic cops will be 
deployed for ensuring smooth 
traffic movement and provid-
ing safe passage to the VVIP 
and VIP fleets in the city dur-
ing the two-day Global Inves-
tor Summit. Traffic police are 
making foolproof arrange-
ments as Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi will be chairing 
the summit along with partici-
pation of Minister of Home Af-
fairs Amit Shah, Industrialist 
Mukesh Ambani along with 
delegations from across the 
globe. 

While traffic officials are 
still to finalise the traffic plan, 
the routes for movement of 
VIPs and other guests have 
been decided. Moreover, traf-
fic officials will also ensure 
that the VIP movements make 
least impact on usual traffic 
and daily commuters. 

Traffic officials said that at 
present 450 traffic cops are 
handling the traffic movement 
in the city. However, deploy-
ment of an additional force of 
around 600 traffic cops will be 
made during the summit for 
enforcing traffic diversions 
and keeping the city free of 
traffic chaos. 

On the arrival of the Prime 
Minister on February 23, a 

VVIP route will be made from 
the Airport to Rajbhawan as 
per the Prime Minister’s pro-
tocol. Some routes will be 
closed and diversions will be 
in place for movement of the 
PM's fleet. A route inside the 
city and bypass will be used 
for movement of usual traffic 
on the occasion. However, the 
diversion plans will be pro-
vided in advance and it will be 
ensured that citizens do not 
face problems in their daily 
movement, officials added. 

Moreover, traffic officials 
along with concerned depart-
ments are also removing en-
croachments on the concerned 
routes and left turns for free 
movement of vehicles. 
Parking  
arrangements for 
2400 vehicles 

Parking arrangements have 
been made at eight strategic 
locations for 2400 vehicles that 
will be used for movement of 
VIPs, delegations and other 
guests. Parking lots have been 
made at Regional College, 
Smart City parking, 
Bhadbhada Radio Office, Sair 
Sapata, Ashoka Hotel, Tagore 
Hostel and two other places. 

Additional force has 
been demanded for 
enforcement of traffic 
plans and movement of 
VVIPs and other guests 
during the GIS. Over 
1000 traffic cops will 
be deployed to maintain 
traffic arrangements in 
the city.

Over 1000 traffic cops to ensure

Investors from Mumbai are 
making substantial land in-
vestments in Bhopal, par-
ticularly in the Sewaniya 
Gond area, signalling a 
growing trend of land specu-
lation in the city's outskirts. 

Builders and developers 
have also increasingly fo-
cused their attention on the 
outskirts, marking the 
emergence of new land 
sharks in Bhopal. 

According to district ad-
ministration revenue rec-
ords, Mumbai-based 
investor Rohini Devi Freder-
ick has acquired an impres-
sive amount of land in the 
Sewaniya Gond (Suraj 
Nagar) region, totalling 
around 35 hectares across 18 
different khasra numbers. 
The records indicate land 
acquisitions across various 
khasra numbers, including 1 
hectare in Khasra number 
43, 6.5 hectares in Khasra 
number 45, 4 hectares in 
Khasra number 47, 3.5 hec-
tares in Khasra number 52, 
4 hectares in Khasra 
number 53, 2.5 hectares in 
Khasra number 54, 5.7 hec-
tares in Khasra number 57, 
0.8 hectares in Khasra 

number 59, 0.88 hectares in 
Khasra number 60, 1.17 hec-
tares in Khasra number 62, 
3.3 hectares in Khasra 
number 108, 2.1 hectares in 
Khasra number 107, and 
over 1 hectare in Khasra 
number 106/1. 

Social activist Amitabh 
Agnihotri expressed con-
cern over the scale of in-
vestment, stating that the 
sheer volume of land hold-
ings in multiple khasra 
numbers under one per-
son’s name in Bhopal’s out-
skirts calls for investigation.  

He said, “Such large-scale 
investments from a single 
person in the outskirts of 
Bhopal demand thorough 
scrutiny from the administra-
tion. The authorities should 
investigate the status of such 
investors from Mumbai.” 

