1.  Pursuant to Section 102 of the Act, an Explanatory Statement setting out material facts and reasons for the proposed Special 
Businesses are appended to the notice.  

2.  The Notice is being electronically sent to all the Members of the Company, whose name appear on the Register of 
Members/List of Beneficial Owners, as received from National Security Depository Limited (NSDL) / Central Depository Services 
(India) Limited (CDSL) on February 23, 2024 and who have registered their email addresses with the Company and/or with the 
Depositories.
