A much stronger second wave of COVID-19 infections hit the country subsequent to March 31, 2021
and may result in the future income from investments and the valuations of investee Companies being affected. The Company has made a detailed assessment of its liquidity position as at the date of approval of these financial
results for the next one year and of the recoverability and carrying values of its assets including property, plant & equipment, investments and other assets as at the balance sheet date and has concluded that there are no material
adjustments required in the financial results. The Management beligves that it has taken into account all the public possible impact of known events and economic forecasts based on internal and external souces of information
arising from the COVID-19 pandemic while making such assessment in the preparation of these financial results.
