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The incremental credit­deposit
(C­D) ratio of scheduled banks
declined in the fi�nancial year so
far,  as  incremental  deposit  ac­
cumulation  has  been  almost
two  times  the  credit
disbursement.

The  incremental  C­D  ratio
since  March­end  till  June  2,
2023, declined to 50.24 per cent
against  95.17  per  cent  in  the
year­ago period (March­end to
June 3, 2022).

“In the case of banks, it could
imply that there will be a rise in
non­performing  assets  when
the  economic  cycle  reverses.
This  ratio  serves  as  a  useful
measure to understand the sys­
temic risks in the economy,” ac­
cording to the RBI.

DEPOSIT ACCUMULATION

Deposit  accumulation  of
scheduled  banks  at  ₹�6,65,238
crore in the fi�nancial year so far
was  almost  2.5  times  the  year
ago  period’s  accumulation  (of
₹�2,63,819 crore)

The robust deposit accumu­
lation  comes  against  the  back­
drop of higher interest rates be­
ing  off�ered  by  banks  on  term
(time)  deposits  and  ₹�2,000

bank  notes  being  returned  to
banks  by  the  public  as  RBI  is
withdrawing  them  from  circu­
lation in view of these notes not
being  commonly  used  for
transactions  and  in  pursuance
of its “Clean Note Policy.”

CREDIT DISBURSEMENT

Credit disbursement by sched­
uled banks at ₹�3,34,272 crore in
the  fi�nancial  year  so  far  was
about  1.33  times  the  year­ago
period’s  disbursement  (of
₹�2,51,099 crore).

Banks seem to be witnessing
relatively healthy credit growth
in sectors such as services, per­
sonal loans, agriculture and al­
lied  activities,  and  large  in­
dustry,  going  by  the  RBI’s
sectoral  deployment  of  bank
credit data for April 2023.

In  a  recent  NABARD  Re­
search and Policy paper, Dennis
Rajakumar,  Director,  EPW  Re­
search  Foundation,  said:  “The
credit (lending) to deposit ratio
reveals the role of banks in ‘pro­
moting productive sectors and
contributing  to  economic
growth’ (RBI, Report on Trends
and Progress of Banking in In­
dia 2003­04: 63), and so a higher
CD ratio implies greater credit
orientation of banks. 

“The  CD  ratio  informs  the
extent  of  banks  credit  in  rela­
tion  to  deposits.  The  CD  ratio
could  vary  depending  upon
monetary policies. If the CD ra­
tio  remains  unchanged,  it
means the credit expansion has
kept  pace  with  deposit
mobilisation.”

CARE Ratings, in a note, ob­
served that credit demand was
lower  at  the  beginning  of  the
fi�scal  year,  hence  pressure  on
deposit rates has eased. The rise
in rates seems to have been ar­
rested  for  now,  at  the  end  of
May. The trajectory of rates on
the deposit side will be shaped
by  the  pace  of  credit  off�take;
hence,  we  would  need  to  ob­
serve  the  rate movement  over
the coming months to conclude
if the rates have peaked or if fur­
ther  increases  will  continue,”
per the note.

Incremental credit­deposit ratio 
of banks declines to 50.24 per cent

Comptroller  and  Auditor
General  of  India  (CAG)  Gir­
ish  Chandra  Murmu  sees
scope for devising a common
international  framework  for
audit of Artifi�cial Intelligence
(AI),  which  has  captured  the
imagination  of  the  world  in
numerous  ways,  revolution­
ising  various  industries  and
transforming the daily lives. 

Putting in place a common
global  audit  standard  after
the  Supreme  Audit  Institu­
tions  (SAI)  of  G20  countries
collaborate  and  build  con­
sensus  on  a  set  of  common
parameters  can  help  the
member  countries  approach
the  use  of  AI  technology  in  a
coherent  manner,  Murmu
said at the end of SAI20 Sum­
mit held recently at Goa. 

Asked if time has come for
SAI20  countries  to  come  to­
gether  to  frame  a  global
auditing  standard  of  AI,
Murmu  said  that  at  the  apex

level  there  are  already  inter­
national  auditing  standards
on various other issues. 

