THE DEFENCE ACQUISITION
Council (DAC) on Friday cleared
aseries of big-ticket procure-
mentsworth 84,560 crore for
thearmed forces including 15
maritime reconnaissance and
multi-mission maritime air-
craftforthe Navyand the Coast
Guard as well as six flight refu-
eller aircraft for the IAF and
new generation anti-tank
mines for the Army.

The DAC, headed by
defence minister Rajnath
Singh,isamong the top bodies
for clearing major capital
acquisitions for defence. The
Acceptance of Necessity (AoN)
is the first step in the long
defence procurement process.
The grant of AoN does not
always lead toa final order.

Sources said these 15 mar-
itime reconnaissance aircraft
will be the marine versions of
the C-295 medium lift tactical
aircraft inducted by the IAF
lastyear.Of the 15,ninewill be
for the Navy and six for the
Coast Guard.

A senior official said that
onceinducted, theaircraftwill
be a major addition to the
existing P-81 maritime sur-
veillance aircraft used by the
forces for surveillance patrols
and interdiction, and will sig-
nificantly augment the capa-
bility of the forces.

According to an offi-
cial statement, these will have
seismic sensors and provision
of remote deactivation with
additional safety features.

Toenhance the operational
efficiency and domination in
the tactical battle area for
engaging targets that are
beyond theline of sight by the
Army’s mechanised forces,
AoNs were also granted for
procurement of canister
launched anti-armour loiter
munition system and air
defencetactical control radars
to strengthen the existing air
defence systems of the Army,
especially capabilities to
detect slow,smalland low-fly-
ing targets as well as surveil-
lance, detection and tracking
of different targets.

The DAC also approved
amendments to the Defence
Acquisition Procedure (DAP)
2020 dealingwithbenchmark-
ingand cost computation, pay-
ment schedule, procurement
quantity etc.

HC dismisses plea
by digital startup
body against CCI

New Delhi, February 16

THE DELHI HIGH Court has
dismissed the petitions filed by
Alliance of Digital India Foun-
dation (ADIF) and the Indian
Broadcasting and Digital
Foundation (IBDF) against
CCP’s inaction on Google since
July 2023,

The courtsaid thatsince CCI
isgoingtohearthe pleasagainst
Googleon February 21, the peti-
tions have turned invalid.

Recently,ADIF,abody of dig-
ital start-ups, and IBDF have
gone to the court against CCI
who they claim to have been
delaying an interim relief to
them from the Google’s new
billing system—User Choice
Billing (UCB)—which asks for
hefty commissions from the
app developers.

Experts said that by not
passing an interim order, the
CClhasoverlookedits ownrules
that safeguard the interest of
parties affected by anti-com-
petitive practices.

For instance, section 33 of
the Competition Act gives
power to the watchdog to pass
an interim relief if it’s prima
faciesatisfied with the merits of
theapplication.

Though CCI might still not
passaninterim order,affected
parties need to makea strong
case that if the interim relief
is not provided, they can suf-
fer an irreparable loss. ADIF
has already made it clear that
startups will not be able to
recoup lossesif CCI fails toact
on the plea.

In his record 15th budget
speechasfinance ministerand
second underthe present Con-
gress regime, Siddaramaiah
proposed torevise the taxslabs
for Indian Made Liquor (TML)
and beer,in order torationalise
themand make them compet-
itive with similar products of
neighbouring states.

The total outlay of the bud-
get for 2024-25 is pegged at
%3,71,383 crore,with borrow-
ings this year crossing the I1-
trillion mark.

Siddaramaiah said though
he has presented a revenue
deficit budget (with deficit
pegged at ¥27,354 crore), he
has increased the budgetary
allocation for welfare pro-
grammes to¥1,20,373 crore.

“FurtherT havesuccessfully
ensured fiscal consolidation by
keeping the fiscal deficit
within 3% of GSDP and total
outstanding liabilities within
25% of GSDP,” he said, as he
also expressed confidence in
achieving revenue surplus
afterthe next twoyears.

However, the budget pre-
sentation was interrupted by
sloganeering and a walkout by
members of the Opposition.

Govt hikes FCI capital
by 110% to 321,000 cr

New Delhi, February 16

THE GOVERNMENT HAS

increased theauthorised capital
of the Food Corporation of India
(FCI) by 110%t0¥21,000 crore
from ¥10,000 crore. The move
isinsyncwith thepolicy of min-
imising borrowings by the cor-
poration, throughwhich closeto
70% ofthefood subsidy budget
isrouted.

While the food subsidy is
essentially the difference
between the economiccosts of
the National Food Security Act
grains forthegovernmentand
the issue (retail) prices to the
beneficiary consumers, the
loss-making operations are
undertaken by FCIand other
government agencies.

These operations are
funded out of budget, but
sometimes,delaysin release of
budgetary funds necessitate
FCI to  borrow from
market/NSSF to continue the
operations ~ without any
disruptions. The interest on
these loans adds to the food
subsidy expenditure.

However, in recent years,
the FCT’s debt has been almost
fully paid off, and its fresh
borrowings are limited, in a
bid to curb the food subsidy
expenditure.

Open market sales of grains
procuredat MSPby the FClalso
helps reduce its losses, and
contain the food subsidy,
although the practice is of
keeping high buffers.

According to a food min-
istry notification on Friday, the
