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Youth found hanging from tree

PIONEER NEWS SERVICE B KANPUR

Ayouth was found hanging
froma tree in the jungle on
the outskirts of Narayanpur vil-
lage in Maharajpur police area
on Tuesday morning. The
police brought the body down
and with the help of forensic
team, collected evidence. The
deceased had returned to the
village from Gujarat only three
days ago. A probe is on to
ascertain whether it is a case
murder or suicide case. The vil-
lagers said the youth was upset
due to some loan taken by him.
He was identified as Srikesh
(20), youngest son of the
farmer Badlu Paswan of
Narayanpur, Maharajpur. He
was found hanging from a tree
situated. Badlu Paswan said
Srikesh had gone from the
house on Monday night with-
out informing the family mem-
bers. He failed to trace him in
the night and on Tuesday

morning the villagers informed
him about the body of Srikesh
hanging from a tree. Srikesh
was employed in a private firm
in Gujarat and had returned to
the village only three days ago.
As his employer had not paid
him anything Srikesh had pur-
chased a bike on loan. He was
upset due to his inability to pay
the loan instalment. Sunhala
outpost incharge Manoj Kumar
said investigation was on in the
matter. The kin did not submit
any complaint so far, he said.
Meanwhile a youth was
killed while two others, includ-
ing his wife, were seriously
injured when a speeding vehi-
cle knocked down their bike on
Kanpur-Etawah highway in
Auraiya on Tuesday morning.
The injured were admitted to
the district hospital where one
of them died. The two other
injured had been referred to the
UP University of Medical
Sciences, Saifai The incident

took place when they were
returning to Ajitmal from a
marriage ceremony in their
relation in Kuthaund, Jalaun. In
a bid to overtake the bike, an
unidentified vehicle knocked
them down near Karampur
village on the Kanpur-Etawah
highway. Ram Naresh Dohre
son of Gendalal of Khetupur,
Ajitmal, was returning with
wife Sushma and sister-in-law
Prema from Kuthaund on bike.
About 12 km away from the
house on Auraiya border, an
unidentified vehicle knocked
them down near Karampur
village and escaped. At the
district hospital, Ram Naresh
succumbed to his injury while
Sushma and Prema after the
first aid were referred to the UP
University of Medical Sciences,
Saifai. Sadar Kotwali SHO
Pankaj Mishra said a youth was
killed and two others were
injured in the mishap. The
damaged bike was recovered

from the spot, he said.

On the other hand, a
speeding unidentified vehicle
knocked down a bike in
Sachendi police station
area on Tuesday morning.
Chandni (18) and younger sis-
ter Roshni, daughters of Anil
Kumar of Bhool village,
Sachendi, had gone to Raipur
to attend a marriage function.
On Tuesday morning their rel-
ative Sumit (17) of Raipur was
goin%to drop both the sisters.
On the way near Kisan Nagar
petrol pump, a speedin
unidentified vehicle knocke
down their bike from behind.
In the incident, Chandni and
Sunit were killed on the spot

while Roshni was seriously

SHO Sachendi Shailendra
Singh said on the kin's com-
plaint, FIR had been lodged
and action was being taken up
in the matter.
