New Delhi, May 21
(IANS) Amid the surge in
unsolicited commercial
communications (UCC) or

ance requirements be-
tween telecom service
providers (TSPs) and oth-
er messaging platforms
providing similar commu-
nication services.

While the industry
continues to assist the
Department of Telecom-
munication (DoT), the
Telecom Regulatory Au-
thority of India (TRAI) and
the Department of Con-
sumer Affairs in address-
ing the spam calls and
SMSs menace, the top in-
dustry body said it looks
forward to progressive

action from the authori-
ties.

Under the TRAI's Tele-
com Commercial Com-
munication Customer
Preference Regulation
(TCCCPR) the industry
has developed various
modules, which have
been "reasonably suc-
cessful" considering the
noticeable decline in the
volume of spam originat-
ing from SMSs over the
last couple of years.

"However, UCC from
voice calls, is still an issue
that the regulator and
TSPs are working togeth-
er to address," said Lt
Gen Dr SP Kochhar, Di-
rector General, COAI.
