SpecialJudge(MP/MLAcourt)
AhsanullahKhanpronouncedthe
judgmenttwodaysafterholding
Gond,afirst-timeMLA,guiltyun-
der Sections 376 (rape) and506
(causing disappearance of evi-
dence and giving false informa-
tion)oftheIndianPenalCodeand
provisionsof thePOCSOAct.

With this, Gond,who isMLA
fromtheDuddhiconstituency in
Sonbhadra district, faces the
prospect of losing hismember-
ship from theUPAssembly. The
legislator,whowasoutonbail in
thecase,wasthentakenintocus-
todysoonafterhewasconvicted.

“On Friday, MLA Ramdular
was brought to the court amid
tightsecurity.Thecourtsentenced
him to 25 years imprisonment
andalsoimposedafineofRs10.5
lakh. The court directed to give
penalty amount to the com-
plainant,” said Special Public
Prosecutor (Sonbhadra) Satya
Prakash Tripathi. Ram Briksh
Tiwari,theMLA'slawyer,saidthey
would file an appeal against the

judgement.Accordingtothepros-
ecution,Gondcaughtthegirland
triedtosexuallyassaultherwhen
shehadgone to anearby field to
answernature’scallintheevening
onNovember4,2014.Onreturn-
ing home, the girl informedher
familyaboutherordeal.

“The victim told her family
Ramdular had rapedher several
times in thepast year by threat-
ening her,” the complainant's
lawyerVikasShakyasaid.During
thetrial,theprosecutionclaimed
that the girl was born in 1998,
while the MLA submitted her
school documents claiming she
wasbornin1994,saidTripathi.

The victim's family alleged
that in the last nine years, they
facedalotofpressureandintim-
idation fromtheMLAandhisas-
sociatestowithdrawthecase.The
complainant, now25, liveswith
herhusbandandin-laws.

But to his neighbours in the
BurrabazarareaofKolkatawhere
he lived in rented accommoda-
tion till last year, Jhawas a com-
pletelydifferentperson.

The 37-year-old also had a
rented apartment in Baguiati
wherehelivedwithhisfather.

Two Bills are listed today. On
Monday, three importantBills to

replace the IPC, theCrPCand the
EvidenceActwillbetakenup.We
want a detailed discussion.We
haveallotted15hours."

Amid demands from
Opposition leaders for a state-
ment in theHouse fromHome
Minister Amit Shah on the inci-
dent, Joshi said, “Both thebuild-
ings (Parliament) are under the
Speaker'spurview.Wearefollow-
ing the Speaker’s order.
