13 families from the brick kiln.Whereas, in 
Maduranthakam, the RDO rescued the 
bonded labourers during a regular 
inspection. During the inspection, the RDO 
found out that the labourers were exploited.

The labourers were rescued from the 
Ganapathy kiln at Poochi Athipedu village 
on the outskirts of Chennai.

The labourers were taken to the RDO office for 
a detailed inquiry. Their release certificates 
are yet to be issued.

Lufthansa, British 
Airways to pay Rs 65 
lakh to 60-year-old 
woman whose route 
was changed without 
her consent
Chandigarh The Consumer Redressal 

Commission of Chandigarh directed the 
Lufthansa German Airlines and British 
Airways to pay 65 lakh to a 60-year-old 
woman who was travelling from Delhi to 
San Francisco for causing mental 
harassment.As per the complaint filed by a 
Chandigarh resident named Harsharan Kaur 
Dhaliwal, the airlines re-rerouted the 
passenger's confirmed flights without her 
consent.The woman was also taken into 
custody by the Denmark Police and kept in 
detention as she was arbitrarily sent on a 
route for which she did not have a visa. The 
airlines did not even provide her with a 
transit visa, as per the complaint.The 
woman boarded her flight from San 
Francisco to Frankfurt. After boarding, she 
had to wait for 3 hours as the flight was 
delayed.Thereafter, she was asked to de-
board the flight and collect her luggage. 
During de-boarding, the senior citizen was 
not provided with a wheelchair to collect her 
luggage and was left with without any 
assistance by the Lufthansa Airlines, as per 
the complaint.Later, the Lufthansa Airlines 
re-routed her journey from San Francisco to 
New Delhi without informing her about the 
alteration. Here, she was given tickets from 
San Francisco to New Delhi via London 
through British Airways.As there was no 
connecting flight to New Delhi, she was 
made to board another flight which reached 
Copenhagen at night. As the woman was not 
provided with a transit visa, she was 
detained by the Airport Police at 
Copenhagen late night.Both the Airlines 
have been directed to pay a total 
compensation of Rs 65 lakh besides the 
legal expenses.
