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The urban administration 
and development depart-
ment is all set to table some 
important bills in the up-
coming Assembly session. 
They include Fire Safety 
Bill, Modern Tenancy Bill
and development of  public 
places through the public 
private partnership. 

Sources in the depart-
ment said the aforesaid 
bills would be tabled in the 
upcoming Assembly ses-
sion and on getting clear-
ance they would take the 
shape of  act. 

The Fire Safety Bill seeks 
to establish one fire and 
emergency service for the 
entire state, constitution 
and classification of  fire 
and appointment of  fire 
and emergency services, 
setting up of  the fire sta-

tions, auxiliary fire and 
emergency services etc. 

The bill also envisages for 
response to calls, operation 
management, preventive 
measures, penalties for vio-
lation of  duty and levy of  
fire tax etc. Fire officer will 
be appointed for every fire 
station. It also vouches for 

arrest of  the person who 
hinders the fire and emer-
gency service. 

So far, the state does not 
have its own fire safety act. 
The bill has been prepared 
by studying the fire safety 
act of  some big states of  
the country. 

This bill was prepared 

during the tenure of  the 
previous Shivraj govern-
ment, most importantly af-
ter the fire incidents that 
engulfed a part of  Hamidia 
Hospital and one hospital 
in Jabalpur. 

As far as the Modern 
Tenancy Bill is concerned 
then it is being brought to
protect the interests of  
both the house owner and 
the tenant. It vouches to 
have an agreement be-
tween both the parties, pe-
riod of  tenancy, eviction 
and recovery of  possession 
of  premises in case of  
death of  landlord, en-
hancement of  rent in case 
of  refusal by the tenant to 
vacate, refund of  advance 
rent by the landlord etc. It 
also proposes the estab-
lishment of  Rent 
Authority for redressal of  
various issues related to 
the tenancy issues.  
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In view of  the extreme heat prevailing 
across the state, Chief  Minister 
Mohan Yadav on Sunday appealed to 
the people to take measures to protect 
themselves from the scorching heat 
and heat stroke. 

“As of  now, spells of  extreme heat are 
prevailing and the threat of  heatwave 

exists. In such a 
condition, one
should step out of  
home only when 
necessary,” he 
said. He also ex-
horted people to 
provide water to 
the needy people. 

Water should be made available to 
birds and animals, he urged.

PROTECT YOURSELF FROM 
EXTREME HEAT, URGES CM

Campaign to conserve & revive 
water sources from June 5 

The CM said from June 5 (conservation day) till Ganga Dashmi festival 
(June 15), a campaign will be conducted for conservation and rejuvenation 
of  water resources in the state. During this period, cleanliness of  rivers, 
wells, ponds and step wells will be done and if  necessary then they will be 
dug up to increase water holding capacity. These activities will be 
conducted through public participation. This will help spread awareness 
on water resources. In urban and rural areas, public representatives will 
lead the campaign, while collectors will do the coordination work. He ap-
pealed to all social, government, non-government institutions and Jan Ab-
hiyan Parishad to participate in the campaign. He instructed that through 
public participation, water resources shall be identified and intense public 
awareness programmes for their conservation shall be conducted. During 
the period, religious programmes such as Kshipra Parikrama, Chunri Ut-
sav, religious activities near Narmada shall be conducted. The aim of  the 
conservation is to acquaint the present generation with the water struc-
tures available in the state. There are more than 212 rivers and rivers, step 
wells and wells, which play an important role in supplying water to the 
masses. A campaign will also be conducted for rain water harvesting.

Ashok Nagar, Gwalior, Da-
tia, Morena, Katni, Ja-
balpur, Narsinghpur, 

Sagar, Maihar and Damoh.  
Not only day, even nights

Six held for 
betting on IPL 

matches

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A joint team comprising the Shah-
pura, Habibganj and Ashoka Gar-
den police station personnel raided 
a building close to a private school 
in Bawadiya Kalan late on Sunday 
night and arrested six men for bet-
ting on IPL matches.

He, however, 
said the names of  the accused shall 
be revealed later. 

He went on to say that the police 
seized three registers, in which the
accused used to maintain the ac-
counts of  the money being placed 
on bets. On calculating the same, it 
was learnt that bets worth Rs 1 
crore were placed by them. The ac-
cused were being interrogated.
