retail onion pricesacrossall the
five regions in the last one

month. Although retail prices
have declined compared to
previousyear.

In May 2023, retail onion
inflation was down 5.48% on
year. However, the inflation for
kitchen bulbs had declined in
double digit numbers during
May,2023-April,2022.At pre-
sent,the governmenthas 0.14
million tonne (MT) onion
stock which was purchased
from the farmers a couple of
months back.

The government had pro-
cured 0.25 MT of onion for the
buffer stock in 2022-23
against 0.2 mt purchased in
the previousyear.

The onion stock was pro-
cured through farmers’ coop-
erative NAFED from farmers of
Maharashtra, Gujarat and
Madhya Pradesh.

Since the beginning of
2021,the government has not
imposed a ban on onion
exports which was the norm a
fewyears back.

“The extant export policy of

onions is free and only the
export of onion seed is
‘restricted’and that too is per-
mitted under authorisation
from DGFT,” the commerce
ministry has stated.

The estimated production
of onion during the 2022-23
crop year (July-June) is 31.01
MT against 31.7 MT reported
in the previous year. The out-
putofkitchenbulbswas 26.64
MTin 2020-21.

India is the biggest pro-
ducer of onion and Maharash-
tra, Madhya Pradesh, Kar-
nataka and Gujarat have more
than 80% share in the coun-
try’s production.

Rabi onion harvested dur-
ing April - June accounts for
around 65% of the country's
onion production and meets
the consumer’s demand till the
kharif crop is harvested from
October-November. Kharif
harvested onions are not
stored because of higher mois-
ture content thus entering the
market directly.

‘May take more than a year to
bring inflation down to 4%’

THE RESERVE BANK of India
(RBI) may take more than a
year to bring inflation down
to the 49% target, says mone-
tary policy committee's exter-
nal member Jayanth Varma.

However, Varma feels that
afaster glidepath will come at
the cost of growth.

“The current real repo rate
will in my opinion keep infla-
tion within the tolerance
band and graduallyalign it to
the 4% target,” Varma said in
an interaction with Finan-
cial Express.

“Inflation risk has moder-
ated considerably due to
lower crude oil and commod-
ity prices as well as the abat-
ing of supply chain disrup-

tions. Inflationary
expectations have come
down and are now well
anchored.”

India’s retail inflation has
fallen to a two-year low of
4.25% in May from 6.4% in
February aided by large
favourable base effects.

RBI has projected retail
inflation at 5.1% for 2023-
24 (April-March) with April-
June at 4.6%,July-September

| at 5.2%, October-December

at 5.4% and January-March
at 5.2%.

In 2021, the government
had mandated RBI to main-
tain retail inflation at 4%
with a margin of 2% on either

side for a fiveyear period end-
ing March 2026.

Going ahead, Varma
believes that inflation will
decline due to the lagged
effect of the rate hikes that
were undertaken during the
last year or so, supply side

measures by the government,
as well as the lagged effect of
declining wholesale prices.

However, he has acknowl-
edged that the process of
bringing inflation under con-
trolis still aworkin progress,
and that it would be “prema-
ture to declare victory” over
inflation at this point of time.

In its June monetary pol-
icy, the central bank’s mone-
tary policy committee left the
repo rate unchanged at 6.5%
and maintained the overall
stance at “withdrawal of
accommodation”

In the subsequent min-
utes to the policy, Varma
expressed reservations over
RBI’s persistence on the
‘withdrawal of accommoda-
tion’ stance as he feels that
this can have an adverse
impact on economic growth.

“There are a lot of things
that can go wrong (on
growth), and the MPC should
in my view keep a careful
watch on this. The biggest
concern is of course the
unfavourable global eco-
nomic and geopolitical envi-
ronment,” he said.

"The rate hikes over the
last year or so are working
their way through the econ-
omy, and this is suppressing
domesticdemand,"he added.

Varma also believes that
an excessively high real inter-
est rate could delay the
revival in private capital
expenditure.
