This means any pending
approval from the sectoral
regulator or ministries can be
taken up by foreign funds
through this window. Sources
said the Department of
Economic Affairs would track
the status of such proposals
every 14 days and help in
resolving them if there were
irritants.

At present, foreign direct
investment (FDI) proposals
take one-three months for
approval, depending on the
sector they fall in. With this,
the time frame for govern-
ment approval may be
reduced significantly, said a
senior government official
privy to the development.

“The government has been
working on various strategies
for a more proactive approach
to handhold investors, and
help them in getting approv-
als, which is otherwise cum-
bersome for those from
abroad,” the official said.
“Apart from this, liberalising
the FDI policy is being consid-
ered and an announcement
will be made in due course,”
he added.

Rajesh Gandhi, partner,
Deloitte India, said: “A special
window for approvals within
aquick timeframe should give
a boost to sovereign and pen-
sion funds and make it easy
for them to invest in India. It
is also suggested that the gov-
ernment could consider relax-
ing things like investment in
renewable energy and second-
ary purchases, permitting
funds to invest through hold-
ing companies, and bringing
clarity whether such benefits
will apply to investment by
private equity and mutual
funds.”

The move was prompted
by the surge of 11.3 per cent in
foreign capital inflows during
the first seven months of the
financial year, making India a
preferred destination among
global investors.

In FY21 (April-October),
FDI inflows stood at a record
high of $46.82 billion.

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Making all efforts to
extradite fugitive
Mallya: Centreto SC

The Centre on Monday told
the Supreme Court that it is
making all efforts to extradite
fugitive businessman Vijay
Mallya, accused in bank loan
default case of over 39,000
crore involving his defunct
Kingfisher Airlines from
United Kingdom, but the pro-
cess is being delayed to some
legal issues involved in the
matter.

A bench of Justices U U
Lalit and Ashok Bhushan
posted the matter for further
hearing on March 15, after
Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta sought some time to
file report on the status of
extradition of Mallya.

At the outset, Mehta
shared a letter of the Ministry
of External Affairs' official
Devesh Uttam written to him
on the status of extradition of
Mallya from the United
Kingdom.

The solicitor general stated

that Ministry of External
Affairs (MEA) has raised the
issue of extradition with the
UK government and the
Centre is making all serious
efforts to extradite Mallya.
He said that government is
trying its best but status
remains the same and from
political executive level to

administrative level the
matter is being looked into
repeatedly.

The Bench took the letter
on record.

Mallya, an accused in bank
loan default case of over Rs
9,000 crore involving his
defunct Kingfisher Airlines, is

in the UK since March 2016.
He is on bail on an extradition
warrant executed three years
ago by Scotland Yard on April
18, 2017.

The letter submitted by the
law officer stated that, “the
Ministry of External Affairs
has been informed by the UK
government that there is a
further legal issue that needs
resolving before Mallya can be
extradited”.

It said, “Under United
Kingdom law, extradition can-
not take place until it is
resolved. As it is judicial in
nature, the issue is confiden-
tial and you will understand
that Her Majesty's govern-
ment cannot provide any
more details. We also cannot
estimate how long this issue
will take to resolve. Her
Majesty's government fully
understands the importance
of this case to the government
of India. I can reassure that
Her Majesty's government is
seeking to deal with the issue
as quickly as possible”.
