PALLEKELE (Sri Lanka): 
Ishan Kishan and Hardik Pan- 
dya produced a wonderful res- 
cue act while Shaheen Shah 
Afridi bowled a fiery spell but 
rain forced India and Pakistan 
to split points in an Asia Cup 
match that had all the ingre- 
dients of a thrilling finish here 
on Saturday. 

Before the heavens opened 
up, India posted 266 all out in 
48.5 overs. 

Kishan (82 off 81 balls) and 
Pandya (87 oft 90 balls) milked 
138 runs for the fifth wicket 
stand off 141 balls to lift their 
side from 66 for 4 in 14.1 overs. 

The no result meant that 
Pakistan ended their Group A 
proceedings with 3 points, and 
it also assured them of a place 
in the Super Four of the tour- 
nament. India, who logged a 
point from their opening fix- 
ture, are expected to beat Nepal 
on Monday and progress to the 
Super Four. 

However, the match offered 
some bright points to both the 
teams before the soggy end. 

From an Indian perspec-

and Pandya will be treated as a 
happy portend. 

They joined forces after 
Pakistan pacers Afridi, who 
accounted for Rohit Sharma 
and Virat Kohli early, and Haris 
Rauf combined to rock India’s 
top-order. In a sense, it was a 
rather unfamiliar job for both 
Pandya and Kishan batsmen 
who generally love to give a wal- 
lop to the bowlers. 

But the conditions in Palle-

The boundaries and big 
shots were not easy to come by 
but Pandya and Kishan pushed 
the board ahead with singles 

and their 50-run partnership 
came in just 52 balls. 

Pandya was happy to play 
the second fiddle Kishan dur- 
ing their fifth wicket alliance. 

This was the first time the 
left-hander was batting below 
the No. 4 slot in his career, 
and he didn't show any signs 
of nerves. 

That Pakistan captain opted 
to give alonger spell to his spin- 
ners Shadab Khan, Mohammad 
Nawaz and Agha Salman also 
played its part in Kishan getting 
settled in the middle. 

Kishan brought his 50 in a 
mere 54 balls. There were times 
when Pakistan pacers, partic- 
ularly Rauf, tested him with 
short-pitched balls, trying to 
exploit his Achilles Heel. 

But on this day, the 
Jharkhand man effectively 
negated the bumpers, coming 
nicely behind the line and using 
his wrist to give direction to the 
ball or keep it low. 

Just after the end of the 
Indian innings, another spell 
of steady downpour started and 
it never allowed the match to 
resume.

round at Flushing Meadows. 
“The energy today definitely 

helped me. I felt you guys,” said 
Gauff, a 19-year-old from Flor- 
ida. “I played every point my 
hardest” The 2022 French Open 
runner-up won for the 14th 
time in her past 15 matches, 
all on hard courts. 

That stretch follows a first- 
round exit at Wimbledon in July 
and includes the two biggest 
titles of Gauff’s career. 

This was also her second win 
this week after falling behind by 
a set and the ninth time she has 
produced that sort of a turn- 
around in a Grand Slam match. 

“The three-setters show 
everybody else that I'm not 
going down without a fight,” 
said Gauff, who made it to the 
quarterfinals in New Yorka year 
ago. To return to that round, 
she will need to beat Caroline 
‘Wozniacki, a 33-year-old who is 
playing in her third event since 
coming out of retirement. Woz- 

niacki won the 2018 Australian 
Open and twice was the runner- 
up at the US Open before walk- 
ing away from tennis 3 1/2 years 
ago to start a family. 

For Gauff, the beginning of 
the second set was key. 

After Mertens, a 27-year-old 
Belgian who reached the final 
four at the Australian Open five 
years ago, held to go up 1-0, 
she held five break points in an 
18-point Gauff service game. 
But Gauff held steady there. 
Then, with Mertens leading 3-2 
in that set, Gauff really began to 
heed the advice of Gilbert, who 
could be heard repeating vari- 
ous phrases to her: “Be positive; 
be energetic here” or “Be physi- 
cal now, every point” or “Just got 
to stay with her?” 

And Mertens provided an 
opening. She sailed a backhand 
long, then sent a rushed fore- 
hand wide to hand over a break 
and a 4-3 lead. 

