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Russian shelling damaged a
hospital and apartment

buildings in Ukraine, local
officials said Tuesday, while
military analysts expressed
skepticism about the potential
impact of what Kyiv says is a
brewing Moscow offensive
around the anniversary of its
invasion.

The shelling in the north-
eastern town of Vovchansk
caused multiple fires late
Monday, including at its two-
story municipal hospital, the
regional State Emergency
Service said in an online state-
ment. Emergency crews evac-
uated eight civilians from the
site before putting out the
blaze, which caused no casu-
alties, authorities said.

Vovchansk is in the
Kharkiv region, which was
occupied by Russia after its
full-scale invasion began on
Feb. 24 and subsequently
retaken by Ukraine during a

late summer counteroffensive.
The anticipated Russian

push may seek to recapture ter-
ritory Moscow lost in that
counteroffensive. Battlefield
setbacks in Ukraine have
embarrassed the Kremlin, and
Russian President Vladimir
Putin is keen to cement pub-
lic support for the war.
Ukrainian officials say they

expect Russian forces to make
a new drive in eastern and
southern Ukraine, as the
Kremlin strives to secure ter-
ritory it illegally annexed in late
September and where it claims
its rule is welcomed. 

Some Western military
analysts were skeptical, how-
ever, of Russia’s ability to
mount a large new offensive in

coming weeks, particularly in
time for the Feb. 24 anniver-
sary, that might alter the course
of the war. Ukraine and Russia
are both still training their new
troops and amassing weapons.
The U.K. Ministry of Defense
said in an assessment Tuesday
that Russia is “requiring under-
manned, inexperienced units
to achieve unrealistic objectives

due to political and profes-
sional pressure.”

“Russian leaders will like-
ly continue to demand sweep-
ing advances,” it added. “It
remains unlikely that Russia
can build up the forces need-
ed to substantially affect the
outcome of the war within the
coming weeks.” 

Michael Kofman, an
American military analyst and
director of Russia Studies at the
CAN research organization in
Arlington, Virginia, tweeted
on Monday it was unclear how
big an offensive Russia is able
to mount.

He added, “but I suspect
it may prove underwhelming,
focused largely on the
Donbas.” 

Michael Clarke, visiting
professor of war studies at
King’s College London, said
he would be “amazed, I mean,
truly amazed, if (the Russians)
are in any shape to launch a
strategic offensive on the
24th.”
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Russian Foreign Minister
Sergey Lavrov pledged mil-

itary support to Mali during
his first visit to the West
African nation Tuesday and
dismissed criticism of
Moscow's growing influence
on the continent.

Russia has delivered “very
large supplies of aviation
equipment” to Mali over the
past few months which has
"significantly increased” the
capability of local forces to
fight extremists, Lavrov told
journalists. 

“We will now be planning
additional steps in the field of
education through military
higher educational institutions
and in the field of supplies of
weapons and military equip-
ment,” Lavrov said, refusing to
go into specifics.

Lavrov's trip to Bamako,
Mali 's capital,  comes as
Western countries express their
concerns about alleged human
rights abuses committed by
Russian mercenaries working
for the private military con-
tractor Wagner Group.

The Russian foreign min-
ister made no mention of
Wagner by name during a
press conference, but criti-
cised unnamed Western pow-
ers of “neo-colonial approach-
es and double standards.”
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The European Union's legis-
lature was preparing plans

Monday to host Volodymyr
Zelenskyy should the Ukraine
president decide to come to
Brussels to attend an EU sum-
mit later this week. 

Two sources in the parlia-
ment, who spoke on condition
of anonymity because of the
sensitivity of the issue, said
such plans are only meant to
prepare the legislature to host
Zelenskyy if security conditions
permit him to attend
Thursday's meeting.

"When he would come,
we would be ready," said one of
the sources, stressing that
because of security concerns
any decision could only come
at the last moment.  EU lead-
ers from 27-nation bloc will be
gathering for Thursday's sum-
mit in Brussels, enabling
Zelenskyy to meet all major
leaders of the bloc in one day.
Zelenskyy has often addressed

EU summits only through
video calls from Ukraine.
Zelenskyy has long had an
open invitation to come to
Brussels if he chose to. 

