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Mankilled as car
driven by minor
jumps divider

AMOTORCYCLIST was killed and
the pillion rider injured in Surat
when a speeding car driven by a
15-year-old boy jumped the di-
vider and hit their bike coming
from the opposite direction on
Pal-Umra bridge early Thursday.

The deceased hasbeeniden-
tified as Chintan Malaviya (44),
while his friend Parth Mehta (42)
continues to be in critical condi-
tion. The 15-year-old driver and
his friend, also a minor, have
been admitted to the hospital
with serious injuries.

The police have booked the
driver of the car and its owner —
the minor's elder brother - un-
der sections 105 (culpable homi-
cide not amounting to murder),
281 (rashdriving), 125(a)(acten-
dangering life or personal safety
of others) and 125 (b) (previous
hurt) of the Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita on Thursday.

The accident took place
around 12.30 am, when Malaviya
and Mehta were returning home
at Adajan, near Tapi river. The po-
lice said the car was being driven

by the 15-year-old minor, who
was accompanied by his three
friends, all minors.

“They were on their way from
Pal to Umra, passing through the
Tapi river bridge. The car driver
lost control of the vehicle and
jumped the divider,” Pal police
Inspector K L Gadhe said.

Malaviya and Mehta, as well
as the car driver and his friend
seated on the passenger seat,
were rushed to the hospital, the
police said. Malaviya was de-
clared brought dead on arrival at
the New Civil Hospital.

Gadhe said, “The car driver has
sustained multiple fractures on
his ribs and spinal chord. His
friend has also suffered fractures
on his body... Both are undergoing
treatment at a private hospital.”

He added that the car is
owned by the driver's elder
brother, who works at a private
firm in Delhi, while and his father
works in an import-export firm
at Vishakhapatnam. They are
both on way to Surat, said police.

“We are looking for the two
other teenagers who were trav-
elling in the car. The 15-year-old
boy stays with his mother and
elder sister,” said Gadhe.

WITH SURAT city set to see the in-
stallation of over 80,000 small,
medium, large-sized Ganeshidols
athomes and pandals for Ganesh
Chaturthi festivities, which will
begin on Saturday, the Surat
Municipal Corporation (SMC) has
decided tobuild 21 artificial ponds
fortheimmersionofidols thatare
below 5 feet.

Shree Ganesh Utsav Samithi
president Anil Biscuitwala said
that with many new areas being
added to the city limits, this year,
the number of idols to be wor-
shipped may go up to over 80,000.
Lastyear, the total number of idols

installed at homes or pandals
were over 75,000, he added.

Withimmersion of idolsinto
the Tapi river banned,
Biscuitwala said, “Forimmersion,
SMCwill set up 21 artificial ponds
in different zones of the city,
where mud-made idols of below
5 feet will be immersed.”

The idols immersed in artifi-
cial ponds will then be sent into
the sea by the civicbody.

He also said that idols above 5
feet will be taken to the ovaras
(wharf) at Dumas, Magdalla and
Hazira, where cranes will im-
merse idols directly into the sea.

The Surat Police said strict vigil
will be kept on the banks of Tapi
river so that nobody immerses
idolsinto the river.

MAINTAINING THAT during his
term as the chief minister of
Gujarat, he had “never heard or
seen” such heavy rainfall that
lashed the state in the last week of
August, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi said on Friday that the ad-
ministration did not have the
strength to face nature's fury.

The statement comes amid
residents protesting in Vadodara
- the worst affected city in the
floods - over the administra-
tion's failure to control the flood
situation. Torrential downpour
had claimed 49 lives in Gujarat
in the last week of August, with
37,000 people being relocated to
safer areas.

Central excise officer gets
3-yrjail in corruption case

Ahmedabad: A special judge for
CBI cases in Ahmedabad Friday
sentenced a former superinten-
dent of the Central Excise to
three years rigorous imprison-
mentand slapped a penalty of Rs
1lakh in a corruption case.
According toastatement from
the Central Bureau of Investi-
gation (CBI),anFIRwasregistered
on February 15, 2013 against the
accused, Kishore Marotirao
Ambavale, who was a Superint-
endent of the Central Excise in the
Ahmedabad region. The case was

Rs 14,500 from the complainant
as a reward for processing the
monthly returns and documents
for exports filed on behalf of a pri-
vate company during the previ-
ous seven months. The accused
accepted the bribe and was ar-
rested on February 16, 2013.
Further, searches were also con-
ducted at residential and official
premises of the accused officer.
After the completion of
probe, the CBI filed a chargesheet
on September 30, 2013. The
court found the accused guilty

Speaking on the occasion,
Modi also stressed the need to
save water, and suggested that
people should adopt the mantra
of ‘reduce, reuse, recharge and re-
cycle' to conserve it. He further
called the conservation of water
and the environment a part of

India's cultural consciousness,
wherein water is considered god
and rivers are worshipped as
goddesses.

