She asked the experts 

to find a middle path 
preserving and conserving 
traditional varieties on 
one hand and maintain-
ing ecological balance on 
the other. 
The President said rice 

is the corner stone of 
food security in India and 
also a key factor for our 
economy. India though is 
the leading consumer and 
exporter of rice today, the 
situation was different 
when the nation became 
free. 
In those days, the coun-

try, she said, was depen-
dent on imports to meet 
food requirements, and 
often the nation lived 
what was called a ship-
to-mouth existence.

challenge is tosave the 
soil from excessive use

Bengaluru, Feb 12:

In pursuance to na-
tion’s goal to achieve

in for the Twin Engine 
Deck Based Fighter) on-
board the indigenous air-

craft carrier INS Vikrant.  
The aircraft was flown 

by an Indian naval test 
pilot. This niche capabil-
ity is the result of Indian 
Navy’s long-term vision 
of AatmaNirbharBharat.  

During Aero India 
2023, the Indian Navy is 
participating in a number 
of activities. The indig-
enous aircraft, ALH Mk 
III and MR aircraft P8I 
would participate in the 
fly past and static dis-
play respectively during 
the event.  

In keeping with the 
emphasis on self-reliance, 
a customized graphic 
Photo-Essay, compiled 
by HAL, for use as a 
reference document for 
undertaking repairs of 
engines of MiG 29K air-
craft, would be presented 
by CMD HAL to the 
Chief of the Naval Staff.

age and monitoring sys-
tem (HUMS) of MiG

resulting in faster turn-
around of aircraft and 
better prediction for pre-
ventive maintenance.

The 
seminar will provide a 
platform to key stake-
holders from the MoD,

of missiles held with the 

Armed Forces.

A 270-member team from In-

dia will travel to Fiji to attend 
the 12th World Hindi Conference 
from February 15 to 17 which is 
being organised by the Ministry 
of External Affairs in coordination 
with the Fijian government, a top 
official said on Saturday.

Fiji’s Deputy Prime Minister 
Biman Prasad, who was in India 
earlier this week, will attend the 
concluding ceremony of the con-
ference on February 17.  

The Fijian Deputy PM had met 

with EAM Jaishankar and other 
officials during his India visit.  

The decision to host the confer-
ence in Fiji was taken at the last 
World Hindi Sammelan in Mauri-
tius in 2018, said Secretary (East) 
in the MEA Saurabh Kumar.  

Minister of State for Exter-
nal Affairs V Muraleedharan and 
Minister of State in the Ministry 
of Home Affairs Ajay Mishra will 
also attend the conference.  

The Raj Bhasha Vibhag of the 
Home Ministry has helped to or-
ganise the event, said the official.  

The theme of the conference is 
‘Hindi - Traditional Knowledge to 
Artificial Intelligence’.  

Ten parallel sessions will be 
held during the conference. These 
are: Hindi in Girmitiya countries;

Indian national found dead  
Vijay Kumar, an Indian national who was reported missing in the devas-

tating earthquake that hit Turkiye on Monday has died, the Indian Embassy 
said on Saturday, adding that his body was found in the debris of a hotel in 
Malatya where he was on a business trip.   

The Indian Embassy in Turkiye in tweets said that it is making arrange-
ments to bring the body back.   

“We inform with sorrow that the mortal remains of Shri Vijay Kumar, an 
Indian national missing in Turkiye since February 6 earthquake, have been 
found and identified among the debris of a hotel in Malatya, where he was 
on a business trip.   

“Our deepest condolences to his family and loved ones. We are making 
arrangements for the earliest possible transportation of his mortal remains to 
his family,” the Indian Embassy said.   

On February 8, the Ministry of External Affairs had said that one Indian 
was missing and had not been traced since the 7.8-Richter quake struck the 
country on Monday.   

23 tonnes is headed for 
relief  efforts in Syria, 
and around 12 tonnes to 
Turkey The assistance 
being  sent for Syria 
comprises relief material 
such as sleeping mats, 
gensets,  solar lamps, tar-
paulins, blankets, emer-
gency and critical care  
medicines, and disaster 
relief consumables. 

The material headed  
for Turkey consists of 
team supplies for Army 
field hospital and NDRF,  
medical equipment such 

as ECG, patient monitor, 
anaesthesia machine,  sy-
ringe pumps, glucometer, 
blankets and other relief 
material, the  sources 
added. 

The Indian Army has 
set up a 30-bedded field  
hospital in Iskenderun, 
in Hatay province in 
southern Turkiye. The 
field  hospitalis equipped 
with X-Ray machines, 
ventilators, an Operation  
Theatre and critical care 
specialists to treat emer-
gencies. 

India  has also de-
ployed over 150 NDRF 
personnel for rescue and
