As power demand touched record levels dur- 
ingthe last financial year, power distribution 
companies (discoms) faced escalating elec- 
tricity procurement costs and a deepening 
debt burden, as they grappled with meeting 
their growing working capital needs. Power 
demand grew at 89 per cent between finan- 
cial year (FY) 2021 and 2023, as against 4.3 
per cent between FY14and FY20. 

In its latest edition of the ‘Integrated 
Rating & Ranking of Power Distribution 
Utilities’ report, the Ministry of Power said 
the growth in power demand and global 
geopolitical challenges resulted in “an 
unprecedented increase in national power 
purchase costs of 71 paise per unit in FY23.” 

The report said the power price escalation 
was triggered by two reasons: The rise in 
quantum and price of imported coal. With 
domestic coal stocks depleting at power 
plants, the government took stepsto address 
the mounting power demand, leading to a 
surge in coal imports. 

“Coal imports in FY23 reached 56 million 
tonnes per annum (mtpa), which was more
