To Hospital After Meeting

Belarusian President
Alexander Lukashenko was
taken to a hospital in
Moscow after meeting his
Russian counterpart
Vhdimir Putin, Newsweek
reported citing the
Belarusian opposition
leader.  Climing  that
Lukashenko was in critical
condition at the Central
Clinical Hospital of Moscow,
Belarus 2020 presidential
candidate Valery Tsepkalo,
in a Saturday Telegram post,
said that the information
his team obtained required
further information and
that it had not been con-
firmed, American weekly
news magazine Newsweek
reported "According to the
information we have, which
requires additional confir-
mation, Lukashenko after a
meeting with Putin behind
closed doors, was urgently
taken to the Central Clinical
Hospital of Moscow, where
he is currently staying,"
Tsepkalo said in a Telegram
post.
"The best specialists
were sent to return him
(Lukashenko) from a con-
dition assessed by doctors

as critical” he added
Tsepkalo's message on
Telegram fu said, "The

According  to  the
Newsweek, rumours
around Lukashenko's

health have been doing the
rounds in the weeks after
his appearance at the

Victory Day cekbration in
Moscow's Red Square on
May 9.

However,

Lukashenko, who has led
Belarus since 1994, dis-
missed the rumours and
said, "I'm not going to die
guys." Last week, Russia
signed a deal with the
Lukashenko government to
formalise the deployment of
tactical nuclear missiles in
Belarus, the Russian news
agency TASS reported

The Defence ministers
of Russia and Belarus
signed the documents
defining the procedures for
storing Russian nuclear
weapons at a special facility

issued an order for the Air
Self-Defense ~ Force to
destroy any ballistic missile
confirmed to be on course
to fall into the country's ter-
ritory.

The troops would be
authorised to use Standard
Missile SM-3 and Patriot
Missile PAC-3 to shoot down
a projectile in mid-air, the

ministry said

"Even if it's described
as a satellite, a launch using
ballistic missile technology
would be a violation of
United Nations Security
Council resolutions and a
serious  problem  that
threatens the safety of peo-
ple," Kishida told reporters.

fied its missile lunches in
recent months, with some
triggering emergency warn-
ing systems in parts of
Japan. Seoul and Tokyo
have meanwhile been work-
ing to mend long-frayed
ties, including with greater
cooperation on  North
Korea's military threats.

Asked about possible
negotiations with North
Korea lkader Kim Jong Un,
Kishida on Monday reiterat-
ed that Tokyo is open to
talks, adding he was inter-
ested in "making concrete
progress".

North Korean  state
media meanwhile pub-
lished a statement from its
vice-minister of foreign
affairs,  appearing to
endorse a conciliatory
approach to relations with
Japan -- an unusual stance
from Pyongyang. If Japan
avoids "being shackled by
the past, and seeks a way
out for improving the rela-
tions, there is no reason for
the DPRK and Japan not to
meet", the statement from
Pak Sang Gil said

US Debt Ceiling Deal: Key Takeaways

NEW YORK: (AGENCY)

President Joe Biden and
House Republicans have
reached a deal to raise the
government's debt ceiling
and avert a devastating
default. Here, AFP details the
key takeaways from the
agreement, which  still
needs to be approved by a
divided Congress in a vote
on Wednesday. After days of
long, difficult talks, the deal
allows both sides to chim a
victory of sorts. Biden called
it a "compromise” while
Republican House speaker
Kevin McCarthy described it
as "worthy of the American
peopke.”

The 99-page text was
released Sunday night and
the agreement will be sub-
ject to scrutiny and debate
in the coming days. Some
demands from both camps
were not accepted, such as
the elimination of certain
tax loopholes requested by
Democrats, and the repeal
of clean energy tax credits
sought by Republicans.
Formally known as the
Fiscal Responsibility Act of
2023, the Bill provides for
an increase to the debt ceil-
ing of $31.4 trillion for two
years, meaning Biden will
crucially not need to negoti-
ate it again before the

Biden, McCarthy Confident That Debt-
Crisis Deal Will Pass Through Congress

US President Joe Biden and
Republican leader Kevin
McCarthy said they were
confident Sunday of pushing
a debt crisis deal through
Congress and avoiding a
cataclysmic default, despite
skepticism from some law-
makers on both sides of the
aisle. The tentative agree-
ment reached Saturday
after weeks of intense talks
offers a path back from the
precipice, but getting it
through both houses of
Congress before the gov-
ernment starts running out
of money will be a tough
task. Biden said he would
speak to McCarthy at 3:00
pm (1900 GMT) "to make
sure all the Ts are crossed
and the Is are dotted" Asked
if there were any sticking
points, the president
replied: "None."

"I think we're in good
shape," he told reporters.
The next step would be a
legishtive text that can be
scrutinized by party mem-
bers before a vote in the
House of Representatives
that McCarthy has sched-
uled for Wednesday. But all
the while the clock is still
ticking down to the June 5
"X-date" when the Treasury
estimates the cash to pay
bills and debts will begin to

The basic framework of the
deal suspends the federal

The tentative agree-
ment represents a climb
down of sorts by both sides.
Biden had initially refused
to negotiate over spending
issues as a condition for
raising the debt ceiling,
accusing the Republicans of
taking  the  economy
hostage. And the big cuts
that Republicans wanted
are not there, although non-
defense spending  will
remain effectively flat next
year, and only rise nominal-
ly in 2025. "Overall, the deal
is probably best viewed as a
win  for Biden and
Democrats given that it con-
tains fairly modest spending
cuts and would prevent
another debt ceiling show-
down or a government
shutdown  during  the
remainder of Biden's presi-
dency," Creel said "Nobody
has enough power to get
too much of what they want
right now, so a compromise
like this that makes every-
one a little unhappy is prob-
ably the best anyone could
have hoped for," he added
The countdown to the June
5 "X-date" means the legish-
tion will have to clear

November 2024 presiden-
tial election.

The deal also places
limited curbs on federal
spending that will please
some Republicans, but it
does not deliver the big cuts
that rightwingers wanted
and which progressive
Democrats would have
balked at. The deal holds
non-military spending
roughly flat for the 2024 fis-
cal year from this year. It
also limits the increase by
one percent for 2025,
according to the proposed
Bill

The agreement pre-
serves plns by the Biden
administration to increase
spending for the military
and veterans in line with
inflation as well The deal
also pares back funds allo-
cated for the expansion of
the Internal  Revenue

Service (IRS). Last year,
Congress approved $80 bil-
lion for the IRS to boost tax
enforcement. The debt ceil-
ing agreement pulls back
$10 billion to spend in
other areas. The deal would
also take back some funding
that Congress allocated for
the coronavirus pandemic
but did not spend. A state-
ment from McCarthy's
office said the deal would
rescind "billions in unspent
Covid funds" but offered no
further  specificity. No
changes will be made to
Medicaid, the government's
health insurance program
for the most disadvantaged
Americans.

The deal establishes
‘work requirements for peo-
ple who are receiving feder-
al food assistance or on
family welfare, in a victory
for the Republican side.
