Tonbo Imaging the David
among defence Goliaths

Start-up wins multi-million dollar indigenisation deal for anti-tank missiles

nless you are one of the biggest

l | contractors, defence is a tough

business to crack. But Tonbo

Imaging, a night-vision start-up backed

by investors such as Artiman and

Qualcomm Ventures, is clinching
defence deals despite all odds.

The Bengaluru-based firm has won
a large deal from Bharat Dynamics
(BDL) to indigenise new missile seekers
for the multi-million dollar anti-tank
guided missiles that BDL is building for
the Indian Army.

For Tonbo, it is an opportunity to
tap the over $500-million market in the
next few years.

“We signed up with BDL to supply
the EO-IR (electro-optical-infrared)
seeker and command launcher unit
(CLU) that control and launch the mis-
sile and engage with the target before
launch,” said Ankit Kumar, co-founder
at Tonbo Imaging. “We, along with BDL,
are integrating the CLU and seeker with
the missile. BDL will supply the end sys-
tem to the Army.”

This is a Make-II programme, in
which players willing to invest upfront
and indigenously design and develop
missiles are only qualified to participate.

Tonbo hastoshow 60 per cent Indian
content and prove that the design is
indigenous. So, any foreign solution also
has to first prove indigenisation and
acquire all design and IPR (intellectual
property rights) within India.

BDL is the front-runner meeting all
the requirements and has all the neces-
sary capabilities required in the expres-
sion of interest (Eol).

What differentiates Tonbo is that
before launch of the missile, the target
is acquired by the CLU.

The target picture is handed over to
the missile seeker, and once fired, the
missile — with Tonbo’s eyes and brain
(seeker) — homes in on the target with
centimetre-level precision.

This is called fire-and-forget missile
launch. It is unlike older generation mis-
sile systems, which are wire guided and
missile control is with the gunner even
after it is fired. Also, the missile is man-
ually manoeuvred towards the target.

In the fire-and-forget system, once

the missile is fired, the gunner has no
control over it. Its seeker manoeuvres it
towards the target.

“We are the eyes and brain of the
missile,” said Kumar. “Our thermal and
visual imaging sensors allow the missile
to locate and identify the target. Our
advanced Al (artificial intelligence)-
based algorithms track the target, even
if it’s on the move.”

Tonbo was founded by Arvind
Lakshmikumar, an alumnus of BITS
Pilani and Carnegie Mellon University,

along with Ankit Kumar, Sudeep George
and Cecilia D’Souza.

It has been actively supplying pro-
ducts and solutions to customers in
India and abroad.

The firm’s sales pipeline is over $2.5
billion with a near-term execution vis-
ibility of $300 million. The company has
raised a total funding of over $30 million
from venture capital investors, includ-
ing Edelweiss and Walden Riverwood
Ventures. It is in discussions with a few
global investors for more funding for its
expansion plans.

It has done thermal imaging-based
upgrades for cavalry reconnaissance
vehicles (CRVs) in Jordan and advanced
electro-optical targeting system for the
Philippines army.

It also provided thermal sights to
Italian firearms manufacturer Beretta
and night vision binoculars to special
forces in Israel and France. Besides,
Tonbo is also supplying its thermal
imaging vision equipment to the Indian
special forces.

In 2019, China and India were the
second-and third-largest military
spenders in the world.

China’s military expenditure touched
$261billion in 2019, a 5.1 per cent increase
compared with 2018, while India’s grew
by 6.8 per cent to $71.1 billion, according
to Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute (SIPRI).

“India’s tension and rivalry with both
Pakistan and China are among the
major drivers for its increased military
spending,” said Siemon T. Wezeman,
SIPRI senior researcher.

Total global military expenditure
rose to $1,917 billion in 2019, according
to SIPRI. The total for 2019 represents
anincrease of 3.6 per cent over 2018 and
the largest annual growth in spending
since 2010. The five largest spenders in
2019, which accounted for 62 per cent
of the total expenditure, were the
United States, China, India, Russia and
Saudi Arabia.

