Vistara-Air
India merger
to strengthen
aviation sector

INDIA'S AVIATION MARKET is
may be moving towards a
duopoly following the merger
of two full-service carriers Air
India and Vistara, consultancy
and research firm CAPA India
opined on Tuesday. The
merger, CAPA said, would
strengthen the sector.

“The competitive dynamics
in India are moving towards a
two-pillar system around the
Air India Group and IndiGo.
The two carriers combined are
in due course expected to
achieve a domestic market
share of 75-80%,” CAPA India
said in a statement.

In the international mar-
ket, they are expected to grow
from 37.8% in the second
quarter of the current fiscal to
over 50%o, it said.

It added that “this will
redraw market and consumer
power in the international
arena back to Indian carriers,
which has historically been
dominated by foreign airlines”.

India needs a high quality,
dependable long-haul and
ultralong-haul airline to meet
the country’s air connectivity
requirements. The combined
entity is in line with India’s
aspirations to be a $5-trillion
economy, CAPA stated.

no-frills carrier has at least 25
planes on the ground, mainly
due to the non-availability of
Pratt & Whitney (P&W) engines
that poweritsA320 fleet.

With many aircraft remain-
ing non-operational, the airline

is also grappling with flight
delays and rescheduling of
departure timings. Further, its
on-time performance (OTP) has
taken a beating. Go First,which
can take up to 31,500 crore
under ECLGS, has so far availed
atleastatotal of Y800 crore.
AGoFirstspokesperson said
that 25-26 planes are on the
ground and currently, 32 air-
craftareoperational. Theairline
is in active discussions with

P&W and expects to get 16
engines in the coming weeks.
Thiswill help in operating more
aircraft, the spokesperson said.

Currently, the carrier’s fleet
hasA320 Neos and Ceos.It has
taken deliveryof oneA320neo
each in September and Octo-
ber. One more such plane

would be coming this month

and another one in December.
The airline has placed orders
for 144 planes with Airbus.
On flight delays, the
spokesperson said maximum
efforts are being made to min-
imise cancellations. Many pas-
sengers have taken to social
media to express their griev-
ances over flight delays and
cancellations by the airline.
