The cops have also
made data of gangs that are
operational in the city to keep
an eye on them and have also
formed special squads for the
same. It has also put up
awareness posters in such
areas.

Father of 5 throws acid on wife,
daughter, severely injures them

Ahmedabad : A father of
five in Vejalpur threw acid at
his wife and daughter severely
injuring both. The incident
happened on Sunday. This is
the second incident in a week
of a father attacking his own
family with acid. Police said
the accused Babubhai Thakor
lives with his family of six in
Aekaldevnagar in Vejalpur. He
has a wife Sharda, two
daughters Rekha and Jaya and
three sons Vishnu, Karan and
Arjun. His daughter Rekha
lives with her in-laws while his
divorced daughter Jaya lives
with Babubhai and his wife.

The complaint said that

Babubhai often fought with his
wife over silly things and
would get annoyed even if she
talked to anyone.

Fights between the couple
were constant and the family
was afraid that they would be
asked to vacate their rented
place if the fights continued.
Hence they did not allow
Babubhai to live with them to
avoid the fights.

On Sunday, Sharda and
her daughter Jaya had gone
to a shop to buy Fafda-Jalebi
and Babubhai had gone there
and beaten up his wife.

He then returned home
and began beating his wife

again. The sons called the
police but Sharda avoided
filing a complaint against her
husband.

Sharda then went to sleep
but the family was woken up
by her shouts in the early
morning. The son found his
father running away. Babubhai
had thrown acid on his family,
severely injuring his wife and
daughter. His son also
suffered minor injuries.

The mother-daughter
duo was rushed to Civil
Hospital while Vejalpur
police have registered a
case and are on the lookout
for the father.

17-yr-old caught by Isanpur police dies
at Remand Home, family alleges torture

Ahmedabad : The family of
a 17-year-old has accused the
Isanpur police and officials of
the remand home of torture
after the teen died on Tuesday.
The teen had been arrested for
being involved in a fight. The
cops have denied the
allegations and said that they
had produced the teen before
the court in front of his mother
five days ago. He was sent to
custody after the court refused
his bail plea. The police had
detained 17-year-old Hrithik
Parmar in connection with a
complaint of assault. He had
undergone a COVID-19 test
and had been held at the police
station in the presence of his
mother. He was later produced
before the Juvenile Court on
October 23 and his bail plea
was rejected. Later the cops
sent him to the remand home.
On Tuesday morning, the
family was informed that his
health had taken a turn for the
worse. By the time the family
reached the remand home
(children’s home), Hrithik had
died. Shahpur police inspector
RK Chudasama said that as of
now they have filed an
accidental death case in
connection with the case. He
said the teen’s body has been
sent for a post mortem which
will be done by a panel of
doctors. Further action will be
decided based on the post
mortem report. Hrithik’s father
Arvind said that the cops had

“Naresh-Mahesh duo” in the
Gujarati film industry, they
sang together — and died
together. Two days after his
elder brother, Mahesh
Kanodia (83) died after a
prolonged illness, Gujarati
cinema ‘superstar’-turned-
politician Naresh Kanodia
(77) died of Covid-19 on
Tuesday morning. “People
talk of Ram-Lakshman, but
they actually proved it,” said
Naresh'’s son, Hitu, BJP MLA
from Idar. “He (Naresh) was
brought to the hospital on
October 20; the next day, he
was put on ventilator since
he was having breathing
problems,” said Dr Kaushik
Barot at the UN Mehta
Institute of Cardiology and
Research Centre in
Ahmedabad where Naresh
was admitted. “In a span of
two days, we have lost both
Maheshbhai and Nareshbhai
Kanodia. Their contributions
to the world of culture,
especially popularising
Gujarati songs, music and
theatre will never be
forgotten. They also worked
hard to serve society and
empower the downtrodden,”

