Tesla plans battery
storage plant in India

New Delhi, September 21

TESLA HAS DRAWN up plans
tomakeand sell battery storage
systemsinIndiaand submitted
a proposal to officials seeking
incentives to build a factory,
two people aware of the plan
said, as Elon Musk continues a
push to enter the country.

Tesla has been in talks
about setting up anewelectric
vehicle (EV) factory in India to
build a car priced around
$24,000 for weeks, with dis-
cussions overseen directly by
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi. Its renewables push,
however, has not been
reported so far.

In recent meetings in New
Delhi, Tesla proposed support-
ing the country's battery stor-
age capabilities with its "Pow-
erwall’,a system that can store
power from solar panels or the
grid for use at night or during
outages, said the sources who

declined to be named as the
matter is confidential.
Although Tesla sought a
number of incentives to set up
abattery storage factory, offi-
cials conveyed these would
not be available, one of the
sources said. But they added
that the government could
help create a fair business
model for the company by
offering subsidies to those
purchasing such products.
While both Tesla and the
Indian government remain
keen on the proposal,and New
Delhi continues to review it, it

isnot certain if the plan will be
realised, said the first source.

The Powerwall proposal is
part of the US company's
plans for a broader presence
inIndia, thinking beyond EVs,
the second source said,
adding that Tesla was keen to
find residential as well as
industrial customers for its
battery storage systems.

"Large policy level calibra-
tion will be required. Tesla's
intentis to have the Powerwall
business in India," said the
source. Neither Tesla, the
Indian government's chief
spokesperson nor the com-
merce ministry responded to
requests for comment.

India hasboosted electric-
ity supplies to towns and vil-
lages but still faces peak-time
shortages as demand surges.
It is largely dependent on
coal-based power generation
as storage technologies are
expensive and not yet
widespread. —REUTERS

Games begin tomorrow, China to

Hangzhou (China),
September 21

ON ADAMP, overcast day, the
‘Big Lotus’, or the Hangzhou
Olympic Sports Centre Sta-
dium, blooms bright.

Its shape inspired by
ancient silk texture and its
weaving patterns,the 81,000-
seater coliseum stands tall,
despite being surrounded by
Hangzhou’s gleaming sky-
scrapers, which are sub-
merged in the low, dense
clouds that also cover the pic-
turesque Xihu, or West Lake.

Alone or in groups, the
local residents converge at
the hallowed water’s edge;
some elegantly performing
Tai Chi, a few others sitting
calmly with a fishing rod in
one hand, waiting patiently
for their catch.

Nothing about the place
screams‘Asian Games’.But that’s
not to suggest a lack of buzz. If
anything, it’s the calm confi-
denceofanationthat’saveteran
of hosting big-ticket events.

When the postponed
Asiad begins on Saturday in
this mountain city in the east
of China, it will be the fourth
time that the country will be
hosting an event of this scale
inthelast decade-and-a-half.

There is no suspense on
howthiswill end.After 15 days
of competition, China will top
the medal tally, its gold count
will likely be twice that of the
country that finishes second.
And India, with its biggest-
ever contingent comprising
over 650 athletes, will feature
prominently in the top five.

Yet, the political and cul-
tural significance of the
Games isn’t lost.

Marcus Chu,a professorin
the Department of Political
Science at Hong Kong’s Ling-
nan University, says China is
“using the event to showcase
that it is still competitive”.
“Competitive” not on the
sports field, but in an eco-
nomicand geopolitical sense.

- or even bigger. Giant hoard-
ings around downtown
promise residents an “Asian
Games for a better city”, and
foreign visitors are being left
awestruck by the use of tech-
nology — from artificial intel-
ligence to robots that serve
food, deliver items and give
directions.

Curiously, the in-your-face
display of technology blends
seamlessly with the century-
old cultural aspects of the
city,replete with pagodasand
temples which are straddled
on either side of the lake that
flows through the centre.

Theresidents seekrefugein
the words of Marco Polo. Pass-
ing through Hangzhou in the
13th Century, the Venetian
explorer described the city,
where old meets new at every
corner,as a“City of Heaven”.

Emperors and dynasties
made it their capital for cen-
turies, and poets, who drew
inspiration from the shim-
mering lake, were held in
high prestige.

These words and stories, in
one form or another, are oft-
repeated here. “Hangzhou
doesn’t host many important
sports meetings. Normally,
these events go to Shanghai,
Guangzhou or Beijing,’says Fan
Hong,the executive dean of the
Institute of Olympic Studies
and Research of Shanghai Uni-
versity of Sport. “Hangzhou is
not a commercial or industrial
city. It’s very much a cultural
city. The Chinese say that if

“Hangzhou started to have
the idea of hosting this event
in 2013,” Chu says. “Thatisa
very important year for Chi-
nese politics because Xi Jin-
ping officially became the
most important and powerful
President of China. And
Hangzhouis important for Xi
Jinping because he chaired
the Zhejiang Provincial Com-
munist Party Affairs from
2002 to 2007,” says Chu.

“Also, we must not forget
that most of the Asian coun-

tries are also members of Xi
Jinping’s One Belt-One Road
Initiative,” says Chu, who has
authored books on China’s
sporting, political and eco-
nomic confluence. “Euro-
peans, Africans... they don’t
pay attention to the Asian
Games. So they (authorities)
can use the Asian Games to
project that ‘China is not as
bad as the international
media is reporting’,’ he adds.

Glance in any direction
and the messaging is appar-
ent.These are Asian Games of
Olympic grandeur and scale -

there’s a beautiful heaven on
Earth, then itis Hangzhou?”

Many Chinese undertake a
“pilgrimage” to Hangzhou
each year, she says, to worship
at the temples, walk around
the Xihu,and sip therenowned
Dragon Well tea that grows in
the mountains here.

The crowds are expected
to gather here over the next
couple of weeks too, packing
the 'Big Lotus', cheering for
the host nation athletes, and
driving home the picture of
normalcy after the years of
pandemic-induced hardship.
