EMPLOYERS in India con­
tinue to report bullish hiring 
outlook for the upcoming 
June quarter, with 36 per 
cent of companies planning 
to add more staff in the next 
three months, a survey said 
on Tuesday. 

According to the latest 
ManpowerGroup Employ­
ment Outlook Survey of 

nearly 3,1 SO employers, India 
reports the strongest outlook 
among 42 countries across 
the globe. For the April-June 
period, SO per cent of em­
ployers are forecasting an 
increase in payrolls, 14 per 
cent anticipating a decrease 
and 33 per cent expecting 
no change, while 3 per cent 
are unsure, the resulting net 
employment outlook is 38 
per cent. "India tops the list 
of countries across the globe 
with a Net Employment Out­
look of 36 per cent despite 
organisations struggling to 
activate their hiring plans 

Alliance Air launches 
flight services 

BILASPUR 

THE Centre-run Alliance 
Air on Tuesday launched 
flight service from Bilaspur 
in Chhattisgarh to Delhi and 
Kolkata, officials said. 

Chhattisgarh Chief Minis­
ter Vishnu Deo Sai, who was 
in Raipur, virtually flagged 
off the inaugural flights 
which took off from Bilasa 
Devi Kevat Airport, Bilas­
pur, located around 12S km 
from the state capital, they 
said. Deputy Chief Minister 
Arun Sao was also present 
at the function. Speaking on 
the occasion, Sai said Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi has 
resolved that those wearing 
'Hawai chappals' (slippers) 
will travel by airplane. "To­
day, a long pending demand 
of the people of Bilaspur was 
fulfilled:' he said. The flight 
connectivity between Bilas­
pur and New Delhi/Kolkata 
would accelerate develop-
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ment and benefit people of 
Bilaspur division, he added. 
Work is underway to up­
grade Bilaspur airport and 
very soon night landing fa­
cility will be available there, 
Sai added. Air service is also 
going to start from Jagdalpur, 
in Bastar district of Chhattis­
garh for Jabalpur on Tuesday. 
The people of Bastar region 
will be benefited with this air 
service which will open up 
new possibilities for business 
and tourism in the region, he 
added. The ATR 72-seater 
aircraft of Alliance Air took 
off from Bilaspur at around 
10 am for Kolkata and at 
around 10:30 for Delhi. Ac­
cording to officials, the two 
flights will be operated three 
days each in a week 

with talent shortages at 80 
per cent;' ManpowerGroup 
said in a statement.

FLY91 to start 

commercial flights 
Mo PA 

REGIONAL airline FLY91 
will start commercial ser­
vices from March 18, with 
flights connecting Goa to 
Bengaluru and Hyderabad. 
Besides, it will have flights to 
Sindhudurg from Bengaluru 
and Hyderabad. The Goa­
based carrier plans to start 
flights to Lakshadweep from 
April, its chiefManoj Chacko 
said on Tuesday. The air­
line received its air operator 
permit from aviation regula­
tor DGCA on March 6. At a 
briefing at the Mopa airport, 
FLY91 MD and CEO Manoj 
Chacko said the airline will 
have a total of six ATR 72-
600 planes in six months. 
Currently, there are two air­
craft in its fleet. "We aim to 
connect Bharat;' Chacko said 
and added that initially, it 
will connect 13 city pairs. The 
carrier plans to start flights to 
Lakshadweep from April.

NEW DELHI 

THE lack of data on cultiva­
tors and their income from 
other sources has become a 
hindrance in determining 
whether farmers' income has 
actually doubled or not, NITI 
Aayog member Ramesh 
Chand said, pointing out that 
they are earning more from 
non-agricultural sources. 

The NITI Aayog member 
further said that prices of ag­
ricultural commodities can't 
be fixed by a law as it has se­
rious implications, which are 
neither in the interest of the 
agriculture sector nor indi-

vidual farmers. 
"The government had 

fixed the goal of doubling 
farmers' income so that we 
make more efforts. There is 
a need for this assessment, 
where we are in terms of this 
goal. But the required data is 
not available with us:' Chand 
said in an interview. 

In 2016, Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi-led govern­
ment set a highly ambitious 
target of doubling farmers' 
incomes by 2022. An inter­
ministerial committee on 
'Doubling of Farmers' In­
come' was set up in April 
2016 to recommend strate­
gies to achieve this goal.

NEW DELHI 

INSOLVENCY appellate 
tribunal NCLAT on Tues­
day upheld the resolution 
plan of grounded carrier Jet 
Airways and approved the 
transfer of its ownership to 
Jalan Kalrock Consortium. 

The NCLAT Bench has 
directed the Jet Airways 
monitoring committee to 
complete the transfer of 
ownership within 90 days. 
.Besides, it has also directed 
the lenders ofJet Airways to 
adjust the Rs150 crore paid 
by the consortium as per­
formance bank guarantee. 

The lenders ofJet Ailways 

and Jalan Kalrock Consor­
tium (JKC), the successful 
bidder, are in a legal tussle 
for mo1e than a year over 
the transfer of the manage­
ment of the grounded car­
rier. Earlier, the lenders had 
approached the Supreme 
Court, which had declined 
to interfere in the matter 
and had directed the Na­
tional Company Law Appel­
late Tribunal (NCLAT) to 
take a decision on the issue. 

