हैं, कयोंकक अिले सपताह तीन मझोले आकार 
की पेशकशों के जररये संयुकत रूप से 6,000 
करोड रुपये से जयादा पूंजी जुिाए जाने की 
संभावना है।  

कनवेश बैंकरों का कहना है कक वे आईपीओ 
पेश करने के कलए अकनषशचत और अषसथर 
बाजार हालात से बचते हैं कयोंकक कनवेशक 
अषसथरता पसंद नहीं करते हैं। बाजार में 

चुनाव से पहले अकन षशचतता बढ़ जाती है, 
कजससे आईपीओ लाने वाली कंपकनयां बाजार 
में आने से पूव्य कुछ महीने इंतजार करना पसंद 
करती हैं। 

हालांकक माच्य के कनचले सतर से बाजार में 
भारी तेजी के बीच, वोडाफोन आइकडया के 
आईपीओ की हाकलया सफलता और 

उतसाहजनक तरलता की  षसथकत ने इस बार 
बैंकरों और आईपीओ लाने जा रही कंपकनयों 
में भरोसा पैदा ककया है।  

बलैकसिोन-सम कथ्यत आधार हाउकसंि

पाइम डेिाबेस के पबंध कनदेशक पणव  
ह  षलदया का कहना है, ‘बाजार जयादा उतार-
चढ़ाव पसंद नहीं करते हैं। यकद सेकंडरी 
बाजार में ऐसी  षसथकत पैदा होती है तो पाथकमक 
बाजार की िकतकव कध पभाकवत होती है। इसे 
लेकर  षसथकत साफ नहीं रही है कक कपछले 
चुनावी चकों के दौरान सता में कौन आएिा।
