1. Suditi Design Studio:

"We draw attention to Note 3 of the Statement which indicates that the Company hasincurred
a net loss of Rs. 2.75lakhs during the current quarter. TheCompany has accumulated losses
of Rs.478.75 lakhs and its individual net worth has been fullyeroded as at June 30, 2021.
These conditions indicate the existence of material uncertaintythat may cast a significant
doubt about the Company's ability to continue as a going concern.However, the financial
statements of the Company have been prepared on a going concernbasis for the reasons
stated in the said Note.

2. Suditi Sports Apparel Limited:

"We draw attention to Note 3 of the Statement which indicates that the Company has earned
a net profit of Rs. 23.54 lakhs during the current quarter. The Company has accumulated
losses of Rs.9.80 lakhs and its individual net worth has been fully eroded as at June 30,
2021. These conditions indicate the existence of material uncertainty that may cast a
significant doubt about the Company's ability to continue as a going concern. However, the
financial statements of the Company have been prepared on a going concern basis for the
reasons stated in the said Note.

Our conclusion is not modified in respect of this matter.”

7. a) We did not review the interim financial information of two subsidiaries included in the
Statement, whosefinancial information reflect total revenues of Rs.146.27lakhsfor the quarter
ended 30™ June, 2021; total net profit of Rs.20.79 lakhsfor the quarter ended 30™ June, 2021
and total comprehensive profit of Rs.20.79 lakhsfor the quarter ended on 30"
June,2021asconsidered in the Statement. These interim financial information have been
reviewed by other auditorwhose review report has been furnished to us by the management,
and our conclusion in so far as itrelates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of
these subsidiaries is based solely on thereview report of such other auditor and the

procedures performed by us as stated in paragraph 3above.

b) The interim financial information contained in the Statement also includesthe Groups
share of net loss of Rs. 23.35 lakhs(including other comprehensive incomefloss) for the
quarterended 30" June, 2021, as considered in the consolidated Ind AS financial Statement,
in respect of one joint venture, whose financial statements and other financial information
has been reviewed by the other auditor and whose report has been furnished to us by the
Management, and our conclusion in so far as it relates to the amounts and disclosures
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included in respect of the joint venture is based solely on the review report of such other
auditor and the procedures performed by us as stated in paragraph 3 above.

8. We draw your attention to Note 9 to these consolidated financial results which describes
the management's assessment of the impact of the outbreak of Coronavirus (Covid-19) on
the business operations of the Company. The Company believes that no additional
adjustments are required in the financial results, however, in view of various preventive
measures taken (such as complete lock-down including travel restrictions) and highly
uncertain economic environment, a definitive assessment of the impact on the subsequent
periods is highly dependent upon circumstances as they evolve. Our opinion is not modified
in respect of this matter.

9.Attention is drawn to the fact that the figures for the 3 months ended 31st March, 2021 as
reported in these financial results are the balancing figures between audited figures in
respect of the full previous financial year and the published year to date figures up to the
third quarter of the previous financial year. The figures up to the end of the third quarter of
previous financial year had only been reviewed and not subjected to audit.
