2 This statement has been prepared in accordance with the Companies (indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 (Ind AS), prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013, and 
other recognized accounting practices and policies to the extent applicable. 

3 The Company had, issued 4,41,57,150 equity shares of face value of Rs. 1/- each (Right equity shares') to the cligible cquity sharcholders at an issue price of Rs. 8:5 per right equity share 
(including premium of Rs.7.5 per right equity share). The right equity shares were issued as partly paid-up and an amount of Rs. 4.25 per right equily share was payable on application ( of 
which Rs. 0.5 towards face value of right equity shares and Rs.3.75 towards premium amount of right equity shares) & Rs. 4.25 per cquily share was payable on First & Final Call ( of which
