3. The Financial Results of the company have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (\nd AS) as prescribed under 
section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Companies (Indian Accounting Standard) Rules, 2015, as amended fram time to time. 

4. The Company has considered the possible effects that may result from COVID-19 on the carrying amounts of financial assets, inventory, 

receivables, loans and advances, property, plant and equipment, intangibles etc as well as liabilities accrued. in developing the assumptions 
relating to the possible future uncertainties in the economic conditions because of this pandemic, the company has used internal and 

external information. Having reviewed the underlying data and based on current estimates, company does not expect any material impact on 

the carrying amount of these assets and liabilities The company will continue to closely monitor any material changes in future economic 

conditians due COVID-19. 

5, Consequent to buy back of shares during the Financial year 2020-21, Earnings Per Share (basic and diluted) for the year ended 31st March 

2021 has been computed on the basis of weighted average number of shares outstanding during the year. 

6, Ministry of Railway (MoR) vide letter dated 16.10.2021 has decided in principle for closure of Indian Railway Station Development 

Corporation Limited (IRSDC), in which Company has an investment of ¥48 Crare. Closure activities are underway and Board of IRSDC has 

decided to transfer the assets & liabilities of IRSDC to Rail Land Development Authority on slump sale basis (excluding investment in 

Subsidiary & Associate of IRSDC) for cansideration not less than book value. Financial statement of IRSDC has been prepared on liquidation 

basis. As at 31.03.2022, IRSDC has reported a net worth of %221 Crore, out of which 24% share i.e. 353 crore belongs to RITES, therefore 

management does not perceive any impairment in the value of investment in IRSDC. 

7, The Board of Directors have proposed final dividend of % 3.50 per share(face value of %10 per share) and company has alreacy paid three 

interim dividends of %13.5 per share (face value of %10 per share) for financial year 2021-22. 
8, Figures for the fourth quarter for the year ending 31st March,2022 and 31st March,2021 are the balancing figures between audited figures in 

respect of the full financial year and the published year to date figures upto the third quarter of the respective financial year.
