CONG VS BJP YET AGAIN

After BJP’s complaint, EC removes
banners against Mandaviyain Rajkot

ADAY after banner with pictures
of Union Health and Family
Welfare Minister Mansukh
Mandaviya and Congress leader
Lalit Vasoya, his Porbandar Lok
Sabha contest rival, surfaced in
Dhoraji town of Rajkot, the BJP
on Wednesday lodged a com-
plaint with the Election
Commission (EC). After the rul-
ing party claimed that the ban-
ners discriminated against its
candidate, the District Electoral
Officer (DEO) of Rajkot got the
banners removed.

The fresh controversy ahead
of the national elections has
sparked yet another row with
Vasoya claiming that the ban-
ners were put up by "a BJP
worker" upset over Mandaviya's
candidature. Earlier, similar
posters had surfaced in

Vadodara against BJP MPRanjan
Bhatt who later opted out of the
Lok Sabha race.

‘Wednesday tothe electoral offi-
cers alleged that the banners in
Dhorajidiscriminated against its
candidate and destroyed a"level
playing field". “An attempt has
been made to cause damage to
BJP's candidate for Porbandar
LokSabhaseat and togive anad-
vantage to his rival candidate by
hoisting controversial bannersin
various parts of Dhoraji town on
the night of March 25, 2024.
Additionally, by hoisting these

alsobeen made to disturb social
harmony of this area and by us-
ingthe language used init,an at-
tempt has also been made to
promote regional chauvinism,”
Ramesh Odedara, president of
Porbandar district unit of the BP,
stated in his complaint.

The complaint also under-
lined that the banners bore no
name of the printer orthose who
had it printed and hence in vio-
lation of the provisions of
Section  127A  of  The
Representation of People Act,
1950 as well as Section 17(1)(h)
of the Indian Penal Code.

KD Lakhani (DEO) of
Porbandar confirmed
Wednesday that his office had
received the complaint from the
BJP. “However, the area falls in
the jurisdiction of Rajkot DEO
and therefore Rajkot DEO will
take appropriate action,”
Lakhani said.

Rajkot DEO Prabhav Joshi
said that his office too had re-
ceived the complaint and taken
cognisance of the matter. "We

THE GUJARAT High Court has
reprimanded the Ahmedabad
Municipal Commissioner after
the civic body failed to provide a
clear roadmap on how it looks to
achieve the target of zero waste-
water discharge into the
Sabarmati river.

(GPCB) to inspect nine Sewage
Treatment Plants (STPs) of the
Ahmedabad Municipal
Corporation (AMC) to check if
the stipulated norms are being
met while treating wastewater.