Tehsildar (TT Nagar) 
Kunal Rao said that the dis-
trict administration is ac-
tively reviewing the records 
and working to verify the de-
tails.  

“Our team is already 
working to update the rev-
enue department’s records 
and we will carry out a 
khasra-wise investigation in 
Sewaniya Gond to ensure 
the legitimacy of these land 
acquisitions,” he said. 

Mumbai investors 
making big land bets 
in city outskirts

Officials reviewing security arrangements ahead of the GIS summit on Thursday

Major roadside redevel-
opment projects are under-
way in over 15 areas of the 
city ahead of the Global In-
vestors’ Summit (GIS) 2025, 
and experts are raising con-
cerns about the quality and 
longevity of the work. They 
say the installation of paver 
blocks at many sites does 
not conform to standard 
architectural guidelines. 

Among the key roads 
undergoing redevelopment 
are the Raj Bhawan Road, 

the Jail Road, the Chunab-
hatti Square, the Polytechnic 
Square, the Link Road-1, and 
the New Market Road 
where paver blocks are 
being installed. However, in 
several areas, including near 
Raj Bhawan and the district 
jail, these blocks are being 
laid over a concrete base, 
which goes against the con-
struction norms. 

Additionally, edge pavers 
block , which are crucial in 
securing paver blocks by 
locking the edges, are not 
being put at multiple sites. 
Instead, the blocks are being 

held together merely with 
concrete around the edges, 
which, experts say, can com-
promise durability. 

Savita Raje, Chairperson 
of the Indian Society of 
Landscape Architects, said 
to Free Press, “Paver blocks 
should never be installed 
over a concrete base and 
must have proper edge 
members for structural in-
tegrity.” She added that the 
blocks should be 10-12 cen-
timetres above the road 
level and they are not suit-
able for heavy vehicle move-
ment. 

‘Edge block not 
significant 
requirement’ 
The Public Works Depart-
ment (PWD) is overseeing 
paver block installation in 
nine areas, PWD Chief En-
gineer Sanjay Maske told 
Free Press. However, down-
playing the necessity of edge 
pavers block , he said they 
were not a significant 
requirement. Reacting to 
these concerns, Bhopal 
Mayor Malti Rai assured that 
she would look into the on-
going construction work to 
ensure proper execution and 
adherence to standards.

Sharma, accomplices 
remain tight-lipped

The Enforcement Directorate 
(ED) has failed to unravel the 
mystery behind 52kg gold 
and Rs 11 crore found in an 
abandoned car at Mendori in 
Bhopal. 

It happened after the ef-
forts of Special Establishment 
Police (SPE) of Lokayukta to 
find the culprits associated 
with the gold and cash came 
to naught. Former constable 
of the Transport Department 
Saurabh Sharma and his co-
horts, Chetan and Sharad, re-
mained tight-lipped about it.  

According to sources, 
when the ED sleuths quizzed 

the trio, they said they had 
nothing to do with the gold 
and cash. 

Sharma said because he 
had been out of Bhopal, he 
had barely any idea about the 
place from where the gold 
and cash were smuggled into 
the city. 

Sharma, however, said the 
car belonged to Chetan, but 
he knew nothing about the 
gold and cash found in it. 

Similarly, both Chetan and 
Sharad denied having any 
idea about the gold and cash.  

The probe agencies re-
mained unsuccessful in de-
tecting the person who had 
parked the car on a vacant 
plot of land at Mendori. The 
car loaded with gold and cash 
was found on the night of De-
cember 19. Two months have 
passed since the incident 
took place, but the agencies 
have yet to lay their hands on 
facts.  

Although CCTV footage of 
the car going towards Men-
dori has come to light, the 
mystery behind the gold and 
cash remains unsolved.  

According to sources, after 
the end of ED remand, the I-
T sleuths, too, may quiz 
Sharma and his accomplices 
about it.

Their silence over the 
issue has created a  
problem for the probe 
agencies. According to 
sources, the agencies are 
trying to find their mobile 
phone locations on the day 
when raids were con-
ducted on Sharma’s resi-
dential premises.