‘EXPERIENCE SHARING’

“We  already  have  common
framework  in  the  form  of
global  auditing  standards  on
various areas. But even on the
area of AI, there can be scope
for  a  common  global  frame­
work,” Murmu said.

Noting that SAI20 is a ma­
jor forum representing 85 per
cent  of  the  Global  GDP,
Murmu  said  this  platform

was  currently  collaborating
and doing experience sharing
on AI.

“Once  we  come  out  with
some kind of collaboration or
experience  sharing,  certain
common  parameters  will
come out. Once the common
parameters  are  out,  we  can
then perhaps come up with a
global guide on that (audit of
AI)”, he added.

Policymakers  everywhere
from Washington to Brussels
to  Beijing  are  now  grappling
with the advancements of AI

and  racing  to  control  this
transformative technology.

European Union this week
took  a  major  step  towards
regulating  AI.  The  European
Parliament passed a draft law
by  the  name  A.I.  Act,  which
seeks  to  introduce  new  re­
strictions  on  AI’s  riskiest
uses. This was the fi�rst step of
law making with the fi�nal ver­
sion  expected  by  the  later
part of this year.

Meanwhile,  Murmu  made
it  clear  that  CAG  is  con­
cerned  only  about  audit  and
does not deal in policy side or
regulatory  side  of  AI.  This
was  something  that  nations
have  to  decide,  he  noted.
Murmu  noted  some  regulat­
ory  changes  may  be  required
in India on AI, but none what­
soever for the Blue economy.
He, however, noted that some
standardised audit guidelines
are  required  for  blue
economy.

For such investors the is­
sue  price  of  gold  bond  will
be  ₹�5,876  per  gm  of  gold,  it
added.

The  UK  government  has  an­
nounced  the  removal  of  up  to
4 per cent countervailing tariff�
on  stainless  steel  bars  and
rods imported from India due
to  a  perceived  low  impact  on
local suppliers.

The  UK’s  Trade  Remedies
Authority  (TRA)  said  on
Thursday that its recommend­
ation  that  the  countervailing
measure  on  imports  of  stain­
less  steel  bars  and  rods  from
India  be  revoked  has  been
agreed by the government.

TO OFFSET IMPORTS

Countervailing  measures  are
put  in  place  to  off�set  imports
being sold at unfair prices due
to  government  subsidies  in
their country of origin.

They are one of three types
of  trade  remedies  that  are  al­
lowed  under  World  Trade  Or­
ganization (WTO) rules.

The TRA concluded that al­
though  subsidised  imports
would  continue  from  India  if
the  countervailing  measure
were  no  longer  applied,  it  is
unlikely  that  the  UK  industry
would  be  injured  if  the  meas­
ure was no longer in place.

‘LOW RISK’

Trade  association  UK  Steel
said  there  is  “minimal  supply

to  the  UK  market  of  stainless
bars and rods by UK producers
and  therefore  very  low  risk  of
injury  resulting  from  the  re­
moval of the measure”.

According to offi�cial statist­
ics,  in  2022  India  accounted
for  the  UK’s  third  biggest
source  of  stainless  steel  bars
and rods in tonnage.

The  measure  meant  that
importers  were  required  to

pay  a  tariff�  of  0  to  4  per  cent.
However, the TRA’s investiga­
tion  found  that  neither  do­
mestic and international mar­
ket  conditions  or  historic
injury  data  suggested  that  in­
jury  to  UK  producers  would
occur  if  the  measure  were
revoked.

“Therefore,  while  the  TRA
concluded  UK  producers
would  not  be  harmed  by  re­
voking  the  measure,  doing  so
would help to ensure compet­
itively­priced  imports  from
India continue,” the TRA said.

Stainless  Steel  bars  and
rods  are  used  across  various
industries, including the auto­
motive,  aerospace  and  food
processing industries.

The  bars  and  rods  can
either  be  used  as  a  specifi�c
component  in  a  larger
product, for example as a pro­
peller shaft, or they can be fur­
ther  worked  into  other  stain­
less­steel  products,  for
example,  precision
components.