Gauff turned to her guest 
box and punched the air, then 
motioned to the raucous fans to 
get louder. Facing a break point 
in the next game, Gauff deliv- 
ered a forehand that clipped 
the net tape and landed in for 
a winner. She puffed her cheeks 
and exhaled. She eventually held 
there to go up 5-3 in that set, 
which soon was hers. 

The third set was never 
much of a contest. 

Gauff kept playing cleaner, 
going from 23 unforced errors 
over the first two sets to just 
two in the last. And Mertens 
faltered. “After I lost that first 
set,” Gauff said, “T told myself: 
Theres ... a lot of the match

The 28-year-old Sable, 
who had failed to qualify for 
the final round in the World 
Championships in Hungary 
last month, clocked 8 min- 
utes 16.27 seconds, well below 
his season's best of 8:11.63 
and national record time of 
8:11.20. 

Olympic and world cham- 
pion Soufiane El Bakkali of 
Morocco won the race with a 
time of 8:10.31, while Samuel 
Firewu (8:11.29) of Ethiopia 
and Amos Serem (8:14.41) of 
Kenya were second and third 
respectively. 

Sable, the 2022 Common- 
wealth Games silver medal- 
list, collected four points from 
the race for a total of 11 points 
from four events this season. 

He qualified for the Sep- 
tember 16 Diamond League 
finals in Eugene, USA, at 
sixth place. This will be his 
maiden Diamond League final 
appearance.

KOLKATA: The stage is set 
for the year’s biggest face-off 
in Indian domestic football 
as fierce rivals Mohun Bagan 
Super Giants and East Ben- 
gal FC lock horns in the grand 
finale of the Durand Cup here 
on Sunday. 

It will be a battle of nerves 
and emotions between the two 
giants at the Salt Lake Stadium, 
as fans of both teams get ready 
to paint the stadium in green 
and maroon and red and gold. 

The clash would be a repeat 
of the 2004 Durand Cup final, 
which East Bengal won 2-1. 

The Red and Gold brigade 
has won the tournament on 16 
occasions, sharing the record 
with the Mariners. 

‘While East Bengal last won 
the tournament in 2004, the last 
title that it had won was back in 
2018, the IFA Shield, which is 
an U-19 event now. 

As for its performance in 
the tournament this year, it has 
played five matches and stayed 
unbeaten, winning four and 
drawing one. 

‘While it drew against Ban- 

gladesh Army 2-2 in the group 
stage, it beat Mohun Bagan 
(1-0) and Punjab FC (1-0) 
before getting the better of 
Gokulam Kerala (2-1) in the 
quarterfinal and getting past 
NorthEast United 5-3 on pen- 
alties in the semifinal after the 
scores read 2-2 in regulation 
time. 

Ahead of the final, although 
coach Carles Cuadrat was 
happy with his side’s winning 
streak lately, he was worried by 
the margin of victories. 

“We can see that most games 
have been won by narrow mar- 
gins. On some instances, it has 
been a penalty that opens the 
door for the victory. 

“A lot of times, it has been 
that they (East Bengal) have 
conceded a goal. So yeah, it will 
be a great football match, and 
we will try to use our weap- 

ons to get the victory for sure,” 
Cuadrat said. 

Mohun Bagan’s last Durand 
Cup title win came way back in 
2000, and they must be desper- 
ate to end a 23-year-long wait. 

Mohun Bagan being the 

reigning Indian Super League 
champions makes them a slight 
favourite, but East Bengal has 
been on a glorious run lately, 
and it will be tough to get past 
them. 

The Mariners finished sec- 
ond in Group A, below their 
rivals, including a couple of 
wins from the three matches. 
Besides the loss to EBFC, they 
beat the Bangladesh Army 5-0 
and Punjab FC 2-0. 

While they dominated 
Mumbai City 3-1 in the quar- 
terfinal, they got past FC Goa 
2-1 in the semis. 

MBSG will have revenge 
on their mind heading into the 
final, but coach Juan Ferrando 
is looking at it from a different 
perspective. 

“No (payback). This is a pre- 
season tournament for us. It’s 
important to check different 
players in different positions 
and check some details about 
our system. My job is to pre- 
pare the plan, help the play- 
ers and try to win the trophy,” 
he had said after the semifinal 
victory.