It remains unclear whether
Zelenskyy would be able to
travel as Russian forces are
keeping Ukrainian troops tied
down with attacks in the east-
ern Donbas region amid con-
cern that of a new Russian
offensive could be in the offing.

EU Council President
Charles Michel and
Commission President Ursula
von der Leyen visited Kyiv last
Friday where they told
Zelenskyy he had the bloc's
unrelenting support in
Ukraine's fight against Russia. 
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The United Nations chief
warned ON Monday that

the world is facing a conver-
gence of challenges "unlike any
in our lifetimes" and expressed
fear of a wider war as the first
anniversary of Russia's invasion
of Ukraine approaches.

Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres said experts who sur-
veyed the state of the world in
2023 set the Doomsday Clock
at 90 seconds to midnight - the
closest ever to "total global cat-
astrophe,"

He pointed to the war in
Ukraine, "runaway climate cat-
astrophe, rising nuclear
threats," the widening gulf
between the world's haves and
have-nots, and the "epic geopo-
litical divisions" undermining
"global solidarity and trust". In

a wide-ranging address
Guterres urged the General
Assembly's 193 member
nations to change their mind-
set on decision-making from
near-term thinking, which he
called "irresponsible" and
"immoral," to looking "at what
will happen to all of us tomor-
row - and act."

He said this year's 75th
anniversary of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights
should serve as a reminder that
the foundation of the inalien-
able rights of all people is
"freedom, justice and peace."

Guterres said the transforma-
tion needed today must start
with peace, beginning in
Ukraine - where unfortunate-
ly, he said, peace prospects
"keep diminishing" and "the
chances of further escalation
and bloodshed keep growing."

"I fear the world is not
sleepwalking into a wider war.
It is doing so with its eyes wide
open," he said. The world must
work harder for peace, Guterres
said, not only in Ukraine but in
the decades-old Israeli-
Palestinian conflict "where the
two-state solution is growing
more distant by the day," in
Afghanistan where the rights of
women and girls "are being
trampled and deadly terrorist
attacks continue" and in
Africa's Sahel region where
security is deteriorating "at an
alarming rate".
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Myanmar's military-led
government, working

with Russia's state atomic ener-
gy company, has inaugurated a
nuclear power information
center as a step toward devel-
oping atomic power to fill
energy shortages in the strife-
torn Southeast Asian nation.

Myanmar state media
reported Tuesday that the head
of the military government,
Senior Gen. Min Aung Hlaing,
met with Alexey Evgenievich
Likhachev, director general of
the Russian State Atomic
Energy Corp., or Rosatom.

Officials from the two sides
met at the newly opened
Nuclear Technology
Information Center in
Myanmar's largest city, Yangon,
on Monday, the state-run
Global New Light of Myanmar
newspaper said.

Myanmar hopes to build
and operate a reactor under a
preliminary agreement
between Myanmar and
Rosatom that was signed in
2015, the newspaper said. The
two sides signed memoran-

dums of understanding in
Moscow in July on nuclear
energy, training and promotion
of public understanding of
atomic power.

"Thanks to the cooperation
of Rosatom, Myanmar will
have to enhance the human
resources related to the con-
struction and running of a
Small Modular Reactor in
Myanmar and to produce qual-
ified experts for respective sec-
tors," the newspaper quoted
Min Aung Hlaing as saying.

"Both sides frankly
exchanged views on the effec-
tive use of nuclear energy in
health and agricultural sec-
tors including electricity pro-
duction and further coopera-
tion in the peaceful use of
nuclear energy," the newspaper
said.

The development is likely
to ignite concerns that
Myanmar's military would like
to develop a nuclear weapons
capability. There were suspi-
cions a decade ago that North
Korea was supplying nuclear
arms technology to Myanmar,
but there was no definitive evi-
dence.