“We treat water as a form of
God, where rivers like Ganga,
Narmada, Kaveri, Godavari are
like our mothers. This connection
with rivers are of thousands of
years,” he said, adding that con-
servation of environment and

water are not new, it is part of
India’s sanskritik chetna (cultural
consciousness).

Since 80 per cent of the water
inIndiais used for irrigation, sus-
tainable agriculture techniques
like drip irrigation should be pro-
moted, Modi said. He added that
India has just 4 per cent of fresh-
water resources in the world, and
many parts of the country face a
water Crisis.

Modi acknowledged the con-
tribution of business houses for
achieving net-zero liquid dis-
charge standards and water re-
cycling goals. He said that
Gujarat has set a new record in
utilising CSR (corporate social re-
sponsibility) funds for ground-
water recharge.

“In south Gujarat, nearly
10,000 recharge structures for
borewells were constructed and
the next target is to create another
24,000 recharge structures. This
is a joint initiative of the Gujarat
government, Ministry of Jal Shakti
and people’s participation” said
Modi, adding that this model for
groundwater recharge will moti-
vate other states to replicate it.

Recalling his days as the chief
minister of Gujarat, Modi said his
past experiences in his home
state give him the confidence to
solve the water crisis in the coun-

try. “Twodecades ago, Saurashtra
and north Gujarat were facing
water scarcity. We (when he was
the CM) worked on such issues
and showed the world how we
canovercome this. Inmy tenure,
the pending work of Sardar
Sarovar was completed, we also
started the Savni Scheme, where
water found in excess in some ar-
eas was diverted to those areas
facing water scarcity through a
pipeline network... We worked
sincerely and with its success, [
feel confident, we can bring the
country out from water crises,”
said Modi.

Modi informed the audience
that as against 3 crore water con-
nections in the past, nearly 15
crore houses in rural India now re-
ceive piped water under the ‘Har
Ghar Jal' scheme of ‘Jal Jeevan
Mission'. Nearly 75 per cent of the
households in the country are
now getting tap water under the
Jal Jeevan Mission, he said. “...For
groundwater recharge, we have
launched the ‘Atal Bhujal' scheme
aswell as the ‘Catch the Rain' cam-
paign,” said the PM.

Addressing the gathering,
Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel
said, “Gujarat will give direction to
the country over work done in
water supply, management and
storage...”

Gambling racket - Key accused sent to judicial custody

THE AHMEDABAD Rural court
remanded Dipakkumar Thakkar;,
the key accused in an alleged il-
legal cricket gambling racket and
dabba trading, to judicial custody
on Friday.

Thakkar, who had fled to
Dubai, was arrested and extra-
dited from the UAE following a
Red Corner Notice (RCN) issued
by the Interpol. He is one of the
36 people arrested in a March
2023 case, filed before
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Ahmedabad's Madhupura po-
lice station, in which he is ac-
cused of being the ‘kingpin’ of an
international illegal gambling
racket, illegal stock market
(dabba) trading, and undertak-
ing hawala transactions to the
tune of Rs 2,273 crore.

After his arrest in
Gandhinagar on September 1
following his extradition, the
Principal Sessions Judge of the
Ahmedabad Rural court had sent
him to four-day police custody
till September 6. On Friday,
Thakkar was remanded in judi-
cial custody.

Notably, the State Monitoring
Cell of the police had written to
registrars in Banaskantha and
Ahmedabad asking for the valua-
tion of his allegedly unaccount-
able (benami) properties, includ-
ing large tracts of farmland,
residences, housing plots, com-

mercial shops, a CNG gas pump,
multiple cars, offices and bank
lockers in the two districts and
Dubai. An officer said the police
have sought the dates of acqui-
sition of the properties to check
which of them had been ac-
quired using proceeds of crime.
Following this, the police will re-
portedly write to the Enfor-
cement Directorate (ED) to at-
tach these properties.

Thakkar is facing charges
under sections of the
Prevention of Gambling Act, the
IT Act, and the Securities
Contract Regulation Act.