Tonbo is eyeing the autonomous
surveillance, reconnaissance and
targeting market. This market is
worth over $50 billion. Over 60 per cent
of Tonbo’s revenue comes from its
international customers in defence,
intelligent  transportation and
industrial applications.

Vodafone Idea (Vi) narrowed
its net loss to 34,532 crore in
the December quarter (Q3),
thanks to gains from the
sale of its Indus Towers stake.
In Q3FY20, the operator
had posted a net loss of
36,438 crore.

Not only did the firm see
an erosion in its subscriber
base, it also lagged peers in
parameters like average reve-
nue per user (ARPU).

Vi had lost 8 million sub-
scribers in Q2, and was able to
arrest the fall in subscribers in
Q3. Attheend of third quarter,
Vi’s subscriber base stood at
269.8 million, a sequential
decline of 2 million.

In contrast, Airtel gained
14.2 million subscribers in Q3,
while Reliance Jio added 5.2
million customers.

Vi, however, saw a rise in
its 4G customer base as it
scaled up its investments to
increase its network and cov-
erage. During the quarter, it
added 12,000 FDD 4G sites,
primarily through the refarm-

Domestic hot-rolled coil
(HRC) prices jumped 54 per
cent during July-December,
from the June-end level of
336,250 per tonne, on the
back of higher input costs,
increased demand, and cues
from the 56-per-cent rise in
international steel prices.

There was an addition of
3.6 million 4G subscribers to
109.7 million in Q3, with data
volumes growing 34 per cent
sequentially, driven by higher
4G additions.

Yet, Vicontinues trailing its
peers in ARPU, despite the
increase in data volume.

Vi has targeted cost saving
0f 34,000 crore by December
2021, and has achieved 50 per
cent of the targeted opera-
tional expense efficiency on
the run rate basis, it said.

Gross revenue declined 1.7
per cent year-on-year (YoY) to
10,894 crore in Q3, as the
company continued losing
subscribers. It undertook lim-
ited tariff hike in few of its
family pack plansin select cir-
clessuch as Uttar Pradesh, but
that did not translate into
revenue growth.

Sequentially, revenue grew
0.9 per cent; earnings before
interest, tax, depreciation, and
amortisation rose 25.3 per cent
YoY to 34,286 crore thanks to
cost optimisation.

The result was boosted by
the exceptional income of
1,696 crore, which included
gains from the sale of its 11.5

per cent stake in Indus Towers.

In September, the board
had approved of raising up to
325,000 crore — a mix of debt
and equity. It is in discussions
with a consortium led by
Oaktree Capital Management,
which has offered $2 billion.

Fundraising will help the
telco meet its debt and
adjusted gross revenue (AGR)
obligations. At the end of
December, gross debt
(excluding lease liabilities)
stood at %1.17 trillion, which
included deferred spectrum

payment obligations of
394,200 crore and bank loans
0f323,170 crore.

Vi has an AGR liability of
358,254 crore and has, so far,
paid %7,850 crore towards.
Telecom operators had, last
month, approached the
Supreme Court seeking cor-
rection in the computation of
AGR demands. The court is
yet to hear the matter.

Prices rose even further in
January to touch a record of
¥58,000 per tonne, but resist-
ance from end-user indus-
tries led to a rollback, leaving
it around ¥56,000 per tonne.

“We are dispatching only
from the Thakurani mine,
which is not enough for our
own requirement, and in we
are addition buying from out-
side. There is no question of
commercial selling of ore at
present,” Oommen added.

The Odisha iron ore mine
auctions in 2019 saw 2 billion
tonnes of ore get auctioned.

Of this — between Sajjan
Jindal-led JSW Steel and
AM/NS — 1.6 billion tonnes
have been distributed,
which is much more than 50
percent as resource. Firms
are allowed to sell up to 25
percent of their produced
ore in the open market,
which is over and above
their captive consumption.

SteelMint data shows pro-
duction from auctioned ore
stood at 943 mt during April-
November, against the target
of 3391 mt.
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