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi tweeted. Union Home
Minister Amit Shah also
tweeted about their
contribution to the Gujarati
film industry. The two
brothers started their career
in Gujarati cinema together
— in the film Veli Ni Aavya
Phool in 1969, in which
Naresh acted and Mahesh
was the music director and
a playback singer. A
superstar of Gujarati
cinema, Naresh worked in
over 300 films in his career
spanning several decades.
In 2012, he won the
Dadasaheb Phalke Award.
“In the initial years, his
name was Naresh Kumar.
Over the years, their
surname became Kanodia,
as they hailed from Kanod
village of Mehsana district in
North Gujarat,” said
Jayshree Parikh, who
starred with Naresh in Veli
Ni Aavya Phool. “T have never
met such a grounded actor,
with such a good heart, and
so popular among the
masses,” said Parikh.
Recalling a phone-in
programme with Naresh on
Doordarshan Girnar, Rupa
Mehta, the then programme

head, said: “I have not seen
such a popular actor in my
entire life. At the launch of
the ‘Mission Manoranjan’
programme three years
back, the phone just did not
stop ringing.” “During the
programme, a woman said
she wanted to dine with him
at her home. Nareshbhai
responded, ‘Keep the food
ready, I will be there right
after the show’. He would
mesmerise people with his
charm,” said Mehta. The
brothers were known for
their versatility — Naresh is
credited with having
introduced dancing in
Gujarati films, while Mahesh
introduced the concept of
Gujarati orchestra.
“Maheshbhai could sing in
32 different voices and knew
over 20 languages. His
songs are still popular,
irrespective  of  the
generation,” said Gautam
Tapodhan, a make-up artist
who worked with the

Kanodia brothers for nearly
two decades. The brothers
later made their debut in
politics — Mahesh was a BJP
MP for four terms, while
Naresh, contesting on a BJP
ticket, wrested Karjan
Assembly constituency in
Vadodara from the Congress
in 2002. "I am saddened by
the demise of Gujarati film
superstar and BJP leader
Nareshbhai Kanodia. Gujarat
will always feel the loss of
an evergreen actor who
won the hearts of Gujaratis
by popularising Gujarati
films through his leading
performances. His
invaluable contribution in
social and art fields will
inspire the new generation,”
Gujarat Chief Minister Vijay
Rupani tweeted. hey also
worked hard to serve society
and empower the
downtrodden,” Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
tweeted. Union Home
Minister Amit Shah also

called his son to the police
station with his Aadhar Card on
October 22.

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Ahmedabad : Gujarat
COVID-19 figures on Tuesday
touched 1,69,073 as the state
recorded 992 new cases. The
cases have dipped below the
1,300 level after more than a
month and below 1,200 after
several months.

The state has recorded
over 1,300 cases for 26 days
now while it has recorded over
1,400 cases for nine days so
far. The state has carried out
51,927 tests in the last 24
hours. 1,238 patients were

cured of COVID-19 in the state
in the last 24 hours taking the
recovery rate to 89.84%.
The state has in all
recorded 13,487 active cases
of which 64 are on ventilator
support. So far 1,51,888
patients have recovered from
the disease in the state. The
state also saw five fatalities
due to the disease. Of these,
two were in Ahmedabad and
Gandhinagar and one in Surat.
Of the total deaths in Surat
and Ahmedabad, two were in

Gujarat : Kheda constable, two others held for ‘smuggling liquor’

Ahmedabad Three
persons including a police
constable were arrested in
Kheda on Monday for allegedly
smuggling illicit liquor which
had been previously seized by
police and kept under police
custody. According to police,
the accused were identified as
Shabbir Khan Pathan, police
constable attached with Vaso
police station in Kheda, and
two civilians, Bharat Parmar
and Sandeep Sisodia, both
residents of Ratanpur village
in Matar taluka of Kheda. All
three were booked under the
Prohibition Act after a police
team of Vaso police station
had intercepted a black-
coloured Hyundai Verna and
seized as many as 36 bottles
of Indian Made Foreign Liquor
(IMFL) whiskey. Pathan was
also booked under IPC
sections 457 for house
trespassing and 380 for theft.
According to police, the
vehicle was being driven by
the constable and the seized
liquor was originally stored in
police line quarters of Vaso
police station. “Based on a
specific input, a team had
intercepted a vehicle near the
Vaso village gate on Monday.
The vehicle was private and
had a banner with police
written on it. Upon checking,
illicit liquor was found and the
vehicle was being driven by
Pathan, who is attached as a
constable with Vaso police
station. His job is to drive a
police control room van. He
informed us that he had stolen
36 bottles of IMFL in three
cartons from police lines
quarter number 14. The illicit
liquor was seized in July 2019
and was kept in police lines
quarter as evidence,” said a
police officer at Vaso police
station.