Carmakers report 
best-ever Feb sales: SIAM 

NEW DELHI 

PASSENGER vehicle 
wholesales in India rose 11 
per cent year-on-year in 
February riding on the back 
of strong demand for util­
ity vehicles, industry body 
SIAM said on Tuesday. 
The total passenger vehicle 
dispatches to dealers last 
month stood at 3,70,786 
units, as compared to 
3,34,790 units in the year­
ago period. utility vehicle 
sales rose 38 per cent to 
1,91,43S units in February, 
as compared to 1,38,238 
units in the same month 
last year. Passenger car 
wholesales, however, wit­
nessed a dip of 18 per cent 
last month at 1,1 S,937 units, 
as against 1,42,201 units in 
February 2023. Van dis­
patches rose to 12,147 units 
last month, as compared 
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to 11,489 units in the same 
month last year. "Passenger 
vehicles again reported its 
highest-ever sales of Feb­
ruary posting sales of 3 .7 
lakh units with a growth of 
10.8 per cent, as compared 
to February 2023;' SIAM 
Director General Rajesh 
Menon said in a statement. 
Maruti Suzuki led the seg­
ment last month with dis­
patch of 1,60,271 units to 
its dealers. It had reported 
wholesales of 1,47,467 units 
in February 2023. Hyundai 
Motor India reported sales 
of S0,201 units in February, 
as against 47,001 units in 
the year-ago period. 
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The NCLAT directed 
the managing committee, 
consisting oflenders led by 
SBI, to create security on 
immovable properties as of­
fered by the successful reso­
lution applicant (SRA) JKC 
within 30 days. 

Upon creation of such se­
curity, lenders were directed 
to adjust the performance 
bank guarantee of Rs150 
crore towards the payment 
of the same amount from 
the SRA. The NCLAT has 
directed that within 30 days 
of the creation of security, 
lenders will issue shares 
of Jet Airways to SRA and 
hand over the company. 

Within 30 days from the 
date of such handover, the 
SRA and lenders will be re­
quired to complete all pay­
ments to credit ors as per the 
approved resolution plan, 
the NCLAT said. 

Jet Ailways can start busi­
ness and operations, subject 
to regulatory approvals, af­
ter handover to SRA, it said. 

Jet Airways in a statement 
said the "NCLAT has ap­
proved the implementation 
of the resolution plan as 
originally approved with­
out any deviations and has 
given directions to lenders 
for specific and immediate 
implementation." 

MUMBAI 

THE opening of the coastal 
road's southbound carriage­
way between Worli and Ma­
rine Drive will reduce travel 
time from 40 minutes to just 9 
minutes and save nearly $100 
million annually in carbon 
emissions through fuel sav­
ings, Mumbai civic chief Iqbal 
Singh Chahal has said. The 
first phase of the coastal road 
project was inaugurated by 
Chief Minister Eknath Shinde 
on Monday morning. The 
public has been allowed to use 
it from 8 am on Tuesday. 'The 
travelling time will be reduced 

from 40 minutes to 9 min­
utes now, and it would save 
nearly $100 million annually 
in carbon emissions through 
fuel savings," Chahal said on 
Monday. The coastal road of 
10.S8 km length and 16.5 km 
of interchanges, being built at 
a cost of Rs 14,000 crore, con­
sists of four lanes on each side 
along with two 12.19 metre 
diameter tunnels of 2.07 km 
length, he said. 

Women make a foray in to 
Lucknow$ liquor business 

As many as 370 out of 1,046 liquor shops in Lucknow have been allotted to women entrepreneurs 

LUCKNOW 

IN a surprise develop­
ment, as many as 370 out of 
1,046 liquor shops in Luc­
know have been allotted to 
women entrepreneurs in the 
new fiscal year. 

From April 1, the women 
shop owners will take over 
the reins of more than one­
third of the business which 
has been predominantly 
dominated by men in the 
past. Officials said that over­
all participation of women 
has increased by 7 per cent 
compared to the previous 
year in Lucknow and more 

shops have been taken over 
by women this time. 

Though no special in­
centives or relaxations are 
offered to the women, the 
upwards trend shows that 
women are no more hesitant 
to participate in the alcohol 
trade. 

Rakesh Singh, District 
Excise Officer of Lucknow, 
said: "Nearly 3 S per cent of 
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the total licenses issued for 
the next financial year have 
been obtained by women en­
trepreneurs. As numbers of 
female applicants have been 
going up over the past three 
years, their participation is 
also increasing in the same 
proportion'.' 

The maximum inter-
est among the women has 
been for IMFL liquor shops 
through which trade of 
whisky, vodka, rum, gin and 
wine takes place, followed 
by beer shops. A woman en­
trepreneur who has taken a 
licensed beer shop, said: "It 
is not difficult to manage the 

retail stores as technology 
tools are available for close 
monitoring. CCTV cameras 
with sound systems would 
be installed at the shop and 
I would oversee the business. 
Also, the liquor business has 
become robust and transpar­
ent over the past five years'.' 

Meanwhile, only five 
country-made liquor shops 
and two model shops out of 
the total 1,046 ones in Luc­
know are left to be taken 
while the remaining 1,039 
have been allocated. 

Singh said that the remain­
ing ones are also going to be 
put up for auction soon.