Baghdad: Visiting Russian
Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov
held meetings with top Iraqi
leaders in Baghdad to discuss
bilateral ties and unpaid arrears
to Russian energy companies in
Iraq due to US sanctions over
Moscow's ongoing invasion of
Kiev

Iraqi Foreign Minister
Fuad Hussein said in a joint
press conference with Lavrov
that the two sides "discussed
how to deal with the dues of
Russian companies operating
in Iraq, and we will discuss this
issue during our visit to
Washington on Wednesday",
reports Xinhua news agency

"The sanctions should not
be imposed on Iraq because its
cooperation with Russian com-
panies continues," Hussein told
the press conference. IANS
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Paris Mayor Anne Hidalgo
says there should be no

Russian delegation allowed at
the Paris Olympics next year if
Moscow continues its war
against Ukraine.

Hidalgo previously said
Russian competitors could take
part under a neutral flag but
she backpedaled on Tuesday in
an interview with French
media France Info.

Acknowledging that a final
decision belongs to the
International Olympic
Committee, Hidalgo said she
wishes Russian athletes will be
banned "as long as there is this
war, this Russian aggression on
Ukraine." 

"It is not possible to parade
as if nothing had happened, to
have a delegation that comes to
Paris while the bombs contin-
ue to rain down on Ukraine."
Hidalgo's comments came after
Ukraine's sports minister last
week renewed a threat to boy-
cott the games if Russia and

Belarus are allowed to compete
and said Kyiv would lobby
others to join.

No nation has so far
declared it will boycott the
2024 Summer Games. But
Ukraine won support from
Poland, the Baltic nations and
Denmark, who pushed back
against an IOC plan to allow
delegations from Russia and
ally Belarus to compete in
Paris as "neutral athletes" with-
out flags or anthems.

Hidalgo said she would
find it "totally indecent" if
Russian athletes competed in
the French capital under those
terms. But she left the door
open for Russian dissidents
who don't support President
Vladimir Putin's actions to
parade in Paris "under a refugee
banner." 

Russia has cautiously wel-
comed the IOC's decision to
give it a path to the Olympics
but demands it drop a condi-
tion that would leave out those
athletes deemed to be "active-
ly supporting war in Ukraine."
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Acourt in Moscow on
Tuesday upheld an earlier

verdict to revoke the license of
a top independent newspaper
that has been critical of the
Kremlin for years, part of the
authorities' relentless crackdown
on dissent.

The ruling by the Moscow
City Court against Novaya
Gazeta, which was Russia's most
renowned independent news-
paper until the authorities
ordered it shut last year, comes
as Russia's grinding military
campaign in Ukraine approach-
es its one-year mark.

The court rejected Novaya
Gazeta's appeal against
September's ruling by a district
court in Moscow that approved
a petition by Russia's media reg-
ulator to revoke Novaya Gazeta's
license. 

The regulator accused the
newspaper of failing to submit
its newsroom charter to author-
ities on time, the claim that
Novaya Gazeta rejected as a
cover for what it described as the
authorities' effort to muzzle an

independent voice.
Dmitry Muratov, Nobel

Peace Prize-winning editor-in-
chief of the newspaper,
denounced Tuesday's ruling,
saying that it “serves a bunch of
people who want to leave the
nation facing only propaganda.”

Days after Russian President
Vladimir Putin sent troops into
Ukraine on February 24, the
Kremlin-controlled parliament
approved legislation that out-
lawed alleged disparaging of
the Russian military or the
spread of “false information”
about the country's military
campaign in Ukraine.

Dozens of Russian inde-
pendent media outlets were
banned as a result, while others
announced that they were halt-
ing any reporting related to
Ukraine.

Novaya Gazeta announced
March 28 that it was suspend-
ing its operations for the dura-
tion of what the Kremlin called
the “special military operation”
in Ukraine. But Novaya Gazeta's
staff who moved abroad
launched a new project, Novaya
Gazeta Europe, that has been
strongly critical of the military
campaign in Russia's ex-Soviet
neighbour.
